Supreme Court Decision
Pleases Miller's Friends
Further consideratioii of the United

States Supreme Court's decision
handed clown in Washington Monday,
sustaininc the principle that a city
cr.nnot enforce a five-cent fare stipu-lated in a franchise if the farc proves
to be confiscatory, led riends of
Governor Miller's new traction legis¬lation yesterday to believe that all
legal obstaclos tc solvino' New York's
traction problems hao. been removed.
"The decision certainly shows ths

attitdue of the highest court in the
and upon restrictive municipal fare
measures." said Public. Seivice Com-;
missioner Alfred M. Barrett. "The
brief account of the decision seems to
uphold the contention of these who be-
ieve that' municipal franchises, stipu-
lating a rate of fare which has be¬
come non-compensatory, cannot Le en-
forced."

Bill lo Increase Term
Of Governor Defeated

Amendmen! to Constitution
Which Providea Literacy Test

for Voters Passes Senate
From a Staff Correspondent

^ALBANY, April IU. The plan to in¬
crease thc term of the.,, Governor and
Lieutenant Governor to four years was
defeated to-day in the Senate by a
vote of i!9 to 15. Tho lengt^ening of
the terms was provided for in a con-
current resolution introduced by Sen¬
ator Holland S. Duell, of Westchester.
lt met. with a like fate last year.
While Senator Duell'a constitutional

amendment met with failure, that of
Senator George R. Fearon providing
for literacy tests wns adopted by the
Senate nnd now goes to the Asscmbly.
If it passes that house it will be sub-
mitted to the voters this fall. The
measure provides that any person, in
order to vote for public officers, must
bo able to read and write the English
language.
The Senate also disposed of a lnrgo

number of non-controversial measures
Contrary to expectation, the Gibbs-Ad-
ler watcrpower bill was not brought
up for passage to-day.

Court Kefuses to Stop

Justice Delehanty Questions
Good Faith of Firm Askinjr

for Injunrtion
Justice Delehr-nty yesterday denied the

application of Borgenicht <v Sons Co.,
Inc, for an injunction restraining the
International Ladies' Garment Workers'
Union from picketing the Borgenicht
factory at II la Broadway. The case is
one of many growing out of the de¬
cision of the manufacturers in the cloak
>«d elothing industry to run open shops.
Some injunctions have been granted.

.Justice De.ehanty said there was ro
proof that the unlawful acts complainedof by the Borgenicht linn were commit¬
ted by the officers or members of the
locals affiiiatcd with the union. The
justice also said he was not impressedwith the good faith of the plaintiff in
the ease, it appearing that the strike in
thc Borgenicht shop was due to the act
of thc employer who discharged union
employees in violation of a contract that
does not cxpira until February, 1922.
