David Jayne Hill May
Be U. S. Envoy to Japan

Harding Also Said To Be Con¬
sidering Henry Lane Wilson
for Rome or Constantinople
WASHINGTON, April 22.(By The

Associ.ted Press)..Recall to the
diplomatic corps of Dr. David Jayne
Hill, of New York, and Henry Lane
Wilson, of Indian?, both of whom
served as ambassadors under the last
Republican administration, is under¬
stood to be under r^rious considera¬
tion by President Hi-iüing.

Dr. Hill, who was Americsn Envoy
to Germany under both Presidents
Roosevelt and Taft, is said to be fore¬
most in the President's mind for the
ambassadorship to Japan, while Mr.
Wilson, a former Ambassador to Mex¬
ico, may go either to Rome or Con¬
stantinople.
Although in no case has the selec¬

tion reached a point warranting a defi¬
nite announcement, Mr. Harding is un¬
derstood to be approaching a decision
regarding these and several other im¬
portant appointments to the diplomatic
service. The nominations of two or
three ambassadors and a like number
of ministers may go to the Senate next
week. .

Thev told him they
had been locked out of their home be¬
cause their mother had gone to nurse
a relative who was ill.

Blazo saw the children again yester¬
day morning. He brought them some-
thing to eat, and they told him how
they had passed the night on a bench
tn the Pelham Bay station.
After Blazo had driven away Bell en¬

countered the children. He learned
from the boy that he and his sister
lived somewhere in Concord Avenue.
He drove them to the neighborhood of
their home and soon found their ad¬
dress. Mr. and Mrs. Braun had spent
twenty-four hours looking for their
children.
The children told their parents that

the reason they ran away was because
they feared they would be punished
for staying away from school.

For Stevens Will;
Search Continues

Doctor Says Millionaire Told
Him He Had Drawn One
GivingWifeand Daughter
Bulk of His Fortune

Calvin Amory Stevens, a million¬
aire, left a will in which he bequeathed
the greater part of his fortune to his
wife and daughter, according to a
statement made yesterday by Dr. E. F.
Lindlyn, of tl Schermerhorn Street,
Brooklyn, who attended the recluse in,
his last illness.
Dr. Lindlyn told relatives of the dead

man yesterday that Mr. Stevens hadinformed him several times of the will,explaining that he had taken good careof his family and had left Targe be¬
quests to charities.
Despite this positive knowledge ofthe existence of a will search for it

was prosecuted yesterday without suc¬
cess. Many friends and acquaintancesof the deceased capitalist called at the
office of John W. Hyde, administratorof the Stevens estate, during the dayoffering corroborative evidence with re¬
gard to the existence of a will. It
seems that the late millionaire had
made no secret of the extent of his
wealth, which approximates $15,000,-000, and had discussed its disposal in
case of his death with many intimates.
Although the offlco' in which Mr.

Stevei.s lived was thought to have been
thoroughly searched, a new investiga¬tion of its contents was proceeded with
yesterday, every scrap of paper and
every book contained in it being sub¬
jected to the closest scrutiny. Another
search was being made late in the day
among offices of attorneys whom Mr.
Stevens employed at various times.
Eleven firms of lawyers are known to
have been concerned in handling por¬tions of the Stevens businesa.

Mr. Hyde declared yesterday that
references to Mr. Stevens as havingbeen a miser were utterly unwarranted
in fact, and that none of the dead
man's habits excused such a statement
concerning him..
"The fact is," said Mr. Hyde, "that

all who knew Mr. Stevens intimately
are aware that he was exceedinglycharitable and humanitarian. He be¬
lieved in living modestly, but there
was nothing stingy about him. A few
days before his death he gave $250 to
a needy friend for an operation to be
performed in a New York Hospital.He never asked any of his friends for
notes when he made them loans. I
believe his will exists and that it
will be found."

Mrs. Stevens and her daughter, Mrs.Richard Fagan, are at the Hotel Tray-
more, Atlantic City. William B.
Fagan, father of the Dartmouth
student who married Miss Stevens, is
expected in New York to-morrow.

Irish Raiders Send for
Priest at Man's Execution
Three Others Shot to Death by

Military and Police, Dub¬
lin Report Says

DUBLIN, April 22 (By The «Vs^ci-
ated Press)..For the first time in the
history of the troubles in Ireland,raiders have executed a man in the

presence of a priest who was sum¬
moned to administer the last rites. He
was John Reilly, an ex-soldier, who was
taken from his home at Ballycar by
armed men Wednesday night and shot
to death.
Thomas Phelan, of Ballyrsgget, wan

shot dead to-day by the military and
police. He refused to halt. Other per¬
sons killed were John Harrison, a
farmer of Drumrellly, and Constable
Loughlin, who was shot at a Traleo
public house.

Official indications are that the Irish
elections will not be postnoned, but
will be held in May.

New Greek Offensive
In Asia Minor Expected

Army Consolidated and Rein-
forced by Reserves anil New

Equipment
ATHENS, April 22 (By The Associat¬

ed Press)..Greece now has recovered
from the early setbacks suffered at the
hands of the Turks in Asia Minor, and
the people are looking forward with
confidence to the new offensive which
probably will be begun in the near fu¬
ture.
The army has been consolidated and

has been reinforced by fresh arrivals
of reserves and equipment. The gen¬
eral staff and higher commands have
been strengthened, and the weakness
developed by the initial operations has
loen remedied. It is believed a con¬
siderable movement from Ushak toward
Kutaia, with Eski-Shehr, where the
Greeks recently suffered a serious set¬
back, as the objective, will be under¬
taken with a few days.
Three thousand wounded Greeks

have arrived in Athens and two thou¬
sand in Salónica. Both the King and
the Queen make daily visita to the
wounded in Athens, who urgently need
more nurses to care for them.
The recent loan to the government

by the national bank has stabilized
business and tho money market, but
American commercial firms are finding
virtually no market for their goods.

Defends German Films
Brady Denies Propaganda $ SaysU. S. Passes on Them

William A. Brady, president of the
National Association of tho Motion Pic¬
ture Industry, denied yesterday that
German-made films contained propa¬ganda. The charge that they did was
made by the Motion Picture Directors'
Association, which The Tribune er¬
roneously referred to as an "operators'union" in a headline yesterday. Mr.
Brady said that All German-made films
presented here had the approval of the
Department of Justice.

Mr. Brady presided yesterday at a
meeting of motion Picture men in the
New York Theater Building, at which
the proposed state censorship of motion
pictures was discussed. It was decided
to send representatives of the industry
to a public hearing on the censorship
bill, which is to be held before Gov¬
ernor Miller in Albany Tuesday.
