Sturdy Americans Hope
Of World, Says Coolidge
PITTSBURGH, April 28..The great¬

est hope of a stricken world lies in
tho "sturdy, hard-worlcrng, home-lov¬
ing American" Vice-president Coolidge
declared here to-day in an address at
the Founders' Day celebration at Car¬
negie Institute. He eulogized the late
Andrew Carnegie, who established the
institute, reviewed his accomplish¬
ments, and spoke of him as a "man
who represented American ideals."
Jules J. Jusserand, the French Ambas¬
sador, ulso spoke. Secretary of tut
Treasury Mellon, Prince Lobomirky,(he Polish Minister; his wife and Mm«.
Jusserand were among tile guests.

"The whole nation,"' asserted Mr.
Coolidge, "the whole world, followingout» his plan, can advance, the cause of
civilization. Under it the conditions
of life have steadily grown better,there has been a wider and wider dis¬
tribution of property, a higher and
higher standard of education, a deeperand deeper appreciation of the obliga¬tion of self-sacrificing example."Great as were Mr. Carnegie's bene¬
factions in the development of the
material and intellectual welfare ofhis fellow men, the Vice-President con¬
tinued, his greatest accomplishmentlies in the addition he made to their
moral force.

Mme. Curie Honored
PARIS, April 28..A gala perform¬

ance was given this afternoon at the
opera in honor of Mme. Curie, the dis¬
coverer of radium, for the benefit of
the French Radium Institute. The
performance was under the patronageof Minister of War Barthou and M. Le
Corbeiller, president of the MunicipalCouncil of Paris. An American dele¬
gation which came to Paris for the
purpose of escorting Mme. Curie to the
United States was present.
The performance was under the di¬

rection of Sacha Guitry, who appeared
on the program, and also Sarah Bern¬
hardt, Lucien Guitry and Yvonne Prin¬
temps. The box seats for the perform¬
ance sold as high as 2,000 francs, A
handsome sum was realized.

ernoon at the American Art Galleries.The lanterns, dating from the sev-
enteenth century, hexagonal in designwith glazed sides and scrolled angles| and pierced and beaded circular crest-ings, together with the original paintedand molded poles, brought $780 from
Edward F. Caldwell.
