In the World
Desptte tbe marine strike, the Ship¬ping Board during thc last week con-:tinued to place more vessels in servicethnn it withdrew. Whether thi. can betakon as an Inflication of more than a

transient unprovomont in trade, how¬
ever, is doubtful. No incieuse in gen¬eral cargo movement is reported and
fully three-quarters of the board's
vessels brought out of the caretaker..'hands are said to be destined for car¬
rying coal to the United Kingdom.This trade cannot bc regarded as n
permanent field for any great volumeof American shipping.Tho attitude of British labor is afactor that must be reckoned with asfurnishing a link between the shippingstrike hero and tho miners' strike inthe l'nited Kingdom. To get crews to
man the ships to carry the coal toEngland has been the problem here,and to get the coal unloadcd there is
the difflculty at the other end. Coal
exporters, therefore, have been dcmand-
ing guarantles of sailings and shipoperators have been stipulatinf that
the responsibility as to the dischargeof the cargo in Great Britain should
be upon the British consignee.

Coal Shipments in Doubt
British stevedores have been work¬

ing to aid the striking miners' cause
as far as possible, on the. general planof getting as much coal out of the
country and as little into it as theycould. ln fact, it was reported frorii
Enjrland recently that the men were re-
fusing to aid in bunkering vessels with
British coal unless ihe ships were to
sail with bunkers full. In tho case of
American coal dest.ined as bunkers for
vessels tied up for lack of fuel no dif-
liculty is expected, but where the
coal is intended for land use opposi¬tion to unloading is looked for on the
part of the men.
That American shipping hy carrying

coal to Britain will r'educe its future
participation in this line of transport
is one of the aspects of the case. On
secufing bunkers many of the vessels
tiod up at British ports will nt once
sail for this country, to enter the coal-
carrying trade themselves. ft is only
because the British, buyers have been
unable to secure more British boats
that American ships have figured so
prorninently in this trade recently.

British Shipping Affected
Normally^he great bulk of the Brit¬

ish tramp tonnage has been used in
the export of coal from Britain, but
the strike has now shut ofT exportation,
and a large proportion of this shipping
will now be used in importing the same
commodity- And because of the sharp
decline in the general British export
business. most of this tonnage will

conditions through thc amendment of
the La Follette seamen's act, but there
haa been little progress in this direc¬
tion by Congress. Th-s rallure, how¬
ever, is largely duo to the failure. ol* the
Shipping Board to lay before Congress
the report made a year ago by a com¬
mittee of shipping men appointed by
the board itself to report on the ncces-
_ity.of revis int, the navigation laws. It
has been explained that the laws were
being codifted on the basis suggested
by the report, but the report has never
been made public.

Distribution of shipping in the vari¬
ous trades on a proportionate basis
.greed to by all maritime nations would
be a most difficult task. American
shipping would furnish the stumblingblock.

Foreign Owner..' Attitude
With practically all other merchant

marines carrying a larger portron of
American trade than we do of theirs,
although we have a far greater mer-
cantile ileet than any country save
Great Britain, it is plain that propor¬
tionate allocation would mean emyloy-
ment for a smaller volume of foreign'
shipping and a greater one for Amer¬
ican shipping. And when it came'to a
question of commercial sacrifice the
advantages of an international agree¬
ment would not be likely to appeal to
other countries.

So far as uniformity of rates goes,
the Shipping Board is'already partici-
pating in conference agreements in
most of the trades in which its vessels
are engaged. This, however, is a mat¬
ter of greater advantage to other coun¬
tries than to the United States. For
while we get as much for carryingfreight as other nations do, our capi¬tal and operating costs are so much
higher that the net ineome is much less.
