Ohio Police Records Are
Said to Show That He
Had Been Arrested There

Hunted for fear days by the police,
Don Collins has rem&ined carefolly
secluded in New York City. Tbis was

learned from an authoritatlve soprce
yesterday.

Collins, whose real name ts Robert
Tourbillon, is suspected of having shot
John H. Reid in a fit of jealousy and
drunken rage last Snnday moi*ning.
Reid, with five bullet wounds, wsa re¬
moved from 1892 Unit^rsity Avenue,
tbe Bronx, to the Fordham Hospital.
Following a gay party in the Uni¬

versity Avenue house, in which Reid,
Mrs. Hazel Davis Warner, owner of
tbe house; Miss Lila Wiley, her cousin,
George Kuriger. their uncle. and Fran¬
cis T. Boylan took part, Collins ls al¬
leged to have made his appearance
without invitation and shot Reid.

Collins is said to be following closely
tbe course of Reid's struggle against
death. Should Reid recover he is not
expected to press charges against his
assailant, but in the event of his death
Collins may strike for the open and
-falk into the police net spread for his
capture.

Reid Moved to Sanatorium
In aa attempt to save his life Reid

tltal to Dr. Lloyd's Sanatorium, at 8
t. Nicholas Place, where three nurses,

tl. addition to surgeons, will be in at¬
tendance. Mr. and Mrs. L. N. Crakow,
(jtepf3ther and mother of Reid, ap-
plied for permission to move him yes¬
terday, and Dr. Alexander Nicoll, visit¬
ing surgeon at the hospital, issued
aertificate which said that Reid needed
eareful nursing which could not be
given him in a public ward.
After a conference with District At¬

torney Edward J. Glennon, County
Judz Gibbs was Tequested" to coinmit
Reid ae a material witness and to fix
bail so that he might be moved to a pri¬
vate sanitarium. The amount of bail
was set at $5,000, whlon was furnished.

Victim Has Record, Charge
A high official at Police Headquar¬

ters ln touch with all phases of the
shooting, yesterday Bhowed records jUBt
fecoived from Ohio, said to involve a

^jaari named John H. Reid in criminal
affenses. Besides his own name this
man is said to have used an alias, John
Reagan. On July 13, 1918, th^ records
show, he was arrested in Toledo as a

auspicious person. It was alleged, ac¬
cording to the papers, that he had
ficked a pocket. He was fined $5D and
secfenced to thirty days in jail. Three
years earlier, on October 31, 1913, he
is said to have been arrested in Dallas,Tex. He also was arrested, it ia Baid,in Youngstown, Ohio.
; Earlier in the day, before permission
#as granted to move Reid to a privateSanitarium, Dr. Clinton H. Martin, resi¬
dent surgeon at Fordham Hospital, said
$M& an X-ray showed that Reid hadjBnred a frontal fracture of the skull
ab-Jnch and a half long, from the nose
toward the left eye. The surgeon saidhis tonguo was only injured at the tip,and he would be able to walk lf he re-
eovers. According to the X-ray, the
surgeon said, there are no bullets inthe head.

Police Arrest Author
. As Swiudler of Brokers
Bogard Said to Have Confessed
He Was the Bogue Millionaire

for Band of Oooks
MHo T. Bogard, indieted on a charge

of grand larceny in connection with a
svrlndle practlced upon brokers by a

ring composed of fly-by-nlgfat security
sslesmen and bogus millionairea, was
arrested last night at his home, 818
West Fifty-flrst Street.
He is fifty-nine years old and well

fitted in appearance for the part of
a wealthy stock dabbler, which h« is
alleged to have played. He is accused
in the indictment of giving a worth¬
less note for $3,000 to James Morrow,
a broker, of 354 Fifth Avenue, to
finance a stock deal.
According to Detectives Mayer and

Brown, who arrested Bogard, he ad¬
mitted not only thls deal, but others,
and said that ho got $60 of the $150
commission which Morrow paid to
the "salesman" who Introduced him.
He expressed profound sorrow, the po¬lice said, that this humiliation should
come to bis famlly and to himself, tbe
author of The Book of America, The
Redemption of Now York and other
works.
He also was tbe author, the police

said, of tbe Loyal League of Amer¬
ica, which the District Attorney broke
up, distributing the money collected
among war charities, snd of the Base¬
ball News Service, which the undis-
criminating courts held to be a ld|-
tery. They say he served time in Illi-
n(m forty years ago for grand larceny.Eight of his alleged aceomplices in the
Bwindling of brokerage houses have
pleaded guilty.
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Three Sue for Share in

