EORGES CARPENTIER, heavyweight champion of Europe, most
G likely will give world's champion Jack Dempsey all he has when
they meet in the arena at Boyle's “Thirty Aceres,” Jersey City, on
t]ie.nftcrnoon of July 2 next.

There seems little of the braggadoccio about the Frenchman who
served the Tricolor so long and faithfully during the World War. He
does not say he will whip Dempsey. But he says he will do his best to
accommodate his backers, He i3 not overconfident., Neither is he afraid,

Carpentier has done little or no training as yet at his camp near
Manhasset, I, I. He follows implicitly the routine preseribed by his
manager, Frangois Deschamps. And Deschamps belioves Georper should
rest one day for every day of the voyage—eight days in all. The manager
believes the challenger needs plenty of road work to improve his legs and
his wind. Boxing, he thinks, may bide its time. It will come later, of
course. But the Frenchman, his manager insists, has had enough boxing
since the end of the war to have his physical self completely attuned with
the mental. If Deschamps is to be believed, Carpentier will do compara-
tively little hoxing between now and July 2.

That the French eamp is serious in its quest of the heavyweight title
there can be little doubt. Carpentier intends to train in privacy. None
but the representatives of the press and close friends will be admitted to
his camp and his gymnasium. The fact that the press will he free to
come and go would indicate he has nothing to conceal.

Carpentier might have exploited himself for great gain, There were
many avenues toward easy money: motion pictures, newspaper articles,
training in public with a gate admission and the like, Dempsey, ot At-
lantie City, 13 availing himself of all these opportunities, even to the
extent of condueting a fight club of his own.

There may be a sinister motive in the scheme of Deschamps, of the
alleged hypnotic eye, in guarding his charge so zealously from the pub-
lic gaze. Here the psychological enters into the ealeulations,

Just to what extent will all this privacy affect the mental equilibrium
of the heavyweight champion? The answer will be furnished at “Thirty
Acres” the afternoon of July 2,

Thoroughbred Sport on Crest of Popularity
HE spring meeting of the Metropelitan Jockey Club at the Jamaica
track will come to an end next Thursday afternoon. The day following,
and for three weeks thereafter, the Westchester Racing Association will
vlay host at the beautiful, remodeled Belmont Park.

Racing patrons cannot but be pleased with the improvements made
at this Newmarket of Amervica, The English, or reverse, way of running
the thoroughbreds has been eliminated from all save the dashes through
the straight chute, and it is reasonable to suppose this change will be a
greal benefit to “form.” It will minimize that tendeney on the part of
even the best horses to bear ot at the turns when running in a direction
to which they ave not accustomed,

The meeting at Jamaica has been very successful to date ih almost
every respect, There are guite enough high class horses quartered at the
New York tracks to guavantee fields of quality and numbers. These horses
are much further advanced in condition than is usual at this time of the
season because of the open winter. Two new track records were estah-
lished at Jamaica Saturday afternoon. Four track records were shattered
in Kentucky. All of which is mute testimony to the fine conditien of the
thioroughhreds at this early stage of the season.

Patronage at Jamaica has been most liberal. The raise in admission
tariff has had no appreciable effect on attendance. But there is a fly in
the ointment, over which murmurs already are rising,

The starting of the horses to date has heen decidedly unsatisfactory,
It has been far worse than in any previous year, when it was bad enough.
And this despite the presence of a representative of the stewards,

The Jockey Club says it does not vecognize belting. But it is sup-
posed to be interested in the improvement of the breed of thoroughbreds,
As now conducted, the great majority of the races are no trialy of speed
Only one or two horses get awayw with the buarrier's
cthers are left at the post, to all intents and PUTHOses,

Those who hazard an occasional bet cannot bie expecled to broaok insult
to intelligence, If the starting is not improved upon, and that soon, the
associations are likely to wake up some fine afternoon to find patronage
fled.

The Jockey Club may not recognize hetting. But without hetting the
racing associations could not attract a corporal’s guard without compli-
mentaries. It is up to the Jockey Club to protect the rights of racing
patrons. Guaranty of good faith would be a simple matter. Mars
Cassidy should be ordered to use the “walk-up” start, at which he is most
proficient.
