Canadian Fleet
Cripples Trade

Both Dominion Shippers
and Shipping Linos Find¬
ing Government Opera¬tion Injures Enterprise

Halifax Commerce Is Hit
Raise in Kates Caused byConditions; West Indies

Serviees Being Invaded
Strong opposition to tho operationof the Canadian government merchant

marine vessels in competition with pri¬
vate ships is being manifested at the
hearings held by a Dominion parlia¬
mentary committee appointed to In¬
vestigate marine and rail conditions.

Halifax witnesses who were hero re¬
cently emphasized the difficulties with
which privately-operated Canadian
ships were confronted as a result of
tho government's incursion into the
business.

It was stated that the government
ships had practically put the Red Cross
Line out of the Newfoundland business
as far as Halifax was concerned. Theline, it was said, formerly operated twovessels, but now did not have businessenough for one.
One witness declared that the gov¬ernment should not operate ships atall, as it would kill private enterprise.In his view, the government shouldhave offered the vessels to the different

concerns operating out of Canada onterms to be agreed on. The fleet, hesaid, should be written down to' itsactual value, like other assets createdduring the war.
Shipping on time charter, it was

pointed out, could be secured to-daymuch lower than formerly, and if the
government remained in the business it.
was certain to require a further capitalinvestment.
Another witness declared that it was

wrong that he should be forced to gointo competition with himself, which
was practically what the present situa¬
tion amounted to, when he, as) a tax¬
payer, was forced to make up deficits
caused by the operation of the gov¬ernment's tonnage in competition withhis own.

If the policy on which the Canadian
government merchant marine was
founded had been carried out, this wit¬
ness continued, there would be no ob¬
jection, but what* was being done was
to invade the business that had been
developed with the West Indies and
Newfoundland for the last century."Now," lie added, "the government is
putting out of business the Royal Mail,and if the government undertakes to do
this business it will have at least four
passenger ships.

"There are now 50 per cent too manyships in the Newfoundland business,
which means a slashing of rates. The
general manager of the Royal Mail has
stated that because of the competition
of the government boats his line would

i have to advance rates 25 per cent, and
Halifax and St, John shippers have
agreed to this rather than see the line
withdraw, as it provides an absolutely
necessary service. At present, there¬
fore, we have¦to pay the subsidy for
the line and the losses of the govern¬
ment boats in addition."

Foreign Trade Notes
German varnish manufacturers have

protested against the issue of an im¬
port permit, for 135,000 kilograms of
English coach varnish during the first
half of this year.

Trade throughout Honduras last year
was very prosperous. The bulk of the
imports came from the United States.
Future trade prospects are said to be
bright.
During 1920, 41,000 tons of sugar

were exported from the Philippines in
excess of the quantity shipped the year
before, the United States, Japan and
China being the chief importing coun-
tries.

Imports of coal into Argentina in
February aggregated 131,197 tons, of

j which 109,013 tons came from the
United States and only 22,154 tons
from the United Kingdom.
Production of sulphur, lead and zinc

in Italy showed an increase last year,
but there was a decline, in the output
of iron ore and copper.

A trial shipment of special kinds of
tropical fruit has been made from
Jamaica to the United Kingdom. If
the experiment is successful, it is

stated, it will open the way for the
development of an important trade.

Sicilian producers of and traders in
essential oil of lemon have formed a co¬

operative society in Messina with the
object of standardizing prices, mak¬
ing advances against consignments,
managing warehouses and supplying
raw material for the manufacture of
derivatives.

French Customs Surtax Ruling
Benefit to American Shippers
Notice has been received by the Red

Star Line from its Antwerp manager of
a ruling by the French government
modifying French customs surtaxes on

goods passing through Antwerp for
Alsace-Lorraine and the Saar district,
which is of first importance to Ameri¬
can shippers, as it means a saving to
them on surtaxes of 153 per cent.
The ruling comes as a result of long

negotiations between the Belgian and
French governments. It is, in sub¬
stance, that on all shipments on a di-
rect bill of lading for Antwerp, show-
ing that the goods shipped are^destinedfor Alsace-Lorraine or the Saar, the
French customs surtax hitherto im-
posed will not be collected, regardlessLof whether the goods go forward from
Antwerp by water via Strassburg or

by rail via Thionville.
This restores Antwerp as a shipping

point for the territory in question to
the same favorable position it held be¬
fore the war.

»ce to domestic consumers and at the
samo time compete on equal terms with
dyemakers of other countries. Owing
to the fact that the consolidated tariff
committee representing the cotton tex¬
tile industry had made representations
to the Ways and Means Committee of
Congress conflicting with some of the
policies of the association, the resolu¬
tion was passed that in tariff repre¬
sentations yarns shall not be considered
ns a step in the manufacture of cloth
but as finished products. The traffic
committee recommended the repeal of
the government's 5Va per cent guaran¬
ty to railroads.
