Mme, Curie's Breakdown
Not Due to Radium Rays

Physicians, After Physical Ex-
animation. Lay Scientist's Con¬
dition to Strenuous Program
The possible injurious effects of ra-

dium rays on the human body played1 no part in the physical breakdown oí
Mme. Marie Curie, according to the re¬

port of her physicians issued yester¬
day, after a blood test made on Satur¬
day. As a result of the complete physi¬
cal examination by Dr. Edward H.
Rogers and Dr. Samuel Lambert, Mme.
Curie was pronounced to be slightly
anaemic, but otherwise physically
sound.
"Mme. Curie cannot stand the stren¬

uous life of receptions and travel
which wns planned for her in America,"
said Dr. Rogers last night. "She would
be cjuite well if she returned to her
quiet laboratory in Paris, but she can¬
not stand crowds and confusion.
"Her condition is the natural result

of having spent her entire life in the
laboratory. Her parents were both
scientists and as a child she worked in
the laboratory, instead of jumping rope
and playing tennis as children should.
In her maturity she has been almost
literally confined to the laboratory and
has had too little fresh air, sunshine
and exercise. There is nothing, how¬
ever, in her condition which could be
traced to the action of radium rays."

WASHINGTON, May 30..An appealto the American people for support of
tho Near East Relief "bundle day" on
Wednesday v.'?.3 made by Mrv. Harding,wife of the President- in a letter made
public to-night by Mrs. Cabot Stevens,
honorary director of the organizationf.or the District, of Columbia. The let¬
ter follows :
''To the American Feople:
"From across the sea destitute Chris¬

tian and Jewish peoples in the Bible
country piteous':;: cry to America for
the 'crumbs' from our tables-- and the
old clothes from cur closets. Through
no fault of their own these ancient
rac< who were loyal to their God and
to the Allied cause, find themselves un¬
able ta earn a livelihood or rebuild
home?. All they po33CS8 has been de¬
stroyed.
"Throughout this great ¡an 1 of ours

has gone the 'S O S' of the Near
East Relief, and from our bounty every
man, womar. arid child is asked to
share spare clothing, so that little
helpless children and hundreds of thou¬
sands of men and women who are now
desperately trying to cover naked
bodies with raga and burlap bags shall
be saved from death by exposure next
winter. Have we not all of us some
things we can spare or sacrifice?

"I have confidence that the chll-1
dren of America will share their toys,
games and dolls with the hundreds of
thousands of children who have for-
gotten hpw to smile or play, and if you
take your bundle to the nearest Near
East Relief clothing station June 1
th" Good Samaritan ship will carry aid
to the countless numbers who are in
dire need of our help.

Dr. M, Luckiest;, director of appliedscience at the Bela Research Labora-
lories in Cleveland, who develops thelatest wrinkles in scientific illuminants
from the standpoint of psychology.He gave a demonstration to-day in
the Drake Hotel, in connection with
the convention of the National Elec¬
tric Light Association, in an especiallyfitter! apartment.

Dim Light Means Less Talking
Dr. Kuckiesh proceeded to "paint"with electric coloring his model living

and dining rooms to demonstrate his
theories. It may seem almost sacrile-
gious to say that moonlight is cold,
but it looked so when applied to the
dining room,

"Certainly moonlight is the tradi¬
tional 'spooning light,' " said Dr.
Luckiesh to an objector. "But as light
grows dimmer, the tendency of the
human to converse grows less. Did
you talk when you 'spooned' in the
moonlight?

FREDERICK CUYLER EATON
Frederick Cuyler Eaton, for many

years a lawyer in this city, died at his
home, at 28 West N'inetieth Street, yes¬
terday morning, ríe nad not been well
since he returned from Europe more!
than a year ago with his health under¬
mined by overwork as a captain in t'ie
American Red Cross, with which he
served in Italy.

Mr. Eaton was born in Herkimer
County, N. Y., in 18t'2. He received
his legal education at the Columbia;Law School and practiced here until he
went to Italy in 1918 for the Red Cross,

Head of New State Tax De¬
partment Now Becomes
One of Biggest Distribut¬
ors of Political Patronage

Governor Here To-day
Reduction of Number of

Officials to Handle Work
Is Cause of Anxiety

Walter W. Law jr., head of the new
State Tax Department, who under the
consolidation ¡aw will take over a great
part of the work of the State Comp-
troller's office on July 1, is one of
the greatest political patronage dis-
pensers in the state. In political cir- jcles it is said that he owes his ap- j
pointment to William L. Ward, the Re¬
publican leader of Westchester, upon
whom Governor Miller depends for ex-

pert advice.
Governor Miller, who is due in town

to-day for a conference with local
leaders, is counting on Mr. Law not
only for a businesslike conduct of the
new State Tax Department, but he
also is expecting large economies in
departmental administration throughthe reduction of operating staffs. It is |
this last prospect that has aroused Re-
publican leaders all around the state,
because there is a transfer tax ap-
praiser in every county under the old
law, and these transfer officials, who
have to do with the appraisal of tax-
able inheritances, will be under the
jurisdiction of Mr. Law after July 1,
the beginning of the state's fiscal year.

Selection of Tax Officials
Under the old law tile Comptroller

used his judgment in th* selection of
transfer tax officials. Under the new
law the number of these officials is to
be determined by a commission con¬
sisting of Governor Miller, Senator
Hewitt, of Locke, chairman of the
Finance Committee of the Senate, and
Assemblyman Joseph McGinnies, chair-
man of the Way3 and Means Commit-
tee of the Assembly. This commission,
working in cooperation with the new
head of the Tax Department, will de-
termine how many transfer men there
shall be and what they shall be paid,
The power of formally appointing them
devolves upon Mr. Law.
