
Girl Stenographer
Wages Court Fight
For French Bov, 14

Opposes Man Who Asserts
He Is Foundltng's Father
When Youth Is Found to
Have Claim to Estate

Surrogate Cohalan will hear to-day
an applieation by Miss Margaret C.
Nelson, a etenographer employed by
tha American Sugar Reflning Company,
to be appoiated guardian of Eugene de
Claris Lapanne, fourteen years old.
For two years she has aided in caring
for the boy, who was a foundling.
Lapanne, acording to information con-
ftrmed by the French Consul General
ia this city, will inherit a large estate.
He is now living with Miss Nelaon at
607 West 186th Street.
Tha father and mother of Eugene de

Claris Lapanne are dead, and eo far as
is known he has no living relatives.
Mrs. Maria Prautsch, of 228 Central
Avwnne, Jersey City, his godmother,
took charge of the boy in October,
1&19, when she found him late one
night on her doorstep, abandoned. Mrs.
Prautsch was a friend of the family.
After his abandonment the foundling

was snpported by Mrs, Prautsch and
Misa Nelson. Neither had any doubr
about the parentage of the boy until
last raontb when one Octave Tardieu,
of New Haven, presented himself and
announced that he was Eugene'a father.
Tardieu's story was that the Lapannes
boarded with him in New Haven. Mrs.
Tardieu, according to the story told by
Mr. lardieu, gsve birth to the boy
now known as Eugene de Claris La¬
panne, after which she lost her reason
and was 6ent to an asylum. Tardieu
aaid that Mr. and Mrs. Lapanne of-
fered to adopt the infant. Mr. Tar¬
dieu said be at f.rst consented to the
adoption and then changed his mind,
but that the Lapannes disappeared
with the child. The man who said he
was the father of the Frencn boy as-
eerted he did not advertlae Tor his lost
son for fear the Lapannes would take
him far away.
Upon hearing this story Mrs.

Prautsch consulted Paul Emile Bibily,
French Counsel General in New York,
who advised her to retain the custody
cf Eugene.

Miss Nelson made an affidavit re-
ijudiating the claim of Mr. Tardieu to
the guardianship of the boy whom she
has helped maintain, stating that, even
if his statement of parentage is true,
his failure to locate the boy and his
neglect of him have nullified any rights
he may have as guardian, Miss Nelson
said that Mr. Tardieu has "now only
come forward to claim the boy when
the eole result will be to rendev the
child the serioos disservice of depriv-
ing him of an estate.*
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Woman Taxi Driver Says
The Police Persecute Her
Brooklyn Widow Arrcsted on
Disorderly Conduct Charge;

Court to Investigate
Mrs. Wilraa Brown, thirty-five years

old, a widow living at 885 East
Seventh Street, Brooklyn, who since
the B. R. T. strike has been driving
a taxicab in Church Street, Brooklyn,when arraigned on a disorderly con¬
duct charge in Flatbush court yester¬
day told Magistrate Brown that she
had been the victim of malicious po¬lice persecution.

Mrs. Brown told the court that while
ahe was being questioned at tho Park-
ville police station, after her arrest,$14 was stolen from her taxi which
had been standing in front of the sta¬
tion. Although her Mcense, badges and
cards were in full view, she said, the
police entered five charges in her taxi¬
cab record book.

Mrs. Brown, who is the only woman
taxicab driver in Brooklyn, was wait-
ing in front of the Church Avenue
station of the Brighton subway yester¬day afternoon, when Patrolman Edward
Farrell ordered ber away. She refused
to go, she aaid, because she had an
agreement with a storekeeper to take
her stand there and receive calls for
service over his telcphone. The patrol¬
man took her to the Parkville policestation, she said.

