To Enroll for
Rent Battle

Protective Housing League
Launehed, With Hirsch al
Head and Untermyer
as Its Advisory Counsel

Gougtng To Be Curbed
Legal Aid To Be Given in
Courts and Building
Legislation Eneouraged

Preliminary organization of the Citi¬
zens' Protective Housing League, which
300,000 rent payers of grcater Now
York are asked to join by its founders,
was announced yesterday by Nathan
Hirsch, former chairman of the May-
or's Committee on Rent Proftteering.
Tbe league has the support of Sam¬

uel Untermyer, counsel for the Lock¬
wood committee, who will act as ad¬
visory counsel; .Tames W. Gerard,
former Ambassador to Germany: Grace
Strachan Forsythe, Edward I. Hannah
and David Gerber.

Its purposes, as outlined by Mr.
Hirsch, who was elected president of
the organization at an initial meeting
Saturday night, are to protect members
from profiteering landlords, to stimu-
late building and thereby reduce rents,
io defeat harmful legislation and to
iupply members, at no expense to them,
with able counsel in court and arbitra-
tion proceedings.

Start Enrollment To-day
Knrollment of members at an annual

fee of $1 will be begun to-day at 408
Lexington Avenue. an office donated by
the Hotel Commodore. «]

Here are some of the things, accord¬
ing to Mr. Hirsch, that the league pro-
poses to do when 300,000 members are
enrolled:

Place in each Municipal Court a
coi3ipetent, paid lawyer, who will rep-
recent members in rtn.t cases, without
charge to them.

Establish in each borough a bureau
where members may obtain cound legal
adviee. in all housing matters; also
without cost to them.
'Create a bureau in each boroughwhich will attempt by mediation, con-
ciiiation and arbitvation to adjust dis-
putes arising between landlords and
tenants.

Establiah and snaintain a headquar-
Icrs bureau to aid persons whose mort-
gages ha've been cailed, and attempt to
obtain building loans for persons of-
fering proper equity and value.
Promote by proper means the enact-

ment of legislation to relieve the hous¬
ing shortage a:ul remedy conditions
which now e-pstruct building.

Striclly Business
The- prospectus of the league stat-s

cinphatically that it is not a political,
: loney-making or charitable organiza-
lion, but an association of citizens
banded together to protect themselves
cn a business basis. Landlords as well
as tenants may become raemben, and
ihe keynote of the organization will
})} fair play for both, said'Mr. Hirsch.
1/ the permanent organization is not
i'fFected within a reasonable period the
effo.rt will be abandoned and those who
have joined will receive back a pro rata
amount of the $1 fee, he added.
At the meeting Saturday night

Chatles C. Hughes was elected secre¬

tary. The funds of the organization
will be placed with a trust company
and tbe accounts at all times will be
open to any person, according to Mr.
Hirsch. All officers and committee
members will serve without compensa-
vcn. The proposed constitution of the
league prohibits any person from us-
ing it for political profit or advance-
n^ent. lf an officer becomes a candi¬
date for public office, or if he accepts
public office, his resignation becomes
automatic, the draft of the constitution
states.

Takes Pessimistic View
Mr. Hirsch said he believed the houB

ing situation would be worse this fall
than ever before, with even more seri-
ous conditions during 1922 unless
heroic measures were taken at this
time. Hc declared tax exemption for
buildere of new apartments had only
resulted in architect plans and no con¬
struction that would relieve the situa¬
tion. *.

In accepting tbe position of advisory
counsel, without compensation, Mr.
Untermyer wrote Mr. Hirsch:

Explanation Is Made Resisl-
inp; pf Federation's Order
Will Revoke Chartcr of
Building Trades Comicil

Untermyer Point Carried

Reorganization Will Take
Control of Workers Ont
of Hands of Eonployere

Orders of the American Fsderation
">f Labor convention at Denver calling
for an immediate reorganization of the
Building Trades Council here, the body
formerly ruled by Robert P. Brindell,
have caused a great stir among tho ele-
ment reputed to be continuing the
labor czar's power in the organization.
There were intimations yesterday that
these persons .would not relcase their
grip without a fight.
The move, too, it was pointed out,

comes as a blow to the Building Trades
Employers' Association, whose rcla-
tions and agreements with the coun¬
cil, it was brought-out in testimony
before the Lockwood committee, were

declared to have afforded Brindell the
power that cnablod him to carry ,on the
extortionate operationa which finally
'anded him in Sing Sing.

Charter To Be Reroked
Tho refusal of the council to putinto effect the reforms which John

Donlin, head of the Building Trades
Department of the A. F. of L., has been
instructed to introduce will result in
tho revocation of its charter and the
organization of another council to sup-nlant it. As adherents of the Brindell
faction are emphatic in their stand
.against any reform, a labor war of gi-gantic proportions may result.

The remodeling of the council is ex¬
pected to nullify the agreements exist-
lng between that body and the BuildingTrades Employers' Association, and
thus break the dominaiion which the
employers' association is said to have
exercised over the building industrythrough its control of the labor mar¬
ket.
There are others who sav that tho

house-cleaning will be welcoined by the
bulk of the membership of the council,
as a large section of the organization
was opposed to the Brindell regime,but was helpless in the face of the
latter's strong-arm methods.
Samuel Untermyer, the Lockwood

committee's chief counsel, whose con-
stant attacks upon the present form of
the council are mainly responsible for
the proposed overhauling, was elated
yesterday when told of the action of
the Denver convention.

laquiry to Ptoeeed
The most objectionable feature of

the Building Trades Council rules is
said to be the regulation requiring
membership unions to elect delegatesfor three years instead of six months,
as is the case among other such organi-
zations, with fhe stipulation that all
such delegates must be paid a salarv of
$75 a week.

It was the contention of PhilipZausner, Becretary of the district eoun-i
cil of the Brotherhood of Painters,
Deeorators and Paperhangers, that this;deprived certain unions of representa-ition in the council. Zausner held that
the council had no right to dictate
What salary .should be paid these rep-;resentatives. The thrce-year rule, too,'he held, was employed mainly to per-!
potuate Brindell's power.

Buffalo Labor CounciVs
Records Are Seized

Lockwood Investigators Also
Get Employers'' Books for
an Inquiry Starting Tuesday

BUFFALO, N. Y., June 12..Minutes,

books and contracts dating back to
1916 pertaining to building matters
have been seized from the Central La¬
bor Council of Buffalo by investigators
for the Lockwood* legislative commit¬
tee, it was learned to-day. George W.
Bork, secretary of the council, said he
had willingly surrendered the docu-
ments last Wednesday and courtcd a
full investigation of labor dealingshere.
Labor leaders manifested their con-

cern, however, in a series of confer-
ences, after which they expressd per¬
fect- willingness to aid the committee.
"Our fear is that the committee will

skim the surface of the other side
and fail to delve deeply into the activi¬
ties bf the employers' organizations,"
said Henry Streifler, an organizer
prominent in local labor affairs, after
yesterday's 3neeting. "If the investi¬
gation is perfectly fair nnd all hands
are showing there will surely be some
interesting developments."

It was learned to-nighl that similar
records have beeii obtained from the
Buffalo Builders' Association Exchange.the Master Plumbers' Association and
practically every other building trades
body in this city.
George R. Brennan, associate counsel

of the committee, announced to-night
that Sasnuel Untermyer, chief counsel,
would arrive to-morrow to take charge
of the four-day investigation which
starts Tuesday.
