Counting of Great
Gold Stock Begiiis

ln Assav Office
Transfer of Authority to
New Superintendent the
Oocasion; Value of Metal
Put at S 1.250,000,000

Four of the speediest and most ex¬

pert money handlers in the United
States have been put at work in the
capaeious vaults of the New York As-
say Office to count all currency, gold
bars and other assets not under seal
preparatory to the passing of control
of the office *rom Verne M. Bovie, the
retiring superintendent, to Isarie H.
Smith, recently appointed his lucccs-
sor by President Harding.
More gold is stored in the vaults of

the local Assay Office than in any
other single place in the world and
the amount at nresent is understood
to exceed $1,250,000,000, most of which
is in the form of bars, which are
corded seiling high in the various
chambers of the new steel treasure
magazine. The largest part of the
gold represents metal brought in dur-
ing the war from France and England.
Half of the gold was counted on its

arrival here and bears the seals of the
Bank of England, Bank of France and
the United States Treasury. This por-
tion of the treasure store wili be
transferred without another count to
the custody of the new superintendent,
who will accept the count indicat.ed on
the seals.

F. H. Chaffin, chief clerk Df the
Philadelphia mint; L. T. Ziegler r>nd S.»
A. Schwartz, of Washington, and H. S.
Webster, of the California mint are
the experts making the count, arid
so far they have handled approxi-
mately SIOO.000,000 in gold, on which
the count has been found to taliy ex-

actly with the records. Special rep-
resentatives of Mr. Bovie an<: Mr.
Smith are assisting in the count,
which is expected to take at least a
month. The currency will be counted
first. The gold metal will be
counted by what are called '"ir.e'.ts"
each "melt" involving about $125,000
of gold, which is weighed and checked
as to tineness.
With the completion of the count

the office will be turned ever to the

owner. The necklace disappeared on
June 7.

Mrs. Tiffany wore it that morningwhen she left her summer home. at
Oyster Bay, to motor to New York, and
after she had returned that eveningshe missed it. Whether the clasp un-
fastened or pickpockets stole the stringshe is not certain. The necklace is de-
scribed as being one of finest quality.There were ninety-seven pearls in the
string, all perfectly matcfied and gradu¬ated. A diamond clasp held them.
