of New York, April 20, 1018. and liponhis iailure to report directed he
was certifi. as a deserted. The rec¬
ords of those who served durtng theWorld Wm- indicate, the statement
explains, that one Curtis Joyce was
commif.sioned second lieutenant in the
air service November 27, 1017, ar.d
was honorably discharged December
27, 1918. The reason this man's name

deserters is that he failed to notifyhis local board of his entrance into
the military service.
