Boy Kidnapers

Black Hand Leader Known.
and Capt. Fiaschetti, Un-
inoved by Death Threats,
Plans for Earlv Arresta

Cliild Seen in Ossiniiig
Convoyed by Italian, Says

Letter to Father; Posture
of Body Puzzles Officials

The leader of the Black Hand band
which is believed responsible for the
Widnaping and subsequent murder of
little Giuseppe Varotta is known to the
police and important arrests may be
made within a few hours, according to
statements made yesterday by Captain
Michael Fiaschetti, head of the police
Italian squad engaged in hunting down
the fl_yers.
Evidence that the murdered boy was

seen alive with several Italians in
Ossining several days before ho was

thrown into the Hudson River, has
been placpd in the hands of the police,
with good descriptions of the men.

This information was contained in a

letter deli\*ered to Saivatore Varotta,
father of Giuseppe, on the day of the
funeral. The missive which is 6igned
by Thomas Riley, who gives his occu-

pation as n traveling salesman but is
without a-idress, goes into detail in
describing the child and his captors.
According to the letter, the boy ac-

companied by several Italians was seen
on three occasions in the Italian dis¬
trict of Ossining.
Riley says he attached no importance

to thj incident until after the body
had been found at Piermont last Sat-
uniay. Several New York newspapers
published photographs of Giuseppe, and
?t was through one of these that he
made the identitication.
The letter ftrengthens the originai

tbcory of the police that the boy was

Kept alive by his captors several days
after being taken from in front

_
of

his home, and also bolsters the opinion
that he was kept in some small town
along the Hudson River aboA'e New
York. It has been decided by the
police that the boy must have been
thrown into the water at a point about
half-way' between Ossining and Haver-
straw. It also is believed that Giuseppe
was taken to the middle of the stream
in a boac and dropped overboard in the
swift c-*.rrent.
A bntTIing point is still unsettled.

When found the body was at Piermont,
Dr. Otto Shul.tz, who performed the au-

topsy, said that he had never before
known a drowned body to be discovered
face upward ar.d accounted for the phe-
ncmenpn by saying that rocks in the
vicinity of the pier might have been
responsible. Tho fact that the body
was found three feet above the high
lide mark has not been explained. A
survay of weather conditions showed
that the river was calm for more than
ufty-six hours before.
A theory that the lad was drowned

by being held under water and then
placed where the body was discovered
has been advaneed. lt was the opinion
of Dr. Shultz that Giuseppe had not
been dead for more than a week.

Police Fight Off Mob to
Save Kidnaping Suspect

Croictl Eager to Lynch Man
Flreing With Son of Woman
Who Refused to Marry Him
Quick work by the police probably

saved the life of Anatole Zelenchy, a
Russian living at 441 Stone Avenue,
Brooklyn, yesterday morning after he
had been suriounded by a mob that tried
to lynch him because they said he had
attempted to steal Virgen Bogbadoff,
the t\vo-\Tear-old son of Mrs. Agona
BcgbadofF, of 401 East Sixteenth Street,
Manhattan. The supposed attempt at
kidnaping within three blocks of the
Varotta home is said by the police to
have been admitted by the prisoner, who
ia being held in the Tombs without bail.
The East Sixtenth Street neighbor-

hood was aroused by the screams of
Mrs. Bogbadoff. People rushed into
the street in time, they assert, to see
Zelenchy running with the baby in his
arms. They joined in the chase and
closed in on Zelenchy as he attempted

Woman Swings Axe to Save
Chickens From Law and Onjier

Health and Police Departments Are Forced to
Combine Their Strength to Capture Feath-
ered Proteges Occupying Brooklyn Home

Mrs. Rose Walker, of 166 Skillmun
Avenue, Brooklyn, was arrested yes¬
terday for kecping seven hens and a

rooster in her home. It took a police¬
man, a detective and a health inspector
to perform thia trick, owinjr to Mrs.
Walker'8 objections to being: interfered
with in her back-to-the-bnrnyard move¬
ment.

