Deutschland Is Sunk
At Target Practice

CHERBOURG, France, June
17 (By The Associated Press).—
The former German super-subma-
rine Deutschland, which in 1916
slipped into Baltimore Harbor
from Germany after daringly
running the gantlet of British
and French ecruisers standing
guard off the Virginia Capes, was
sunk by gunfire to-day during
target practice.
