Moves Held Preliminary
U> Consolidatiou of All

WASHINGTON, June l8.~-Scloction
to-day by Secretary of the Navy Denby
0. Yice-Admiral Hilary P. Jones to

command the Atlantic fleet and Rear
Admiral Edward W. Eberle to become
commander in chief of the Pacific fleet
ii to be followed early next week by a

complete redistribution of the vessels
<>: the two fleets, it was announced to¬

day at the Navy Department.
lt is the intention of the Navy De¬

partment to materially augment the
Pacific fleet by adding all the new oil

burning vessels to that command, thus

making the fleet on the Avcst coast in¬
clude all the modern capital ship3 of
the service. This is regarded ln navy
circlea as the preliminary step toward
the eventual consolidation of the fleets
in the Pacific.

In addition to assigning Admirals
Jones and Eberle to the fleet commands,
Secretary Denby has named Rear Ad¬
miral John D. McDonald and Rear Ad¬
miral W. K. Shoemaker as vice-admi-
rals, the former to be second in com-

mand of the Atlantic fleet nnd the
latter to be the chief subordinate of
Admiral Eberle in the Pacific fleet.

Admiral Jones, who has been second
in command of the Atlantic fleet, suc-
ceeds Admiral Henry B. Wilson. ^who
becomes superintendent of the Naval
Aeademy at Annapolis. Admiral Eberle,
who relieves Admiral Hugh Rodman in
command of the Pacific fleet, has been
comrnanding the battleship force No. 7
of the Atlantic fleet. Admiral Rodman
will become commandant of the naA*al
base at Hampton Roads.
Other changes in station an¬

nounced to-day by Secretary Denby in¬
clude: Captain C. T. Vogelgesang, to be
commandant of the New York Navy
Yard, relieving Rear Admiral McDon¬
ald; Captain T. A. Kcarney, to bo man¬

ager of the New York Navy Yard; Rear
Admiral Philip Andrews, to be com-
mandant of the Norfolk Navy Yard;
Captain Noble E. Irwin, to command
the Portsmouth Navy Yard, and Cap¬
tain A. L. Willard, to become aide for
navy yards to tho Secretary of the
Navy.
Admiral Jones, the new commander-

in-chief of the Atlantic fleet;. was

graduated from the Naval Aeademy in
1884. Ile has commanded the follow¬
ing ships: Scorpion, Birmingham,
Tennessee, Rhode Island and Florida.
During the World War Admiral

Jone:; first commanded Squadron One
of the patrol force, Atlantic fleet; then
Division Four and the Newport News
division of the cruiser and transport
force, Atlantic fleet. .Since 1919 he has
been vice-admiral of the Atlantic fleet,
comrnanding the battleship force. Ad¬
miral Jones was commissioned a per-
manent rear admiral on April 1, 1919,
and Avas nwarded a Distinguished Serv¬
ice Medal for service during the World
War.
Admiral Eberle, the new commander

in chief of the Pacific fleet, Avas gradu¬ated from the Naval Aeademy in 1885.

WASHINGTON, June 18,.The Sen¬

ate Finance Committee is sehcdulod to
meet Monday to consider tho soldiers',
bonus bill, as reoorted by a sub-com-'
mitlee hceded by Senator McCumber,
oi North Dakota.
The sv.b-committee report was turned

over to tho Finance Committee nt a

meeting recently, but it was not acted
on, as several Senators desired to
stisdy it and propose amendments.
Senator McCmnber expresses confi-

dence that the Finance Committee will
r(3)ort the bonus measure substnntially
as reported by the sub-committee. He
i * hopcful that the Finance Committee
will take tinal action at tho Monday
meeting.
Chairman Penrose of the Finance

Committee is committed to passage of
n bonus measure. In fact, compara-

tively few Senator? are expected to
arraj thsnsslvss against it.
Once the bill is reported, eflfortB will

be made by Senator McCumber to ur-
rutigc with the Steering Committee. so
that it can be brought up in the Senate
and considered at an early date. Lead¬
ing advocatcfi of tho bonus bill will
endeavor to gffft it disposed of by the
Senate before thnt body takes hold of
tho tiiriff problem.
