Decline in Oil
Production Soon,
Teagle Predicts

Head of Standard Oil of
New Jersey Says Revival
of Demand Depends Upon
Improvement in Business

An appreciable decline in domestic
o1l prodction by September is looked
for by W. C. Teagle, preaident of the
Standard 0il Company of New Jersey,
who said yesterday that the curtail-
ment in output will be effected by re-
duced drilling operations. In refer-
ring to the present depression in the
trade Mr. Teagle said a revival of de-
mand for oil products would depened
on whether an improvement in gen-
eral business takes place in the near
future.

The refineries of the New Jersoy
company are now operating at about 76
per cent of their capacity, while the
nroducing subsidiaries are drilling
only such wells ns are necessary to
protect existing leases.

In regard to the new export taxes on
erude oil contained in A recent decree
of the Mexican government, Mr, Teagle
gald he did not see how Mexico could
collect this latest tax, ms the impost
by its very size would defeal ita own
ends, He declared that the tax, which

of more than 100 per cent, would bring

the product of the Mexlean fields above
the cost of oil in other fields.

“The whele situation in the petro-
lenm industry to-day,” said Mr. Teagle,
“is that the demand for refined prod-
uets is poor. Gasoline is the only
product for which there is a normal
demand, sales for the country averag-
ing about 10 per cent nbove sales a
vear ago. Lubricants have suffered
more than other refiined oils.

“A yevival of demand for petroleum
products hinges on a resumption of
general business, The oil business has
not escaped the depression any more
than other essentinl industries, al-
though 1 do believe that it has not
heen affected ms much as other linea.
Every idle freight car one sees means
less lubricating oil is being consumed,
