Anotlier Large Slice of

975 Lots Will Be Dispoeed of
at Auction on thc Premi-

«es on Saturday
Another large alice of Long Beachwdl paa* from individual ownershipinto the hands of hundreda of specula-tors. investors and builders on July 2.

A stretch of 975 lots is scheduled for
sale nt this auction, which will start at2 o'clock in the afturnoon. Joseph P.
Day will bo the auctioneer. Ifc will behis second big: auction at Long Beach
in the last fow months. At the last
sale at the beach he sold twice as manyparcels as were scheduled for sale.
The demand was so keen that the «yn-dicate offering the land allowed addi¬
tional property to be put up by Mr.
Day.
The lifting of building restrietions

of fourteen years' standing has broughtLong Beach realty into big demand,and the impression Ib general that the
975 lots which will be offered earlynext month will be snapped up quickly,Spcaking yesterday of this sale Mr.
Day said:
"Long Beach got its first real chance

to grow into a rival of Atlantic Cityrecently when many of the most draa-
tie restrictions of fourteen years'standing were removed.

"Then came the big auction sale oflota held by us on Saturday, May 28and Decoration Day, at which the buy¬ing was so intensely active that morethan 2,000 lots, ranging in price from
$400 to $6,250 each, were sold in »ix-
teen hours actual selling time, at the
rate of one every thirty seconds.
"New Yorkers did not take long to

wake up to what 'reatrictiona ot?'
meant to the future of Long Beach.More than four times the number of
persons attended the sale than there
were lots to be sold, it seemed, and,naturally, there were not enough lot*
to go around, and that a lot of peoplewho wanted to buy at Long Beach to
buiid bungalows as all-the-year resi-
dences, boarding-houses, hotels or
business buildings were unable to do
so and went away disappointed.
