Only
about 200,000 are receiving their edu-
eation under sanitary and uncrowded
conditions,

The erowding of the children results
in their being packed together in rows
in the stuffy classrooms. Under this
condition the possibility of panic is
greatly increased beeause the children
can only leave from an end of the row.

Virtually =all school experts agree
that thirty-five children should be the
maximum in any elags. In addition to

this the fire prevention experts have!

emphasized the fact thet all experience
shows that the danger from fire is not
noarly so gredat as is the danger from a
panic. ) ]

The possibilities of panic were em-
phesized in an incident that occurred
in Public School 109, in Brownaville,
last week, The children were being put
through fire drill when a slight misun-
derstanding caused a miniature stam-
pede, .
