Pay Tribute to Stead To-day !

Replica of Memorial to British
Journalist To Be Unveiled
A replica of the memorial erected

in London on the Thames Embank-
ment to William T. Stead, the English
"journalist, will be unveiled to-day at
4 p. m. at Ninety-first Street and Fifth
Avenue, Central Park.
The English Stead Memorial Com¬

mittee, comprising Lord Northcliffe,
Lord Burnham and others, sent the
gift to the American Stead Memorial
Committee, of which Melville Stone is
chairman and Percy S. Bullen, presi¬
dent of the Association of Foreign
Pres3 Correspondents, is honorary sec¬
retary, in recognition of financial help
contributed by newspaper men in the
United States.

Stead, who was editor of the English
Review of Reviews, and who died when
the Titanic was sunk, was considered
the John the Baptist of the League
of Nations, according to *tft*Hen, and
an apostle of international peace when
few men worked for peace. The
"Maiden Tribute" landed Stead in jail
in England, but it led to the reform of
the criminal amendment act and was
of permanent service to womankind.

Taft Delayed in Canada
MONTREAL. July 4..William H.

Taft, newly appointed Chief Justice of
the United States, will be compelled
to postpone his conference at Wash¬
ington with President Harding and At¬
torney General Daugherty concerning
his appointment, it became apparent
to-day when argument was resumed in
the Grand «Trunk arbitration proceed¬
ings. Mr. l"aft, who is a member of
the arbitration board, had expected to
leave for Washington day after to¬
morrow.

LONDON, July 4..Albert, King of

Atlantic City Stormed
By Sweltering Multitude

Edict Against One-Piece Suits
on Beach Enforced; Women
Faint in Crush at Station

ATLANTIC CITY, July 4..This re¬

sort enjoyed to-day its hottest, most
crowded and most profitable Fourth in
years. Thermometers exceeded the
90-degree mark, and hovered in that
vicinity all day. Railroad officials es¬
timated that almost 300,000 visitors
reached the city by rail during the
day.

Trains pulled In at intervals of a
little more than a minute all day long.
Surging crowds filled the station, the
streets, the Boardwalk and the beach.
Pillars of dust by day and the glare
of headlights by night told the course
of the great motor highways leading
into the city and testified to the thou¬
sands of cars using them.
Only the faintest of breezes was!

stirring. The crowd sweltered and!
jostled from Inlet to Chelsea. On all
sides arose the discordance of numer-j
ous and conscientious brass bands, the
piping of the peanut roaster and the
raucous yells of venders of hot dogs
and fried crabs.
So great was the crowd at the rail¬

road station that several women faint¬
ed. To provide for such incidents,
however, a first aid station had been
established there, with physicians and
nurses in attendance, and the women
soon were restored and on foot again
in the throng.
More than 100,000 persons thronged

the beach, but, despite their numbers,
«he authorities managed to enforce the
trders against one-piece bathing suits,
which were ignored yesterday. Several
young women emerging in this attrac¬
tive garb from indoor pools were
warned to put on more clothes before
seeking the sand.
There were bathing suits on view

which had not seen the light of day for
years and reeked of camphor, suits
which were all the rage when the bands
were playing "In the Shade of the Old
Apple Tree," but no one-piece suit last¬
ed more than a few minutes on the
beach.

who believes, and attempts to prove,
that all charity is mistaken.wrong.
Praise from an unbeliever is praiseindeed.

Is he right? Is there no beauty to
charity? Should there be no helpinghand stretched forth to the "down and
-outs"? Should the sick go unhealed
because poor? Should the unfortunate,
hungry, be allowed to starve? Should
the orphaned be left shelterless and
unclothed?
To such a proposition the world

would thunder its answer, "No!"
There is no finer beauty in the world

than the beauty of charity. It is like
the quality of mercy, "it blesseth him
that gives and him that takes." Char¬
ity and mercy are the same thing.
Does some disbeliever argue, "But

charity makes people Bhlftless. They
know that they will not be allowed to
starve or go naked, that some one will
feed and clothe them, so they make no
effort on their own behalf"?

Negligible in Numbers
Such people exist. But any charitable

worker will tell you that they are a
negligible number compared with those
who seek or take charity only as a iast
resort.
From the point of view of the doer,

charity is the warmest, sincerest, most
unselfish of human impulses. From
the point of view of the recipient it
is gentle rain of human love upon the
parched heart.
But does the Fresh Air Fund "merit

the superlative degree?" I3 it "the
most beautiful charity of modern
times"?
The Tribune Fund is too busy doingits work to attempt to answer the ques¬tion. But disregarding the question ol

degree, it believes that there are as¬
pects in which the beauty of the worli
is easily apparent.

Its work is a work for children. And
poverty is never so pitiful as when it
overtakes children. An adult may be
classified as worthy or unworthy ol
help, but not so a child. No boy oi
girl is responsible for his conditior
in life. His hunger is not the resuli
of his own shiftlessness. His sicknes;
is not the result of his own wantoi
excesses. He does not live in a terrible
tenement because of his own short
comings or failures. Whatever th'
misfortunes that befall him, he doe;
not bring them on his own head.

Deserves' All Relief
He deserves whatever the world ani

charity can do to give him relief.
Charity, 00 doubt, began in th

world as a work of relief. Food fo
present need was given the hungrjThe sick were healed and sent on thei
way. The naked were clothed.

In modern times practically all chai
itable effort is aimed at accomplishin
a second end. Not only is the need
one given the immediate relief his cas
demands, but an effort is made to g
help him that he will not fall into nee
again.
The Fresh Air Fund does both the«

things. It gives relief from the bla:
ing heat of intolerable tenement hom<
and streets, it aims to make ailir
bodies strong against the attacks <
disease in the future. It gives a ne
redness to blood, a new vision to chili
ish minds petrifying and growing du
under the samene3s and drabnes3
tenement life.

It goes a step beyond rehabilitate
and "prehabilitates." It takes childrt
when they are impressionable ai
malleable. It shows them the beautif
side of the world, shows them a n<
kind of home and home life, inspirthem with the idea that there is
better kind of home and of life thi
those of the tenements to which th'
can aspire as their years Increase ai
they begin to govern their own affaii

WASHINGTON, July 4. . General

John J. Pershing will decide this week
whether it is possible for him to carry
out his desire to visit some of the
citizens' training camps, which begin to
function this month for a period of
thirty days of intensive military and
physical instruction.
Upon the return to Washington to¬

morrow of Secretary of"1 War Weeks,
who has been absent since Saturday,
General Pershing will take up with his
chief some of the plan3 he has for¬
mulated for the speedy coordination of
the General tSaff and the special war

staff, of which he is the head. Once
these are in operation attention will be
directed by General Pershing to get¬
ting a line on the actual business of
training the potential military forces
of the nation, represented in the stu¬
dents who will attend the citizens'
training camps.

"I want to visit personally as many
of the camps as I can," General Per¬
shing said to-day, "but whether I will
be able to go to all depends upon the
progress we are able to make in put¬
ting into effect in the General Staff
and line branches of the service the
same smoothness of operation that pre¬
vailed in the war staff in France.

"I have great hopes for the citizens'
training camps. I have talked with the
Presidtnt about the camps, and he is
eager to have at least 100,000 young
men apply for admission. To my mind
attendance at these camDs is going to
work for a higher type of American
boy. Those who qualify for admission
and undergo the training can very weil
boast of being superior persons among
their fellow, men."
