The Christian of John Bunyan, por¬
traying Christian endeavor of all time,
made a new his pilgrimmage yesterday.
Escorted by 10,000 modem Christians,
assembled here for the sixth world's
Christian Endeavor convention, ho "un¬
folded the tale of his progress through
adversity to the Celestial City as the
parade, in which he was the central
figure, passed the crowds that lined
Fifth Avenue.
However dolorous Christian's adven¬

tures as expressed by the eleven
scenes on as many floats, the Christian
Endeavor delegates let not his moving
story aiTect their spirits. As streamlet,
after streamlet of marchers joined the
main stream in the avenue from the
rendezvous in side streets a new hymnof material music burst forth.

Liberty Has Right of Line
Up at the front of the processionmoved a float on which Liberty, facingthe thousands following in her train,

was esought by pleading immigrantswith outstretched hands. This ex¬
pressed the spirit of citizenship, in the
name of which the parade was held.Although comparisons -were descried bythe leaders of the parade, the thoughtseemed uppermost that Liberty in this
parade stood for something differentfrom the sentiments otf the personalliberty marchers who had covered the
same ground six Jays before, when theanti-drys turned out in protest againstthe Eighteenth Amendment.The place of honor was held by theChristian Endeavor delegates from Col¬orado. Dressed in -white, and withwhite sunshades, they formed the firstrank of the marching host. Educators Assailed by
Bryan in Address Here

William Jennings Bryan, speakingbefore 2,000 persons in the TentEvangel, at 110th Street and Amster¬dam Avenue, last night criticized themodern methods of higher educationfor ignoring the teachings of the Bible.The subject of his address was Darwin¬ism in American Education and iieli-gion,
Mr. Bryan assailed the critics of theBible and condemned the scientistsand educators who were writing booksto r«sfute the teachings of the Scrip¬tures.
"It is more important," he said,"that our boys and girls should comeout of the nation's colleges trainedand obedient to the Heavenly Visionthan that they should come out withhighly trained minds and shriv'eledhearts. No college which professes tobo Christian r-hould accept teachersthat are not Christians. Now Is thetime for these institutions to wake upand bring out these false teachers."

They Also.Oppose Price of

Soda and Let President of
Bronx, a 'Pop' Maker,
Know Their Sentiments

Children in The Bronx started a cru¬
sade yesterday under the leadership of
Mrs. Anna Grant, of 885 Brook Avenue,with the intention of forcing a reduc¬
tion in the prices of ice cream and
soda water.
More than 1,000 of the crusaders

marched to Borough Hall carryingbanners and placards proclaiming theiraims and demanded audience withBor-cugh President Harry Bruckner, wno is
president of one of the biggest soda
water factories in the borough.That official was not in, but his sec¬
retary received .the marchers and wastold by their leader, Mrs. Grant, thatchildren had to pay 20 or 23 cents for
each bottle of the Borough President's
pop when the price snould not be moreth««n 10 or 12 cents.
Thomas Dolan, the Borough President's secretaiy, said that Mr. Bruck¬

ner was deeply interested in the sodawater problem and certainly would dowhat he could to improve the situation.The children marched away downThird Avenue, stopping to expostulatewith soda venders who charged morethan 11 cents for a drink and to cheerthose who kept within that price. Theyfound, only two of the latter.Several dealers said they were will¬ing to cut prices if their neighborswould, but all of them were bound byan agreement with a protective associa¬tion of confectioners and ice creammanufacturers.

A few hours before the Presidente
Wilson, of the Italian line, sailed yes¬
terday a man, who was said to have
been a passenger, died on the pier from
typhus fever. The diagnosis was made
by Dr. Campanis, of the Norwegian
Hospital, and the body was removed
to i rigs County morgue by order of the
Health Department,
The dead man was Samuel Bcckzick,

an Austrian, forty years old, of 215
East Park Street, Butte, Montana. Ho
was a minor. He collpsed on tho pier
as he was making his way to the gang¬
plank with a small trunk on his shoul-

Six Times More
. Homes Built This

Year Than Last
Plans for Sixty Dwellings

Filed During First Half
of 1921 ami 42 Tenement
Houses Are Projected

Statistics of the Bureau of Buildings
for Manhattan for the first six months
of this year foreshadow a decided im¬
provement in the housing situation.
The number of dwellings, according to
thte figures, has increased sixfold over
the number for the same period last
year. Plans for sixty dwellings had
been filed for the first half of 1921.
The average cost of $27,000 per house,
however, is about half what it was last
year.

