William Ritola, tho junior national

cross-country champion, returned to
competition yesterday afternoon after
a few month's absence from track ac¬

tivity, and tho slender Finn came back
with bells on, for he simply tow-roped
a fine field of distance runners in win¬
ning the five-mile race which featured
the games of the American Legion atHarrison Field.

Ritola, who recently severed con¬
nections with the Finnish-American A,
Ç., found the soft srass track to his
liking and finished nearly a quarter of
a mile ahead of*\V. Hillman, of the
Swedish-American A. C, in the excel¬
lent time of 26:15 2-5. Frank Zuna,
American marathon king, crossed the
line in third place, about 100 yardsback of Hillman.
Zuna made a valiant effort to keep

pace with the flying Ritola, but gave
.up the task at the half-way mark.
Frank is not at his best at any dis¬
tance under fifteen miles, but as a rep¬resentative of Newark Post, 24, he gotinto the fray and for a while made
things interesting for the leaders. The
race was a scratch affair, closed to the
A. A. U.

Sandquist Wins Century
The 100-yard handicap provided lots

of thrills for the fair-sized crowd,
which was hardly noticeable in the im¬
mense grandstand. Hen Sandquist, the
Swedish-American sprinter, got awayfrom the four-yard mark like a flash,
caught the field at the half-way mark
and won by two yards from J. F. Kef¬
fer, who sported the silks of St. Bona-
venture Lyceum. Dan Caprio, a former
metropolitan champion, was third. The
time was 0:11.

Heffer, on the one and one-half yard
mark, was the virtual scratch man, and
had he been favored with a better start
he would probtibly have won, but got
off poorly and had <n*eat difficulty get¬
ting through the field.
Trenton Post, 104, furnished the sur¬

prise of the day when its relay team
took the measure of the quartet repre¬
senting Newark Post, 24, over the 1,200
.yard route. Coleman, Nulty, Lynch and
Kelly worked in order for the Newark-
ers, but never had a chance after th?
second relay.

Meredith, who led off for Trenton,
showed a preat burst of speed and
handed Kolb the baton with eight yards
to spare. Hcnke, the next South .1er-1
seyite to take up the burden, held Nulty
safe, and then C3ine Hudchy, who step¬
ped the last 300 yards in remarkable
style to beat Willie Ke:ly, the former
junior national 600-yard title-holder,
by twenty yards.

Kelly Off on Wrong Lane

Smaller Engines in
Big Indianapolis
Speedway Classic

INDIANAPOLIS, July 0..T. Ë.
Myers, secretary and manager of the
Indianapolis Motor Speedway Company,
has announced that the 1923 race on

the famous track would be for cars

powered with engines having a maxi¬
mum piston displacement of 122 cubic
inches. Translated into European
terms this is two litres. The 1922
600-mile race, the tenth annual event,
will bo for three litre cars, or engines
of 183 cubic inches, the same size as
the 1920 and 1921 races.

This is the fifth time that the Indian¬
apolis track has reduced the enginebízos for the cars competing in th«*:
iive-century, which is the classic of
all the world's speed events unnually.Off hand such reductions would seem
to reduce the speed of the cars. Suchis not the case. The automotive en¬
gineers have always been able to ob¬tain more speed, in fact, by speeding upthe engines and lengthening "the strokeof the motor, which is to say that thediameter of the cylinders is reduced.The 1923 race will have enginessmaller than anything now built inAmerica. The smallest engined car to¬day in production is a four-cylinder,measuring 143.1. The Ford engine isnear the 183 maximum. Such reduc¬tions have always been reflected in thestock production of the American mak¬ers. The "crucible of racing" hasproved to the satisfaction of the en¬gineers that fuel economy could beeffected by reducing the engine sizes.In the last race the average car'amileage was a ton to the gallon. Two
years hence it should pass the twelve-mile raatK.
The cfliciency of the two-litre enginewas demonstrated recently in theFrench economy Grand Prix at LeMans, where De Dion Bouton, of this

«class, showed 49.09 miles to the gallonin a stock test.

engine limitations no specificationshave been made public.

Scots Will Meet
Celtics at Soccer
In Jersey To-day

First Foreign "Pro" Team
to Visit United States;
19 Victories in Canada

The first international soccer game
between professional teams ever

played in this country will be staged
this afternoon at the West Side Base¬
ball Park in Jersey City. The contend¬
ing aggregations will be the 3d Lanark,
first division Scottish Lea_ue, club and
the Jersey City Celtics.
The game will mark the first appear¬

ance of a foreign "pro"' soccer football
team in the United States, and pro¬
visions have been made to handle a
crowd of 20,000. The contest will also
serve to introduce to American fans
the "Babe Ruth of soccer." He is Andy
Wilson, center forward of the invaders,
who is the greatest goal scorer the
game has ever produced.
The Scots are the most formidable

team ever assembled on the Continent,
and they come here with an enviable
record. They have just finished a tour
of Canada, during which they won nine¬
teen consecutive games without sulfer-
ing a defeat. Eight of the fifteen for¬
eign players are internationalists, hav¬
ing played in international contests
abroad.
The Celtics recently joined the new

American Soccer League, and their
line-up contains some of the best play¬
ers in this country." Most prominent
among them are the Stark brothers,
one of whom, Tommy, is captain of the
Jerseyites.

