It was decidad
to call Secretary Mellon before the
committee again to-morrow and thus

enable Senators to question him on
the policy of refunding.
To-day's discussion in the Senate

was looked upen as a fererunner of a

stormy debate and probably a pro-
trtacted one before the measure is
pessed. It is expected eventually to

be put through, though some amend-
ments ave possibla which will tend to
restrict the authority conveyed in
ils present form.

The London Times of June 16, These
indicated that an agreemen®t had been
reached postponing for fifreen years
payment of the interest or the Allied
debt and also postponing payvment of
the debt.

German Terms Kept

Teuions Must Pay and Dis-
arm, s Demand; No Mili.
tary Ambition but Desire
for Peace Prompts Natien

After an absence of two years and
three months Hugh Wallace, retiring
American Ambassador to France, re-
turned to this country yesterday on
the Oiympic and will go to-morrow to
Washington, where he will call upon
the President and Secretary of State
Hughes before leaving for his home
in Tacoma, Wash, for a long rest.

“There iz no military ambition in
Franee," said Mr, Wallace at the Ritz-
Cavlton Iast night. “There is a certain
military epirit in France, which is
based upen a grim determination that
France will protect hevself.

“France wants the Treaty of Ver-
sailles executed, Bhe demands that Ger-
many carry out her solemn written
ohligations, that iz te say, pay and
disarm,

“All of France is af work, her face
iz turned toward the pursuits of pracs,
her thoughts are of restoring her dev-
ustated repions and of rehabilitating
her credit,”

Questioned regarding the sentiment
for universal dizarmament in France
to-day, the former Ambassador de-
clared it would be indelicate on his
part to discuss this subject until he
had seen the President, He had a long
interview with Premier Briand before
his departure.

While in mid-ocean Mr. Wallace ex-
changed radiograms of a most cordial
nature with his suceessor, Myren T.
Herrick.

“Mr. Hervick and [ are great friends,”
he continued. “He has an extraordi-
nary popularity in Frange and all ['rance
awaits his arrival to acelaim him,”

My, Wallace was accompanied by his
wife and hiz niece, Miss Sally Beecher,
who makes her home with them. Mrs.
Wallace, who was one of the most in-
defaticable Red Cross workers at Wal-
ter Reed Hospital in Washington dur-
ing the war, still maintaing a warm
spot in hepr heart for the wounded
veterans and will probably take an
active interest in their welfare.

There is n possibility that Mr., Wal-
lace will meet the French Ambassador,
Jules Jusserand, here to-day, as the
latter.sails for France on La Savoie at
noon.

U. S. Makes Formal Peace

German Cabinet Believes Call
May Come for Temporary
Charge d’Affaires

BERLIN, July 13 (By The Associated
Press).—The German Cabinet will
postpone action with regard to the ap-
pointment of an ambassador to the
United States until a formal treaty of
peace has been concluded with that
country. The Cabinet has not yet ar-
rived at any decision as to the ambas-
sador and has only informally consid-
ered the available candidates.

At the Foreign Office it was said to-
day that the government was not mak-
ing appointments for diplomatic posts
whiech do not yet exist and that the
Cabinet especially was not desirous of
disposing of the Washington ambassa-
dership prematurely, as it was not un-
likely the situation might call for the
temporary appointment of a chargé
d’affaires. -

Professor Lujo Brentano, whom the
Cabinet has been considering informal-
ly, among others, is not looked upon as
a likely appointee in view of his ad-
vanced vears.

"It may be worth noting that the
‘Meyer committee,’ which contains a
number ef up-state lowmakers in addi-
tion to its up-state counsel and other
employees from oeutside this city,
sturts off with an appropriation of
double that allowed to the Brown com-
mittee. It alveady has expended more
than $20,000, without including counsel
fees, and its results to date seem to be
juvst as productive as ils predecessor
committee, namely, nothing”
