A marble pilaster originally part oi

the famous pulpit made by Giovanni
Pisano for the Duomo of Pisa, and a
series of important pieces of Gothii
nnd Jacobean oak furniture are amonjthe latest objects of art acquired byth_ Metropolitan Museum of Art anc
placed on exhibition in the Room ol
Recent Accessions to-day for the firstime. The pilaster dates from th«fourteenth century.The Museum announces in the Jul;bulletin also the purchase of a portrait by the late Abbott H. Thayer anthree special exhibitions. These arecollection of Japanese sword guardand firearms lent by the Armor anArms Society, an exhibition of watecolors by Winslow Homer and John fSargent, and juvenile pictures by Floi
ence Wyman Ivins.
The pilaster is the third piece of

group obtained from the collection foimerly owned by John Ruskin.
The Thayer portrait is his "Head c

a Child," which was exhibited at Cai
negie Institute, Pittsburgh, as "Por
rait of Raphael Pumpelly." It is tlihead of a golden-haired boy done i
Thaycr's characteristic beauty of colo
It is the third painting by the artii
ta come to the museum.

Chest of Fourteenth Century
The six pieces composing the fur¬

niture accession are a Gothis chest of
the late fourteenth century, two stools
and a cupboard of the sixteenth cea-
tury and a box stool and a child's highchair in the finest Jacobean style of
the middle seventeenth century. All
are ingeniously made and elaboratelycarved. Each piece formed part of the
collection of the late Morgan Williams,
of St. Donat's Castle, Glamorganshire.The chest and cupboard, the moat im¬
portant of the pieces, are the gift of
Sir Joseph Duveen. The others are
museum purchases.
The chest front is decorated in a

simple tracery pattern of perpendicu¬lar form in low relief and augmentedwith winged lions. The box stool, as
explained in the bulletin, is a link
between the stool and the cheat, and
is significant of the development of
furniture forms during the period.The cupboard pattern is rigid and geo¬
metrical, the design of its panels be¬
ing in the "parchemin" and earlier
types.

Japanese Sword Guards
There is an extraordinary range in

material, ornament and execution in
Japanese sword guards exhibited by
the arms society. There are a hundred
examples in iron, steel, copper, brass,
and gold, some of them enameled and
all artistically ornamented. Others
are treated for color in a process
known as pickling. The examples vary
in period from the fourteenth century
to a hundred years ago. The inscrip¬tions represent various legends and
sometimes the hobby of the artist or
his patron.

In addition to the water colors of
Homer and Sargent the present ex¬
hibition contains similar examples and
pastels by La Farge, Hassam, Sterner,
Dougherty, Glackens, Marin, McComas,William Blake and other English art¬
ists. The exhibition may be seen
throughout the summer in Gallery 25.

Besides the show by Florence Wy-
man Ivins, designated as the chil¬
dren's world in drawings, woodcuts,
and sketches, which holds forth in
classroom B, there is a newly hung
group of Hiroshige landscapes with
figures in the Japanese print room.
The Museum is placing on view in

the armor gallery the flag carried at
the first inauguration of George Wash¬
ington. It is lent by the City of New
York.

Yale Needs $300,000
To Obtain $3,000,000

Appeal Issued to Alumni for
Completion of Endow¬

ment Fund

NEW HAVEN, July 15..Through theYale Alumni Weekly, George ParmlyDay has appealed to the Yale alumni
to make possible the addition of $5,-000,000 to university endowment.
Last year there was announced the

anonymous offer of $3,000,000 for uni¬
versity endowment on condition that anadditional $2,000,000 was secured.
At commencement last month ex-

President Taft, a speaker at the alumni
luncheon, said that Mr. Day had suc¬
ceeded in obtaining $1,350,000 of the
$2,000,000.
Mr. Day announces to-day that there

remains $300,000 to be obtained for the
university to secure the $3,00,000
anoymous pledge.
The alumni weekly emphasizes that

the university met the demand of the
alumni for better teaching by.increas-ing the faculty salary budget by$350,000. It is pointed out that the re¬
sponsibility rests with the alumni of
Yale to complete the $2,000,000 addi¬tional endowment in order that the
$3,000,000 anonymously offered by a
graduate of the university may be re¬
alized.

