The fullest cobdperation of all Fed-

eral agencies in tiie relief measures

was promised by the President, who
declared that if found necessary Con-
gress would be asked to pass speeial
| legislation. He urged that no time be
| lost in ascertaining the actual condi-

tions and applying to them an effective
i remedy,

| The threat of “famine and plague,”
 the President wrote, seemed to arise
| from the fact that depressed markets
lhad made it impossible for the people
lof a large part of the South to gell
| their stocks of cotton, The resulting
' shortage of money, he said, apparently
| had deprived many thousands of the
| variety of food necessary to ward off
| pellagra.

Concerned Over Reports

The President in his letter to Sur-
! geon General Cumming said:

| "l have been gresatly concerned to
note the publie statement from the
publie health service as to the menace
of pellagra and condition of at least
semi-famine in a large section of the
colton belt, That such a condition is
obviously a temporary condition
cident to the economic dislocation fol-

lowing the war cannol lessen our con-
cern. Famine and plague are words
almost foreign to our Amerian vocabu-
lary, save #s we have learned their
meaning in connection with the afflie-
tions ol lands less favored, and tuwulrd
whieh our people so many times dis-
played large and generous charity.
“Immediate and effective measures
| of amelioration are manifestly demand-
ed if conditions even approximute the
gravity suggested by the public health
report, It is unthinkable thut we
ghould delay for a single da}.’ the in-
| stitution of such measures. Thercfore
1 am writing to ask you for the most
complete possible report that can be
made al once—provided there is any-
thing to add to what you have already
| made public—and capecially for sug-
gestion of proper measures to deal
with the situation. =
