Medical Inspection Declared
Inadequate in State's Schools
Medical inspection of school children

throughout rural sections of New York
State is declared to be inadequate in
the preliminary report on child wel¬
fare survey made under the direction
of the New York State League of Wom¬
en Voters. The report, based on re¬
turns' from forty of the fifty-seven
counties, is signed by Dr. S. Josephine
Baker and Dr. Dorothy C. Kempf.
Tabulated results of the survey show

that in the best-county 85 per cent of
the schools are visited regularly by a
school nurse as often as once a month.
In some counties no rural schools aro
visited.

Harriet P. Spofford«,
Novelist and Poet
Since 1858, Dies

New England Girl, Forced
by Family Misfortunes
to Write, Quickly Made
Self Known in Literature

NEWBURYPORT, Mass., Aug. 15..
Mrs. Harriet Prescott SpofTord, novelist
and poet, died at her home on Deer
Island early to-day.

Mrs. Spofford was born in Calais,
Me., in 1835. She was the daughter oí
Sarah Bridges and Joseph N. Prescott
When she was fourteen years old she

was sent to Newburyport to attend
school and placed in charge of her
aunt, Mrs. Betton. She entered the
Putnam free school and won the prize
for the best essay on "Hamlet." She
was graduated from the Putnam school
and completed her education at Pinker-
ton Academy, Derry, N. H., to which
place her mother had removed with
her family. In the midst of her labors
lier father was stricken with paralysis
and lingered an invalid for twenty
years. Her mother also became an in-
valid soon after. Harriet was early
obliged to make use o;' her talents and
before she had completed her course

at the academy she began to writs
stories.
Her first work that attracted atten¬

tion was In a Cellar, published in The
Atlantic Monthly in 1858.
The story established her reputation

and made for her from that time a
welcome contributor to the leading
periodicals. From her childhood she
was possessed of a rich imaginative
mind and she gave it full scope in her
writings, v.-hich do not evince much
of the characteristic ideas of the rep¬
resentative New Englander.

In 1805, after long years of engage¬
ment, she was married to Richard
S. Spofford, a lawyer, of Newbury-
port. lier only child, born in the sec-
ond year of her marriage, died in his
infancy. Mr. SpoffoiM died several
years ago.

ford's books were New England Leg¬
ends. The Thief in the Night, Art
Decoration Applied to Furniture. Mar¬
quis of Carabas, Poems. Hest»r Stanley
at Saint Marks', The Servant Girl Ques-
tion, Ballad- About Authors and Scar¬
let Poppy and other stories, A Master
Spirit in Titian's Garden and other
poems.
