stored to Federal supervision.
According to Elmer Schlesi^gcr, gon-

i-al counsel for the board, the govern-
«eat is in no way responsible for the
debts incurred by the Mayers in the
«»ration of the vessels. He has con¬
tended that the contracts wore made
v.iih the Mai! corporation and not
v. :h the Shipping Board, and there¬
fore all creditors, with the exception
sf those of the "State" boats, must
iook to the receivers for relief.
Few, if any, tangible assets of the

Mail are in sight. The claim against
The board of $1,700,000 for recondi-
roning the various boatos the Mayers
put in commission is considered neg-
gibie and subject to bitter litigation,

because the contract between the gov¬
ernment and the Mail distinctly states
that he later shall pay for this work
tad not be reimbursed for five yciars.
Therefore the chances of 65 per cent
of this amount of money going as per
contract to the creditors is slim; as
tie government contends the Mail'
broke its contract. .!

Lasker, it iswell known, has no money in thetreasury to pay claims at this time asthe recent appropriation expressly for-j.Has the money to be used foe-thispurpose.
