90,000 of Them Are Denied
Full Facilities Through
Mayor’s Indifference and
the Bickering of Boards

Only 15,199 Places Made
Since June and 19.299
in Entire Four-Year Rule

The parents, of school children will
be confronted with a serious situation
during the next three days. when they
register their children for admission
or transfer in the public schools. Vir-
tually one-fourth of the childran will
be deprived of proper educational fa-
cilities through the indifference toward
the schools diszplayed by the Hearst-

| Hylan-Tammany administration during

the last four vears.

At the time the damaging report
upont forty of the city's schools was
made public by the Associated Wo-
men's Clubs in June Mayor Hylan, in
order to stifle the criticism’ of his
régime, made a flat statement that the
new schools opening in September
would provide 30,000 new saittings for
pupils.

The ofﬂgial report of C. B. J. Snyder,
Superintendent of School Byildings,
shows that nine new schools and three
additions will open their doors, with
a capacity of 15,199 new seats, In this
case the Mayor has® kept just 50 per
cent of his promise made last June,

An investigation into the building
program of the administration shows
that these new schools and additions
ure the first completed during the en-
tire four years of the Hylan admin-
istration. with the exception of Publie
Sehool B, in Hichmond, a little eleven-
roon: school, that was opened early in
1917, and another in Queens during the
sanie year,

500 Seats Removed

These two, together with a few
rented additions, bring the total of new
sittings provided by Hylan in four
years to 18,209, From this total must
be deducted 500 seats which were re-
nmoved to make way for workshepa in
classrooms that were condemned be-
cauge of bad lighting facilities.

This is the total result of four years'
effort on the part of Mayvor Hylan to
fulfill his campaign promise of "A =eat
in sthool for every child.” In the mean
time, ag a result of the failure to pro-
vide any new schools during the frst
three wvears of his administration,
Mayor Hylan is responsible for the
growth of part-time pupils from 40,000
to 90,000,

The statistica of the Board of Edu-
cation show that during the Mitchel ad-
ministration the new schools con-
structed provided 48,000 new seats, al-
most two and a half times as many as
provided by Mayor Hylan. From this
total, however, must be deducted a de-
crease of 6,000 seats through the con-
version of dark classrooms into work-
shops. This reduction, however, leaves
a total net gain for the Mitchel ad-
ministration of 42,000 new seats, con-
siderably more than twice as many as
were provided in four years by Mayor
Hylan, who promised a seat for every
child.

Document Calls Attention

WASHINGTON, Sept. 6.—Reitarat-
ing the American policy of the open
door, with equal opportunities for all
the Allies in territory ceded by the
enemy as a result of the war, Secratary
of State Hughes has dispatched iden-
tic notes to Great Britain, France, Ja-
pan and Italy on the general subject
of mandates, it was officially made
known to-day at the State Department,

While the text of the note was with-
held, the new communication, which
went forward last week, is known to
have contained a reaffirmation of the
principle of equality of privileges in
mandatory territory presented to Lhe
Allies in earlier communications gent
by the former Administration and by
Secretary of State Hughes,

The Hughes note deals =pecifically
with Class A and B mandatea as ad-
ministered under the League of Nations
and does not take up Class € man-
dates, under which the former German
iglands in the Pacifie, including the
Island of Yap, come. Class A man-
dates are those over the Near East
territory, Palestine and Mesopotamin,
the natural resources of which, notably
oil, have been the subject of previous
communications hetween this govern-
ment and the Allied powers because of
so-called petroleum concessions
agreed upon at the San Remy confer-
ence.

America to Demand Rights

In the new communication the Allied
powers are informed that the United
Statesus one of the co-belligerents in
the war, has surrendered none of its
rights secured to the principal Allied
und associated powers by'the Treaty of
Versailles, notwithstanding that this
government hag not ratified this pact.
This §uvernment. the Allies are in-
formed, is entitled to & volce not only
in determining the form all mandates
over ceded territory must take, but to
have these forms so drawn as to
specifically puaranty that American
nationals shall not be diseriminated
against in the exploitation of the re-
sources of the territories under man-
date.

The mundates now before the Assem-
bly of the Leasgue of Nations are drawn
in such form us to .give equality of
privileges to all members of the League
of Nations. In them the United States
is directly diseriminated against and
the new American communication ia for
the purpose of calling the attention of
the Allies to this faet in order that
proper provision may be made for the
protection of the United States-apainat
moenopolistic concessions that may be
granted to nationals of otlier nations.

It has never been the desire of this
government to seek additional terri-

LONDON, Sept. §.—Eamon de
Valera, leader of the Irish repub-
licans, to-dayv, on the eve of the as-
sembling of the British Cabinet,
asserted that war and not peace
would follow any attempt of Eng-
land to impose a peace on Ireland
with a background of force.

“No pretense will hide the threat
of force,” he declared. “For peace
secured in these circumstances no
one would have the slightest re-
spect; certainly no Irishman would
feel bound by any arrangement thus
arrived at.”

De Valera, breaking the rule of
silence he had imposed on himself
since the present negotiations were
begun, issued a statement, regarded
as a warning to the British Cabinet,
in which he dencunced the demands
England was making and charged
that the British statesmen were try-
ing to sell Ireland second rate polit-
ical margarine, calling it butter,
while the Irish people wanted the
real article.

Sees Masked Eltimatum

He declared peace would never bs
founded on make-believe, and de-
manded that if England were fssu-
ing an ultimatum, let it be anulti-
matum and be done with camouflage
and hypocrisy. He said England
had no basis in right for a single
one of the demands she was making
on Ireland and would not dare to

nake them to a power nearly as
stroypg as herself.

The statement referred to the Pitt
union, which has been in force between
the two countries, and declared it must
ba scrapped and the débris cleared
away to find a foundation for a Teal
and natural union of Ireland and Eng-
land. This assertion ig regarded as &
bid for the union in force before the
| so-called Pitt union was formed, where-
of a modern example was the pre-war
relation of Austria and Hungary.

That portion of the statement relat-
ing to “an arrangement with & back-
ground’of force” is interpreted by some
to mean that De “Valera will accept
the government's terms rather than
return to & state of war, bui under
protest and without taking the respon-
sibility for the ecohsequences. Thia
attitude, however, does not appear to
be businesslike from the Britizsh view-
point, = ;

The statement is aitracting wide-
spread attention, aind can be used aa an
argument by either the war or peace
party in the Hritish Cabinet. It is
couched in the favorite cryptic lam-
guage of De Valera.

Time Limit on Irish Forecast

In the mean time many predict that
following the meeting of the Cabinet,
at Inverness, Scotland, to-morrow a
gharp reply to De Valera's latest will
be sent, in which will be set a tima
limit wherein thie Iriah republican
leader must decide whether he will
negotiate on a basis of dominion home
rule,

It is known that a powerful section
of the Csbinet is of the opinion that
