Don- |aid Bate, a district kleagle of New ]Jersey, dismissing him from office.This action was taken following a tel¬
egram from Bate in which he urgedSimmons to dismiss Mrs. Tyler andClarke. Simmons, on the other hand,declared that Bate had not been dis-missed and that he had as yet takenno action on his case further than to ¡wire Grand Goblin Adkins, of NewJersey, to investigate.The cause of the attack on the twoofficials arose from the publication ofthe records in a police court case in1919, at a time when Clarke and Mrs.Tyler were arrested at midnight inher home. Clarke was quoted in anAtlanta paper as explaining this incid¬

Masked Men Ride Through
Shawnee, Okla., Warning All
Citizens to Heed Their Laic
SHAWNEE, Okla.. Sept. 21.- Three

hundred members of the Ku-Klux Klan,
in official regalia, paraded through the
main streets of Shawnee and Tecumseh
late last night, after capturing the
night editor of a local newspaper and
taking him on the journey. Nothing
was done other than to display banners
and send a warning note to law violat¬
ors through the columns of a Shawnee
newspaper.
Before allowing the newspaper man

to leave the car in which he was taken
on the trip, the following note waa
handed to him, addressed to a Shawnee
newspaper:
"We are one thousand strong in

Shawnee. Good Americans uphold thelaw. Watch the ownership of your
paper and keep it in the hands of goodAmericans. We will clean Shawneewhen the time is ripe. Bootleggers and
gamblers will save trouble by leavingnow."

In addition to the warning sent tothe newspaper, the following banners
were carried on the sides of the sixty
cars in the parade:
"Don't follow us; it's not safe."
"You can't eat gruD your wife made

by washing."
"We'll be back; be careful and be a

man."
"Judges, you know your duty.we are

with you when you do it, but you must
do it."
"Look out if you do not heed these

signs."
"Fooling around the other fellow's

home is not wise."
"Joyriders, be careful."
"We have your taw."
'.Lawyers, make your money off legit¬imate cases."
"If you want to be healthy, don't go

on lawbreakers' bonds."

Fugitive Who Slid Down
Telephone Wire From
the Roof of Sing SingPrison Is Captured Here

He Offers No Resistance
Joseph Soraee Describes His

Ride Down Wire as
Piece of "Rapid Transit"

Joseph Soraee, twenty-one years old,
escaped Sing Sing prisoner, was re¬
captured last night at the Harlem
River Speedway and 155th Street by
Detectives Edward Cooper and Chris¬
topher Kelly of the Bomb Squad.
Soraee had been at large since Septem¬
ber 14.
The man's escape was one of the

most remarkable in Sing Sing's history.
He cut two bars of his cell with a file
stolen from the tinshop, climbed
through the hole he made and scaled
the wall of the prison from the sixthtier to the roof. Soraee slid seventyfeet to the ground on a telephone wire,scaled the fence surrounding the riverfront,' swam to the south side of theyard and then made his way alongrailway tracks to liberty.
News that the prisoner had been seen

was received from various directions.The detectives learned that Soraee suc¬ceeded in reaching New York City byaid of automobiles. He said three dif¬ferent persons gave him lifts. Whenasked how he had made his way down
seventy feet of thin telephone wire, hegrinned and remarked that it was"rapid transit."
Soraee had just been discharged fromthe navy in 1919 when arrested with,his brother Frank, and .John Eagan, astepbrother, for the alleged murder ofLouis Klein, June 20 of that year in aholdup. Eagan was sentenced to death.Soraee pleaded guilty to manslaughterand was given a twenty-year sentence.On receiving news of the escape a

watch was set by detectives over So-
rncir's wife's apartment, 550 West
Forty-fifth Street. Yesterday, at 2
o'clock, Mrs. Sorace emerged with her
baby in her arms and near her home
met a man who accompanied her to
147th Street and Broadway. There an¬
other man joined the pair and the three
went to 210 West 147th Street. After
half an hour they emerged and pro¬ceeded to the rendezvous on the Speed¬
way, where Sorace joined them. When
Detectives Cooper and Kelly appeared,Sorace was taken by surprise, offering
no resistance. He will be returned to
hing Sing to-day.

WHAT natural resource so essential to public welfare and health demands such
expense and effort to reclaim as anthracite coal ? Obstacles must be overcome

at every step of its progress from rock-ribbed fastnesses underground to our homesand factories. The miner's pick.the waiting railroad car.your local dealer'sdelivery cart.these are only a few of the links in the anthracite chain. Through¬out its length, outlays of money and labor are required.
Explosives, air for ventilation, and timber in

vast quantities are called for every day in the
operation of an anthracite mine.

Fully as important as the unceasing use of
these materials is the removal from the mine
of tons of rock. Also thousands of gallons of
water are pumped daily.

Mines use 50.0-00,000 pounds of explosives
to blast out the 195 miles of tunnels and gang
ways driven annually.

This tunneling, equal to the building of a
double-track subway between New York and
Philadelphia, is necessary in order to get at
new supplies of coal.

For every ton of coal mined, 0,700 cubic
feet of air must be forced into the workings by
elaborate fan and blower systems.

Supporting prop* must be changed constant¬
ly. More than 300 feet of lumber is used for
every carload of coal.

Water which gathers constantly in the mines
must be kept down. This means costly pump¬
ing every hour in the 24.
On the average 18 tons of water are raised

to the surface for each ton of coal produced.
1,620,000,000 tons of water annually.
Even the ton of material coming up in the

mine car often contains 33 per cent of slate and
other refuse.
Of the remainder one-third of the coal is too

small to use in homes, and is always sold at a
loss.
As a result there is often less than \i ton of''

coal-bin anthracite out of each ton of material
mined and handled.
The cost of supplies and ofthe waste removed

is additional to the cost of labor and the ex¬
pense of converting in the breakers the crude
coal into domestic anthracite.
