General Pcrsliing to come to London
and decorate the tomb of the British
unknown soldier whs dispatched ha tily
t Paris last night by the British gov¬
ernment in an effort to clarify the mis¬
understanding which arose over the
C-cneral's projected visil here. Govern¬
ment officials here deplore the situa¬
tion which has developed and express
the hope thai the whole matter can be
cleared up promptly. At the Foreign
Office belief was expressed to-night
":¦.

Bureau Bungling Blamed
