The cherry and white silks of James
Butler, president of the Empire City-
Jockey Club, were carried to a double
victory at the Yonkers track yesterday.
his filly Beach Star winning the fifth
tace and Picnic the last.
Mr. Butler's colors are very popular

at the Empire track, and whenever they
get down in front they receive a great
ovation from the crowd and Finnigan'a
Band. It is Mr. Finnigan's custom to
instruct his horn blowers to have the
aotes of "The Wearing of the Green''
on their music stands when Mr. Butler
has an entry in a race. They blared
forth the famous tune when Beach
Star captured the fifth, but when Picnic
won the sixth they put so much power
into their efforts that their faces
lodk-d like toy balloons ready to burst.
The card yesterday was made up

mostly of selling and claiming events
with the Hillsdale Purse the outstand¬
ing feature. This resulted in a hol¬
low victory for the Foreig«. Stable's
recent ourchase, Monastery. Mrs. T.
O. Wel'ber's Esquire was second and
J. J. O'TooIe's Turnabout third. Six
very poor platers trailed home behind
these three.
Monastery so far outclassed his com¬

pany that

After an impressive warm-up the tal¬
ent were willing to take any price.
When it came to racing. Clarence Kum-
mer sent the gelding to the front at
the rise of the barrier and made his
company look very cheap.

Esquire, which lay in
second position all the way, was just
as easy a second, beating Turnabout
iour lengths. There was a strong tip
on Ragamuffin, but he ran away for a
full mile, and the followers of the
good thing from Brooklyn will have to
wait for another clay.

Marrone Puts Over Long Shot
Joe Marrone, famous in the old days

for putting over good thing3, turned
his old trick when Goodhait, from his
barn and quoted at 50 to 1, rolled down
in front in the opening race, a five
and a half furlong dash for two year
olds. Off in the middle of the fifteen-
horse field, little Eddie Kummer work¬
ed his way through the bunch, caught
the leaders in the last sixteenth and
won going away by two lengths. Fusee,
the favorite, made the early pace but
weakened in the drive and was all out
to beat the fast closing Citation a

lengtn and a half for the place.
Tody and Irish Dream went to the

post equal choices for the second
event, a selling affair for three-year
olds and upward, nt a mile and seventy
yards. Tody finished first and Irisn
Dream last. Major Parke, the outsider
of the five that made up the field,
set out to race Tody into the ground.
Going around the far turn it looked as
though he completed his purpose, for
Tody, after racing head and head with
the long shot, dropped back, apparently
beaten. Making the bend lor home
Tody came on again, and catching the
Major at the eighth pole won under
wraps by two lengths. Tufter finished
a close third, only a length behind
Major Parke.

Eddio Kummer scored hi3 second
victory of the afternoon when he
piloted Grandson over the line in the
fourth. Fayelle was second, Delhi
Maid third. OfF none too well, Grand¬
son had to fight his way through the
field, came around the bunch at the
head of the stretch and catching the
leaders tiring in the last sixteenth
won in a hard drive by a short length.
Fayelle also closed fast and took the
place from Delhi Maid by half a length.

Three Starters in Fifth
Only three faced the harrier in the

fifth, which was featured by some queer
operations. Ten Buttons opened at 4
to 5, while Beach Star was held at 6
to 5. Just before po3t time there was
a mad rush to get aboard Beach Star
and when the gate was lifted the bet¬
ting on these two was reversed. The
Bwitch was a wise one, for after trail¬
ing Ten Buttons and Good Bye to the
far turn Beach Star moved up with a
rush and went to the front with little
effort, remaining there to the end to
win breezing by eight lengths. Ten
Buttons was second, ten lengths before
Good Bye.
The last race furnished the first rea'

thrill of the day, when Picnic, Hepha-
istos and Irish Brigadier finished^ as
named and in close order. Hephaistosand Irish Brigadier ran like a team
to the head of the stretch, where the
former carried the latter wide. This
let Picnic up on the rail and in a driv¬
ing finish the Butler gelding got the
verdict by a neck. Hephaistos was a
half a length before Irish Brigadier.Chester'nrook, the only other starter.
Was never in the hunt.

Morvich, the peerless two-year-old
son of Runnymede, worked five fur¬
longs just before the running of the first
race and electrified the crowd with the
ease and speed with which he cover«' !
the distance, which he negotiated in t :01,with McAtee in the saddle. Well under
restraint, he breezed the first furlongin 11 3-5, the quarter in 23, the three-
eighths in 85, the half in 47 3-5 and thefive furlongs in 1:01.

Square Garden to-morrow night, when
Ernie Rice, the lightweight champion
of all England, and Sailor Joe Fried¬
man, the champion of the Yiddish
navy, meet in the star bout of fifteen
rounds, may be the means of providing
Benny Leonard, The world's title-
holder, with an opponent.

Logical opponents for Benny in the
ranks of the lightweights arc as scarce
as $3 tickets for the Army-Navy foot¬
ball game at the Polo Grounds are
going to be next month.when you try
to buy them.and so Benjamin feels
like putting promising opponents in
glass cases and feeding tnem with a
spoon until they're strong enough to
stand up in a ring with him.
Tex Rickard has promised Joe a

chance to box Leonard at the Garden
if the larruping sailor wins decisively
over Rice. Winning decisively, in this
case, means knocking Ernie loose from
his relativity, so Joe will be in there
trying every minute. Rice, also, will
be in line to sample Benny's line of
goods if he succeeds in putting the
skids under Joe's No. 11s. In fact,
Rice hag already received an offer to
fight Leonard in London, Peggy Bet-
tinson, of England, having cabled a
proffer to Billy Gibson, Leonard's Man
Friday.
There should be plenty of slammingin tnis bout, since Friedman likes

nothing better than to swap wallopswith an opponent and Rice has a simi¬
lar longing to send the heavy ones over
on the other guy's jaw.
