By Wireless

Big Radio Station Opened
at Rook Point, L. I., Sends
President's Message to
Twenty . eight Countries

Radio rentrai, the largest and most
efficient wireless station in the world,
formally whs opened at 3 o'clock yes-
iorday afternoon at Rock Point, L, [.,
when a message from President Har¬
ding was sent to twenty-eight different
countries.
The importance of this station isthat

it is. in a way, to give the United
.States the radio supremacy of the
world. It means direct communication
with all the leading commercial na-
tions, which, as Owen D, Young, chair-

| man of the Radio Corporation oí Amer-
ica, pointed out, will he especially valu-I able in the event of «» successful out-
come of the disarmament conference.
Heard by Twenty-eight Countries
"'If there is any thrill in this after-

noon's performance," said Mr. Young,! "it is- not because of the great technical
acKievemont, but lecause America to-I day is able to lay down to twenty-eightdifferent countries this message from
the President.
"Certain forces have been mobilized

so that America might quickly developj the best radio communications in the
world. »Tust as England, because of her
geographical location, became the cable
center of the world, so America, in this
new art, is- the center "because every
country desires direct communication
with America."
The formal opening was witnessed byI more than two hundred persons, radio

more than two hundred persons.radio¡ experts and representatives of foreigncountries and commercial interests.
who made the scventy-milo trip to
Rock Point in a special train.
The station is spread over ten miles

square. There aTe seventy-two towers
spread out like the spokes of a wheel,six towers to a spoke and twelve spokesin all, with the power station as the
hub. The power output is 2,000 kilo-

; watts, or 2,700 horsepower. Fiftymiles of silicon bronze wire was used
in the two spokes so far* completed.There is a ground wire system con-
taining 450 miles of copper wire buried

j underground. The transmitting rangeis practically world-wide.
TJiero are no operators at Radio

Central. Actual transmission takes
place from the central office at ("¡«I
Broad Street. Nor are there any opera¬tors at the receiving station ai River-
head, sixteen miles from Rocky Point.
The radio signals are automaticallytransferred to the New York office.

Australia Gets Message
All other wireless operation was

stopped yesterday between 3 and »3:30
o'clock so as to give this set everypossible advantage. A few minutes
after the message was dispatched sta-Í tions in Norway, England, France andI Germany reported that they had re-
ceived it. The message is believed to

¡have reached Sydney, Australia, a dis¬
tance of 9,000 miles.

"To be able to transmît a messa^s

by radio in the expectation that it may
reach every radio station ?n the worm
is «o marvelous a scientific and tech¬
nical achievement as to justify special
recognition. It affords peculiar grati¬
fication that such a message from the
Chief Executive of the. United States
of America may be received in everyland, from every sky, by people with
whom our nation is at peace and amity.
That this happy situation may ever
continue and that the peace w*»ich
blesses our own land rimy presentlybecome the fortune of all lands and
peoples is the earnest hope of the
American nation."

Rev. A. B. Blackwell,
First Woman To Be
Ordained, Is Dead

Last Survivor of Famous
Suffrage Group of Susan
B. Anthony Expires at
Her Home in"New Jersey!
ELIZABETH, N. J., Nov. 15..The Rev.

Dr. Antoinette Brown Biackwell, said
to have been the first woman minister
to.be ordained in the United States and
the last survivor of the famous woman
stiff rage "group of Susan B. Anthony,!
«lied early to-day ut the home of her
daughter, Mrs. Samuel T. Jones, here.
For the last nineteen years Mrs. Black-
well had been pastor emeritus of All

j Souls' Unitarian Church of Elizabeth.
Mrs. Blackwell was born in Henri-

etta, N. Y. in 1825. When she applied
for admission to Oberlin Theological
Seminary her application was strongly

j contested by the members of the fac-
ulty because of her sex. Her parents
urged her to give up a study for the
ministry, but she persisted, matricu-
lated at Oberlin, and was graduated
from that institution in 1849. She was
ordained in the same year.

.Mrs. Biackwell was engaged by a'
'.'social purity society" in New York
to do missionary work, but because
of the prominent part which she took

¡ in the first National Woman's Rights
convention at Worcester, Mass., her
services were soon dispensed with.
Her marked ability attracted the at¬

tention of Horace Greeley and some
of his friends, including Charles A.
Dana, and they joined in inviting her
to come to New York and organize an
independent church in Metropolitan
Hall. The young woman shrank from
the responsibilities which this office
involved, and instead accepted, in 1853,
the pastorate of the little Congrega-
tjönn! Church at South Butler, N. Y.

Largely because of the attitude of
many ministers of her church, she soon
turned from Congregationalism to Uni-
tarianisni and resigned her pastorate
at South Butler.

In 1856 she was married to Samuel C.
Biackwell, a brother of Henry B. Black-
well. She continued to preach and lec-
ture following her marriage, and was

' associated with Mrs. Julia Ward Howe
in the Association for the Advancement
of Women. She was the author of
"Shadows of Our Social System," "Stud-
¡es in General Science," "The Market
Woman," "Sea Drift,' "The One and the

I Many" and "The Island Neighbor."
Since the death of her husband, fif-

teen years ago, she has made her home
with one of her married daughters at
El Mora, N. J. She is survived by five
daughters.