German Newspaper and Clan Na
Gael Treasurer Made De-

fendants in Devoy Case
The New York Volks-Zeitung, tbe

Clan Na Gael and James Devoy, editor
of The Gaelic American, who were
contributors to the $15,000 cash bail
given for James Larkin prior to his
conviction of criminal anarchy, are
trying to recover their money, it was
revealed yesterday by a motion made
before Supreme Court Justice Tierneyby Walter Nelles, an attorney, who is
named as defendant in a suit broughtby Devoy to recover $5,000.
The Clan Na Gael also claims the

$6,000, asserting that Mr. Devov's
claim has been paid. The claim of the
German newspaper is for $50, which
it gave to Patrick Quinlan in behalf
of Larkin.
Mr. Nelles snid that after Larkin'sconviction the $15,000 was returned to

him and Charles Recht, another at¬
torney. He retained the $5,000 whichis the object of controversy, he said,and was waiting only until the courtshould decide who should get it.

Justice Tierney gave him permissionto deposit the returned bail with theCity Chamberlain and to have the NewYork Volks-Zeitung and Hugh Mon-tague, treasurer of the Clan Na Gaelsubstituted as defendants in Devoy'ssuit.

For Mayoralty

Kings District Attorney Will

Address the Republican
County Committee on Po¬
litical Issues of the Day

His 1918 Vote Reealleti
Conference Board Will Be

Appointed to Discuss
Coalition Candidates

The Harry E, Lewis boom for Mayor
will be launched to-night at the
monthly meeting of the Republican
County Committee ln Bryant Hall,
when tbe District Attorney of Kings
County will address the committee on
the issues of the day, especially on the
matter of the combatlng of crime.

District Attorney Lewis in 1918 car¬
ried Kings County by 74,000 when Al¬
fred E. Smith, the Demoqratl. can¬
didate for Governor. carried lt by
84,000. Ever since then tha District
Attomey's friends have talked about
Mr. Lewis as an eligible candidate
againat Mayor Hylan.
The meeting to-night will do more

than hear a speech from Mr. Lewis. A
resolution will be put through author-
izing President Koenig to appoint a
conference committee to meet with
similar committees and with indepen¬
dent bodies such as the coalition com¬
mittee appointed by Joseph M. Price
looking to the selection of an anti-
Tammany slats for 'the mayoralty
campaign.

La Guardia Will Run
The boom for Mr. Lewis adds cne

more to the eligible rcceptive candi¬
dates for the anti-Tammany mayoralty
nomination. The Republicans are fair-
ly well assured now that F. H. La
Guardia, President of the Board of
Aldermen, and former Senator William
M. Bennett are going into the Repub¬lican primary for the mayoralty nom¬
ination. Major La Guardia has made
it clear that he does not desire a re-
nomination. He wants to run againstHylan for Mayor. Ho asserts that the
traction issue will be the leading issue
of the campaign, and on that Issue he
says that he stands for a five-cent fare
and the scrapping of various obsolcte
surface railway lines that are not
"paying their keep."
Mr. Bennett says that he intends to

enter the Republican primary for the
mayoralty nomination, but that if he isbeaten in the primary he will drop out
of sight.

Mr. Lewis 5s a receptive candidate
for Mayor on his record as a prose¬cuting officer for the last six years.His friends 3ay that he is the one best
bet against Hylan and that his nomi¬
nation would mean an assured victory,Lewis is an organization Republican.but is not on very close terms with
Livingston, his county leader.

Woods's Friends Still Active
The other receptive eandidates are

Darwin R. James, of Brooklyn; Martin
Saxe, former State Senator and mem¬
ber of the State Tax Commission, and
Justice James C. Cropsey, of the Su¬
preme Court, Brooklyn. The friends of
Colonel Arthur Woods, former Police
Commissioner,- have not abandoned the
idea of bringing about his nomination.
The commissioner's and heads of de¬

partments under the Mitchel adminis¬
tration will meet at a luncheon at the
City Club on Jiine 2 to hear a reportfrom a committee on the painting of a
portrait of John Purroy Mitchel and
to talk over the prospects of the com¬
ing mayoralty campaign. Darwin R.
James has a number of powerfulfriends among the Mitchel cbmmis-
sioners.men who are ready to beginmissionary work for him in the variousboroughs.