plaint against Patrolman Farrell and
asked for time to get a lawyer. The

"Snapshots," Seen
At the Selwyn,

Provides Fim
Neiv Revue Boasts Several

Burlesqises Really .Amus-
ing, Souie Lyrics and Plen-
ty of Good Comedians

"Snupuhots of li»21," tho first of the

summer revues, was produced at the
Selwyn Theater last night and proved
to bc a vivid show, with the addttlonal
distinction of posscrsing not a Uttle
genuine and amutfing satire. Bur-
lesqucs of current dramatic etylea,
which are now «ecn infrequently and
are gcnerally poorly done, are excel-
lent in three out of tbe five examples
presented last night. The American
Conceplion of the English Triangle,
written by John llastings Turner, and
The English Conception of the Ameri¬
can Triangle, by James Montgomery
Flagg, are capital. The latter enlists
tbe 8ervice3 of Lew Fields in Western
dialect and makes ons wondiar why he
haa stuck to hi3 familiar Czecho-
Slovak accent for so long. De Wolf
Hopper and Lulu McConneH also show
at their be«t in these sketches.
"Clara Da Loon," although it began

promisingly, failed to keep the pace.
It is much more raw thnn uaual, but,
or nnd if you please, it is not particu¬
larly amusing. An cxcellent opportu-
r.tty is also wasted in the burlcsque of
the current forms of mystery melo-
draraa. Glenn Macdonough, however,
has provided hila«'«us moments in
"The Children's KoSir in a Modern
Nursery," which seems to have been
suggested by "Nice People." Miss Mc-
Connell gives Lew Field conspicuoucly
useful aid here. The three featured
players are Fjelds, Hopper and Nora
Bayes, and all were in good form, but
they did no more for the show that
does Lulu McConnell, who is the best
femalo clown seen bereabouts in a
season.
Miss Bayes carries the bulk of the

singing and there %re also one or two
good numbers by Belle McEwan. We
wish she would not take the high notea
jn a whispering soprano. but at other
altitucles the is excellent. Gilda Gray
shimmies with her accustomed tec.hni-
cal facility and there are other attrac-
tive dancing numbers by Ruth Hale
and Ruth White. The revue has been
handsomeJy costumed und mounted. The
final number of the flrst part in
particular deserves to be noted as un-
usually imaginative and attractive.
A large corps of lyric writers haa

been enlistcd, and the chief honors be-
long to Morric Ryskind for hia "Chi-
nisb." "Snapshots" is well above the
summer show average. It is even good
enpugh for early uutumn or late enring.

Shaking Daughter;

Descrihes Death
"I Was Angry and Pickcd

Her Up by Throat," Ac-
cused Father Testifies in
Defense at Poughkeepsie

' POUGHKEEPSIE, N. Y., June Zr~
Natbaniel Ingraham, who is on trfal
here cherged with choking hi3 five-
year-old daughter to death, took the
stand to-day in his own defense. The
case will go to tbe jury some time to-
morrow.

In describing the death of his daugh¬
ter Ingraham said: *'I was angry. I
seized her by the throat and I shook
her. I did not intend to grab her by
the. throat, but by the shoulder. She
wouldn't answer me. All of a sudd«n
she stiffened out and I called to my
wifo. She said that if Beatrice had a
wesk heart ah<s v/ould likely die.
"But Beatrice scsmed better, and we

went down to fmish breakfast. I latsr
went upstairs and eaw Beatrice's faco
was turning in color. A neighbor came
in and said the child was dead."
John A. Card, coroner, testitied that

death was causad by strangulation. He
said he found three marks on the left

eldo of tfefl neci, niada by fmgara, and
one mark on tho right side of the neek.
John F. Eingwood and Frank J.

Connolly, Tepreaenting Ingraham, put
acveral witneawes on the atand to tes¬
tify regardiag tho defendant'e char
aeter. One of theso witneasea gave
teBtimony go adverse to the intercste
of Ingraham be was called from tha
stsnd.
Frank Gardner, of Pieasant Valley,

¦who teok the eLand to fceatify for
Ingraham, vvaa vigorously croas-cx-
amined by the Diatrict Attoroey. After
having ptated that the defendant had
worked for hiro at Salt Point nnd had

fiven aatiafactlon, he admitted that he
ad had to stop Ingraham two or three

timea when he found him beating his
horses.