Health Inspector Hughes and Patrol¬
man John Carrol were the fitst ex-

ponent8 ot law and order, not to sayhealth, who called upon Mrs. Walker
yesterday. But they did not arrest
her.not thnt trip.

In rcsponse to their loud appeals for
entrance into her combination hen yardand personal living quarters, Mrs.
Walker opened wide the door nnd con-
fronted them, armed with a small but
serviceable axe. At ftrst the authori-
ties thought that Mrs. Walker had
opened the, door to its fullest extent
that. they might enter with ease nnd
co3nfort. About thirty seconds after
they saw her they realized that this
was not so. She had opened the door
so that she could swing the axe with¬
out marring the woodwork.

In these thirty seconds a conversa¬
tion ensued conducted solely by Patrol¬
man Carrol. His brief introductory re¬
marks were unfortunate.
"Where's them chickens?" be de-

manded.
And the two men ,took steps to enter.

to enter a taxicab at Seventeenth
Street and First Avenue. Cries of
"Lynch him!" "Kill him!'' went up.Patrolmen Fnust, Strunk and Valinsky,of the Twenty-third Street police sta¬
tion, arrived in time to pull Zelenchyfrom the taxicab and then turned to
fight back the crowd, which was grow-ing every moment.
The arrival of Mrs. Bogbadoff and

a few words spoken in Russian momen-
tarily calmed the mob, and during the
lull Zelenchy was pushed into the taxi¬
cab and hurried to safety. The child,uninjured, was returned to the mother.
Mrs. BogbedolT appeared later st the

police station. She said Zelenchy had
been friendly with her in Russia before
the death of her'husband, who was
killed during the revolution. When she
came to America he followed and, she
declared, proposed marriage to her.
She told him that she had become en¬
gaged to another man, but he per-sisted.
When Zelenchy found her obdurate,

Mrs. Bogbadoff said, he began plotting
a way to force her to marry him. It
was with this end in view that he had
stolen the baby, she said,
Zelenchy was arraigned before Magis¬

trate William A. Sweetser in Yorkville
court and held without bail for action
by the grand jury.

Justioe Donnelly y/ssterday reserA'ed
decision on the appiicRtion of Nestor
Arreaza, a Venezuelan. living at 123
West 115th Street. for a mandamus
directing City Clerk Michael J. Cruise
to issue to him a marriage license so
that he might wed his step-foster
daughter, Misa Eva Margarita Mar-
tinez, as proxy' for Jose Antonio Gil,
a Venezuelan living in Cuba.

Mr. Arreaza has a poAvcr Of attorneyfrom Mr. Gil authorizmg nim to go
through with the marriage ceremony
with Miss Martinez, but City Clerk
Cruise said it could not be done.
Miss Martinez Avas in court yester¬

day with her foster-mother. She ap-
pears to bo not moro than eighteen
years old. Joseph Wheless, counsel
for Mr. Arreaza, told Justice Don¬
nelly that proxy marriages Avere rec-
ognized in some of the South American
countries and quoted the judge ad-
A*ocate general of the army as saying
in reply to an inquiry that marriage
by proxv had been recognized durin_?
the World War.
The attorney said that a marriage

was only a civil contract and that as
such could be made by an attorney-
in-fact. Mr. Wheless said Mr. Gil was
anxious to make Miss Martine. his
wife, but that he was detained in Cuba
by business.

In opposition to the granting of the
mandamus, Russel A. Tarbox, Assist-
ant Corporation Counsel, argued that
Mr. Gil, who is fairly well to do,
could come to New York and be pres¬
ent at his own marriage, or could send
for Miss Martinez to come to Cuba.
Mr. Tarbox said he could find no
statute that authorized a marriage by
proxy, while the law does Bay that
an applicant for a marriage license
must appear in person to answer the
necessary questionB.