Proposed new tenement houses, the
report shows, have increased in number
from fifteen in 1920 to forty-two this
year. The average number of apart¬
ments in a Manhattan tenement is
about forty. Thus more than 1,080
families will be taken care of in quar¬
ters not available last year. These fig¬
ures, moreover, says the report, do not
tell the whole story. It is shown that
while only 15 per cent of the dwellingsproposed for 1920 were actually begunin that period, more than 75 per cent
of those planned for the early part ofthis year were begun within that time.Business buildings, not includingthose devoted entirely to office pur¬
poses, show an increase of about 67
per cent, from twenty-eight in 1920 to
forty-eight in 1921. Office buildingsshow a decided falling off, the decreasebeing about 25 per cent.

Factories show an increase in num¬ber of about 50 per cent, although theestimated cost is about one-third lessthan it was last year. There is arrarked decrease in the number of sta¬bles and garages, these having fallenfrom 269 to 150 this year. This is takento indicate that the individual garageis net favored as much as it used tobe. There has been a falling off in thenumber of alterations of all kinds ofabout 25 per cent.

San Francisco Re-enacts
Landing of Montgomery

Historic Pageant Marks Celebra*
lion of 75th Anniversary

of the City
SAN FRANCISCO, July 9.- San Fran¬

cisco reached back through seventy-
fivo years on its birth date to-day and
enacted anew the ceremony when Com¬
mander J. B. Montgomery, U. S. N., put
out from tha little raan-o'-war Ports¬
mouth in San Francisco Bay.
The white beach that he nnd his men

trod for a few hundred yards before
reaching th«e flagpole in front of the
old Spanish adobe customs house now
is a busy canyon bordered by sky¬
scrapers, but it was walked again to¬
day by a simulated Montgomery and a
ship's company.
The ceremony of July 9, 1846, when

the American colors were raised and
the Mexican alcalde notified that the
city was under American rule, was bor¬
rowed from the past in every detail.
Battleships of the Pacific fleet boomed
a salute as the colors went up, and two
thousand former service men and
others followed the little band repre¬
sentative of Montgomery and his crew,
tho Indians, Spanish dons and all of
the picturesque characters that had
gathered around San Francisco's cradle.

Dr. Arthur Ritchie Dies;
Noted as High Churchman
St. Ignatius'» Rector Emeritus
Was Active in Opposing
Bishop Potter's Policies

NYACK, N. Y., July 9..The Rev. Dr.
Arthur Ritchie, rector emerituB of the
Church of St. Ignatius, West End Ave¬
nue and Eighty-seventh Street, New
York City, died at his home here to¬
day. He was in his seventy-third year.
Dr. Ritchie was one of the leaders in
the Episcopal High Church element
which opposed for many years the
broad church tendencies of the late
Bishop Potter.
He was born in Philadelphia in June,

.8-9, and was graduated from the Gen¬
eral Theological Seminary, in New York
City, in 1871. Ordained by Bishop
Potter, the elder, and appointed an as¬
sistant at the Ascension. Church in
Chicago, it was while he was rector of
that church that he had difficulty with
Bishop McLaren.
He went to the Church of St. Igna¬

tius as rector in 1884. The parish was
founded in 3872 by the Rev. Ferdinand
Cartwright Ewer for furthering the
Oxford movement. In December, 1913,
Dr. Ritchie resigned as rector because
of ill health.
He was a former editor of The Cath¬

olic Champion and one of the found¬
ers of the Clerical Union for the Main¬
tenance of Catholic Principles.

Wednesday at 10:30 o'clock at the
Church of St. Ignatius, New York City.