Illinois Erects
Huge Stadium
To Heroic Dead

URBAXA. 111.. July S..The Uni¬
versity of Illinois is to commemorate
her veterans of the World War with a
memorial stadium, costing more than
$2,000,000 and seating 76,000 persons,
the largest athletic plant of its kind
in America.

It will be larger than the Stadium
at Columbia and by far the largest of
any athletic field in the Middle West.
At the entrance of the Illinois sta¬

dium will be a campanile tower, reach¬
ing 250 feet in the air, dedicated to
those who lost their lives in the war.
Flanked on each side will be two lesser
towers, one for the soldiers, the other
for the sailors and marines of the
state and the university.
Back of those towers is planned the

Court of Honor, surrounded by 173
memorial Doric columns, each in honor
of 173 Illini who did not return from
the service.
The boxes and seats of the stadium

will each bo dedicated to some soldier.
Tho question of dedication rests with
the individual who purchases the seats.
The price to students is Ç50, 4-0 alumni
and ex-students $100. This subscrip¬tion also entitles the buyer to an op¬tion on the seat for a number of years.Construction work will start notlater than next spring, immediatelyfollowing the nation-wide campaign
among alumni. Practically $700,000has already been raised on the campus.This sum will be used entirely for the
memorial features of the new struc¬ture.

Robert Zupke, football coach, is exec¬utive chairman of the stadium cam¬paign, assisted by G. Huff, director ofathletics, and Elmer Ekblaw, formerNorth Polo explorer.

The fact that
Dempsey carries both the sixteen-inch guns and the
armor plate jaw accounts for his preponderance. And
as he also happens to have the speed of a destroyer,
you can figure for yourself the probabilities of his
early destruction.

After Thirty Years
It has been close upon thirty years since James J.Corbett stepped forth with a new boxing style and up¬set the old order.
In that thirty years no one else has come along with

anything equal to Corbett's all-around skill in theheavyweight class. No one has arrived who has known
as much about the science of boxing. If Corbett hadonly had the punch of a Fitzshnmons or a Dempsey hewould have been the greatest heavyweight of all tirrie,with no one carrying a look in for at least ten years.Neither Dempsey or Carpentier approaches Cor¬bett as a boxing master, with his ability to weave in

i and out, to hit and get away.
Carpentier, with this elusive style, plus the kick hecarries, would have stopped Dempsey inside of tenrounds. But to each man only so much is allotted. NoJ combination Dempsey-Corbett has yet drifted in uponi the scene.

Closing Out the Show
Dempsey in his last live ring encounters has used

up the following amounts of time to accumulate his jlaurel sprigs:
Fulton, twenty seconds; Willard, nine minutes;;Miske, ten minutes; Brennan, thirty-five minutes; Car-pentier, ten minutes and sixteen seconds.
The total for five fights has been a shade less than

sixty-five minutes. He has needed only a trifle more
than an hour to beat up or down five of the strongest
opponents he could find.

The queer part is that he needed more time to stop
Brennan than Fulton, Willard, Miske and Carpentier
combined. These four fights averaged less than three
rounds. If this isn't merciless efficiency then records
are worth ten cents a hogshead. Certainly, all other
ring champions have needed much more time and space.
In two fights Corbett lasted thirty-three rounds against
Jeffries, while Fitz traveled twenty-one rounds against
the California grizzly. It took Jack Johnson forty-one
rounds to stop Burns, Ketchell and Jeffries. The ring
has never seen any such finisher as the present cham¬
pion happens to be.

With Dempsey and "Babe" Ruth still lifting their
dynasties a notch higher at every start, you can
imagine how the competitive soul of Man o' War must
feel about it as he looks over the headlines in his quiet
retreat upon a faraway Kentucky farm. When in¬
terviewed his language was reported unfit to print.

Michigan's New
Football Stadium

Will Seat 40,000
Field To Be Dedicated

October 22; To Be Third
Largest in the Country

DETROIT, July 9..Fielding H. Yost,
recently appointed director of inter¬
collegiate athletics at the University
of Michigan and for twenty years
coach of the varsity football squad,
told the Michigan Club some of his
department's plans at a luncheon here.
By the first of September, Yost an¬

nounced, Michigan would have the
third largest football stadium in the
country. It is to seat 40,000, he said,
and will be dedicated when Ohio State
meets Michigan on October 22. The
etadium will be surpassed in size only
by Princeton and Yale.
Many colleges, Yost said, have undor-

rnted the importance of athletics as apart of higher education. His new de¬partment, he added/ would seek totrain students in "playing the game oflife" as well as in attaining high stand¬ards of physical fitness.
Intramural athletics attracted 4,068students of Michigan last year, Yoststated.
Irwin Huston, vice-president of theclub, who introduced the mentor, re¬viewed the football record of Michigansince Yost took charge of the '.earn.The Wolverines in that time, he said,had scored » total of 4,869 point-,,against 765 for opponents. There were131 Michigan victories and twenty-sixdefeats, twelve games going to a tie.