Eddy Centenary
One Faction of the Church

Protests Failure of Five
Directors to Provide
for Observance of Dav

Views on Teachings Differ

Officers Assert Leader Was
Opposed to Such Events;
Radicals Plan Ceremony

A difference of opinion hgs arisen be-
tween factions of the Christian Science
Chi-rch as to whether the centenary j
of Mrs. Mary Baker Eddy, founder of j
the church, shall be observed to-day.
The more radical members of the

church, as a protest against what they
declare to be the indifference of the
fire directors, who had made no pro-
vision for an official observance of the
day, have arranged a ceremony sched-
uled for this afternoon at Bow, New
Hampshire, Mrs. Eddy's birthplace, at
which the Governor of the state and
several others, inducing leaders in the
church, will speak.
Other observances will be held

throughout the world by those of the
various churches who agree with the
radicals.
The five directors.Adam H. Dickey,

Kansas City; William R. Rathvon,
Denver; Edward A. Merritt, Cleveland;
James A. Neale, Kansas: Annie M.
Knott, Detroit.have issued a state¬
ment to justify their stand, which
reads in part:

Text of Statement
"To all Christian Scientists:
"Press dispatches calling the atten¬

tion of Christian Scientists to a pro¬
posed celebration of the centenary of
our leader's birthday, have furnished
the occasion for warning them to be-
ware of personal propaganda attached
to that date.
"We should not allow our thoughts

in relation to Mrs. Eddy to be taken
from her discovery of Christian
Science and her work as the founder
and leader thereof. Speaking of person¬
al contagion, Mrs. Eddy has said: 'De¬
claring the truth regarding an in¬
dividual or leader, rendering praise
to whom praise is due is not a symp¬
tom of this contagious malady, but per-
sistant pursuit of his or her person
is.' (Miscellany, Page 6.)
"Mrs. Eddy has disapproved the com¬

memoration of her birthday, 'in deed
or in word.' After cornerstones had
been laid on two anniversaries of her
birth our leader rebuked "this meaning
less commemoration of birthdays,' and
added, 'Let us have no more of echo¬
ing dreams.'
"Therefore, we are.confident that no

word or deed which may be said or
done for the purpose of celebrating
Mrs. Eddy's birthday would be consis¬
tent with her desire or her teaching.
We would urge that Christian Scien¬
tists give less thought to controversy
and manifest more kindliness one tow¬
ard another, and above all let us strive
for more of the love whereby the sick
are healed and the sorrowing are com¬
forted.
"THE CHRISTIAN SCIENCE BOARD

OF DIRECTORS."
This document has been forwarded

to all Scientists by the directors. The
declarations embodied in it, however,
are disputed by those who indorse the
centenary celebration.

RepFy to Directors
One of the leaders of the movement

in opposition to the directors has writ¬
ten the following reply to the directors:
"The Christian Science board of di¬

rectors has given opportunity to point
out some of its. inconsistencies. Mrs.
Eddy furnished the Mother Church,
shortly before her decease, for an im¬
mense public recognition of Lincoln's
birthday, at which Governor Bates's
father was the principal speaker. Mrs.
Eddy teaches that scientifically there
is no death, but there is a beautiful
memorial at Mount Auburn Cemetery
erected to her memory. Christian
Science teaches that there is no sick¬
ness, but I am a co-trustee of the
Benevolent Association, where over a

million dollars has been spent or mis¬
spent to provide a place where persons
affected with what the world calls ill¬
ness may go to recuperate.
"We spend about $15,000 a year to

keep Mrs, Eddy's home at Chestnut
Hill open for Christian Scientists to
visit, but we have never heard it
claimed that it perpetuates the belief
in the reality of death. Mrs. Eddy
knew that the Church of Rome is funda¬
mentally the antithesis of Christian
Science, but on July 22, 1903, she gave
her directors a strenuous rebuke for
failing to join the other Boston
churches in ringing the bells on the
occasion of Pope Leo's decease, and
pointed out to her directors that they
had lost an opportunity to do good that
would never return and that they had
been in a stupor not to see this."

Mrs. Eddy was living in Lynn, Mass.,
in 1868, when she fell on the ico and
was believed to have been fatally in¬
jured. She experienced a spiritual
healing from the effects of the fail and
the cure launched her on the studies
that resulted in the founding of Chris¬
tian Science. Her first student came in
December, 1866, and the cult grew
rapidly. At this date, eleven yeprs
after her death and fifty-five years
after its founding, Christian Science
claims 2,000,000 recorded members.

Mrs. Eddy died at Chestnut Hill,
Mass., on December 3, 1910. She was
eighty-nine years old.

Scatters $20 Bills