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House Votes President
Power to License Cables
Measure to Prevent Unauthor-
ized Landings Goes to Con¬

ference for Bevision
WASHINGTON, May 18..The Sen¬

ate bill civing the President authority
over cable landings on American shores
and empowering him to issue licenses
for cable operation was passed to-day
by the House. It now goes to confer¬
ence for smoothing out differences be¬
tween the Sanate and House before it
goes to the Presidnt.
The meaaure has been pressed by at

least two administrations and is de-
signed to remove any doubt as to the
right of the Executive to prevent un-
authorized cable landings. This righthas been questioned for half a century,
and several court actions have result¬
ed. The latest controversy over the
ouestion arose last August, when the
Western Union Telegraph Company
undertook to land at Miami. Fla., its
cablo connectine at Barbadoes with
the British cable to Brazil.

Lost Child; TraO
Ends at Kiver Bank

Parents of Missing Arling-
ton, N, J,, Boy Refuse
to Believe H© Has Been
Drowned and Spur Search

ARLINGTON, N. J_» May 18^Arehl«
Northron, three-and-a-half-year-old son
of Arehibald B. Northrop, who has been
missing from hia home since earlyMonday morning, when bo startod for
a nearby candy store to spend the
nlcke! his mother bad given him, is
still being sought by hundreds of
searchers.

Despite the fact that a hound owned
by Chief of Police Boulihan of Glen-
rock has three times followed the
child's trail from his home to the river
bank near the Beileville Boat Club,Mrs. Northrop remains flm in her con¬viction that the little boy has not been
drowned, but is in tbe keeping of per*
sons who found him wandering. Mrs.
Northrop is near collapse at her home
from anxiety and sleeplessncss.

Last night a new dog was enlisted
ln the search. This animal, of Bel¬
gian breed, ls owned by Louis De Win¬
ter, of Eagle Rock. It followed the
same trail that other dogB had found
until approaching the river bank, when
it swerved and stopped at an irrigatingditch, in which there is about fifteen
feet of water. Led away from the ditch,
the dog returned to it. Michael Con-
roy, a friend of the Northrop family,dived several times, but found no tlace
of the missing boy. Joseph Kearns, a
United Statea sailor, of Keamy, also
made several dives. The ditch will be
searched with grapplers this morning.The last report of the child's havingbeen seen waa 9 o'clock Monday night,when a watchman at the Beileville
Boat Club warned him away from the
river. Repeated efforts to pick up an¬
other trail by dogs have failed. All
have found their way to the .ame spot
on the river bank. Grappling has been
going on since Tuesday morning, but
so far no trace of tho body has been
discovered, and Archie Northroa sr.,who has watched the work, is as em-
phatic as is Mrs. Northrop in declaringthat his child did not fall into tho
river. At inteTVsls he returns to the
home in sn effort to reassure the moth¬
er, who keeps repeating:
"He is not in the river. You won"f

find him there. We'll find him safe and
sound somewhere."
Boy and Girl Scout parties are work¬

ing in relays and have searched the
country for miles around, calling on
every famlly in the effort to tind one
with which the child may have taken
refuge.

Imprints of the child's sandals in
soft soil were found on the trail fol¬
lowed by dogs at a distanee of a mile
and a quarter from his home.

shape of vigilant opposition of Mayor
Hylan and his cabinet, backed by pub¬
lic opinion, it attempts to break tbe
fall by adopting a ruse in which it
appears to accede to the wishes of the
public in the shape of a mild or mod¬
erate reduction in the price. Thls
method was adopted a few years ago
by the New York Edison Company
when, pseudo-voluntarily, they reduced
their rates to avoid a deeper and wider
slash in their prices. Likswise the
Now York Telephone Company, when
they were threatcned with a forced re¬
duction of 60 per cent ln their prices,threw a sop to the public in a similar
reduction of 8 per cent.

Damages From Hotel Man

reposed in him when they were lesseesof the Belleclaire, causing them tolese the hotel and suffer dam.*%e8which she estimated at $100,000.They found Mr. Blackman nightclerk, and made him assistant man¬
ager at an increased salary, she al¬
leges, He was most courteeue, she
sayB, and succeeded in having her hus¬band made a Knight Templar, but at
the same time was deceiving them con¬
cerning the amount of the hotel's in¬
debtedness and was seeking to per-suade their financiai backer to aban-don them. Also, Mrs. Woodbury says,their new assistant manager advised
guests not to pay their bills.

This, she says, resulted in $8,000due her and her husband being with-neld by guests and caused them, aslessees of the hotel, to go into bank-
ruptcy. Mr. Blackman now controlsthe Hotel Belleclaire. Mr. and MrsWoodbury were forced for a time aftertheir unfortunate venture in thls cityto live in a single room, it is said, anddid their cooking surreptitiously over
a gas jet.