Silk Robberies

Vehicle Stolen at Time Eye-
witness Was Murdered Is
Found, $30,000 Cargo
Gone,30MilesFromSccne

Guards Frustrate Hold-Up
Special Squadron Convoying

Merchandise CaravanPuts
Highwaymeu to Flight

Silk bandits operating on highways
out of New York are due for a surprise
something like that accorded U-boat
commnnders during thc war, when Brit¬
ish "Buicide" ships dropped their false
Bidcs and brought masked batterles into
action.
Decoy trucks will be used to lure the

robbers into open cngagement, nccord-
ing to the latc?t plans of the insurance
iiiterestt!, which have declared war on

organized'rings of merchandise thieves.
When the land pirates drive alongaido
n truck, expecting no rcsistance, they
may be confronted by armcd men
emerging like jumping-jacks from dry
goods cases,
This measure was announced yester¬

day by J. J. Windle, an insurance ad-
juster, who has handled heavy losses
recently. it will suppleme3it the plan
to police the highway from New York
to Philadelphia with squadrons of mo-
torcyclc guards.
As a result of making off with the

Sussex Print Company's truck nnd the
murder of Charles Costa near Newton,
N. J., last Tuesday, operators yesterday
out down the night schedules of trucks
conveying merchandise from this city
to Philadelphia. It was reported that
lughwaymen approached one caravan
near Trento3i Wednesday night, but fled
on catching sight of special guards.

Authorities of New Jersey and Penn¬
sylvania yesterday continued search
for the six bandits who escaped with
the car of the Sussex company. The
stolen truck was found yesterday near
Frenchtown, N. J., thirty iailes from
the sceno of the murder and robbery.
It is believed the bandits transferred
the $30,000 consignment of silk to an¬
other truck and continued toward a
rendczvous in Pennsylvania.
Windle said that measures proposed

by the insurance people and shippers
in a desperato effort to put a stop to
the wholesale robberies were made 3iec-

essary by the fact that all other meth-
ods have failed, and that lossea in a
year amounted to $50,000,000.

Ile cited lossea sulTered by insurance
companies since the latter part of May,
:n addition to those revealed Wednes¬
day. This loot waa valued at $75,000,
he said. ln each case bandits ap¬
proached trucks in automobiles, over-
powered drivers and, after leaving their
victims bound on lonely roads, drove
the trucks into New York, where the
vehicles wero found empty.
"The l'requency of these crimes and

the boldness of the thieves are amas-
ing," said Windle. "The bandits seem
to be able to get infoirmation as to
when valuable consignments are leav¬
ing mills, warehouses and terminals.
and to know just where to overhaul
trucks at aecluded points."

Gas Service Condemned
At Commission Hearing

Corporation and Civic Repre¬
sentatives Appear at First

Session of New Board
The Public Service Commission held

its iirst hearing yesterday on the ques¬
tion of gas rates and the quality of
gas furnished by the various companies
throughouc the city. The hearjng took
place in the assembly room of the
Merchants' Association. All five mem¬
bers of thc new commission were' pres¬
ent. Representatives of many civic
organizatsons appeared and unanimous-
ly condemned the service and high
rate3 now charged by the companies.
Corporation Couns'el O'Brien appeared
for the city and denounced the gas
cempanies.
William L. Ransom, formerly coun¬

sel to tho old Public Service Com-
3nission, uppeared for the Consolidated
Gas Company and all its subsidiaries.
Samuel F.' Moran appeared for tho
Kings County Gas Lighting Company;Colonel William N. Dykman for the
Brooklyn Union Gas Company and its
subsidiaries, and Mary Dillon, general
manager, for the Brooklyn BoroughGas. Company. Coiinsels for the com¬
panies brought with thetn voluminous
papers, which had been prepared in
response to the request of the com¬
mission for data to be used at the
hearings. Chairman Prendergast did
not permit counsel to make any dis¬
cussion of the papers submitted ves-
terday.
Frederick B. De Berard, represntingthe Merchants' Association, submitted

a petition urging the commission to
abolish the present flat rate chargefor gas and substitute graduated rates
plus an equitable service charge.A definjtc date for the next hearingwill be announced later.
