retavy, the Rev.. Charle« K. Gilbert,has been studying conditions in NewYork and the work of various relief
organisations. Leaders prominent inthis work will address the conferenceand concrete proposals will be sub-mitted for its consideration,
In his notice to the clergy to attendthe conference Bishop Manning says:"Careful inquiry seems to show thatthe coming winter months will be at¬

tended with much hardship and suffer¬ing for large numbers of unomplîyedin the city unless every available re¬
source of the community is brought totheir relief. The Church must take its
rightful part in meeting this situation.It is important that we should form
definite plans for united and construc¬
tive effort. These plans should be so
carefully devised that they will com-
mand the conridence and support of
our people and insure to existingagencies of relief that intelligent and
effective co-operation which the emer-
gency demands."

I A. H. Smith'Appeals
For Sensible Cure
For Railroad Ills

!
, .;.U. S. Regulation Has Done
Almost Everything to
the Carriers Except to
Help Them, Says OfficialL .-.-

Government regulation of railroads
will fail of its purpose unless it re¬

sults in service better than the service
provided before regulation went into

i effect, A. H. Smith, president of the
New York Central, said in a letter ad-
dressed yesterday to the Western Rail-
way Club in Chicago. "The public has
risked little to save the railroads from
being gored," he declared.
Mr. Smith's letter was sent in rc-

sponse to a request for comment on

statements by Western shippers re-

garding the condition of the railroads.
"The intensifying government regu-

lation, multiplication of statutes and
other extraneous influences "nave
brought to the managements every-
tiling except effective aid," said Mr.
Smith. "lu other words, everything
except the one great benefit to the
American people that could be con¬
ferred by railway managements has
happened to the railway situation »inee
the time of the achievement to which
I have referred.
"Regulation of the railroads by the

public in the interest of the public, if
you like, is to most individuals sonic-
what vague. They know that the rail-
roads are 'catching it' and think many
times, no doubt, 'it' is deserved. They
think so, but they do not know. The
farmer, for instance, would b" greatly
concerned if he saw his hired man
being gored by the buil, and would per¬
haps risk his life in an effort to pre¬
vent the catastrophe. The public have
risked little to save the goring of the
railroads, who are their servants and
who have done so much in the past and
in the building up of the country, to
deserve their lasting r. gard and con¬
fidence.
"We cannot afford to If.kc it for

granted that our regulation is sound
unless it surpasses the achievements
when regulation did not, exist, at least
in its present form. We cannot afford
to believe that it is a good thing for
cur form of government and our civic
status. We know it. costs us money
as taxpayers and as shippers. It all
started because of the hypothesis that
there was something wrong with the
railroads. Probably there was. but the
rectification of it has produced un¬
heard-of ratiHi. almost prohibitive
wages and working conditions, to¬
gether with diminished service and a

government outlay for regulation
which each taxpayer can feel.
"There is still something the matter

with the railroads. Can the researches
c f the Western Railway Club disclose
vvhal it is and whether anything is the
matter with anybody else; if so, what
it is and how it can be rectified?"

represent the Moscow government and
has departed for Dairen, he said.

To Ask Court
Injunction to
Deliver Milk

Milk Drivers' Union, at their head¬
quarters, at 316' West Forty-second
Street, announced that they would hold
another big mass meeting in Madison
Square Garden to-night.on the eve of
the election.

Union Meeting To-night
"Have Mayor Hylan and Commis-

siojicr Copeland been «ivited to speakthere?" a leading oflicial of the union
was asked.
"No," he replied. "It is strictly n

union meeting, called to discuss our
progress in the strike and to give the
public a demonstration of our
strength."
But no union official could be found

to answer the question of whether the
Mayor or the Commissioner would be
permitted to talk to the strikers in the
event that either or both appears there
"uninvited."
Meanwhile the first break in the

ranks of the strikers was reported to
have occurred in Hackensack, N. J.,whero, it was said, the drivers plan to
return to werk to-day for the Borden
company. Anticipating trouble, based
on information that "100 New York
strikers planned to come over and at-
tempt to stop the drivers from work-
ing," Sheriff Kingsley of BergenCounty last night detailed a large forceof policemen and deputy sheriffs at the
Borden plant.
"These charges that Commissioner

Copeland makes in his statement are
all rot." said Secretary Nathans. "They
are based solely on nothing more than
eleventh-hour political play calculated
to win the votes of the strikers and to
make it appear that the administration
is exerting its utmost efforts to settle
the strike in the interests of the
public.

Poor Milk Charges Denied
"Especially is the charge that bad

milk is being sold the public absurd
and untruthful. If the Commissioner
has found that such milk has been soWl
and has not acted in accordance with
the wide and drastic powers he pos¬
sesses, this part of his statement be¬
comes on the face of it a clear reflec¬
tion upen his own office.

"I notice that he says that we arc
exaggerating in saying that approxi¬mately 75 per cent of the normal
volume of milk is now being distrib-uted. He places the figure at about
50 per cent. Well, the union says Be¬
tween 15 and 20 per cent, so what
do you make of that, Watson? It
seems to me that the companies, who
are doing the distributing, are in the
best, position to know the facts.
"Another of his charges is that 'lifty-

one of the small milk companies have
broken away from the trust and have
made peace with their employees.' If
by 'trust' he means the Milk Confer¬
ence Board, I possess full proofs that
only two companies left the organiz¬
ation. It is true that there were a
few small companies which did not
hold membership in the board prior to
the strike, and thus have continued to
operate, but they distribute only a neg¬ligible quantity of the milk which
comes into New York.
"The dipped milk which is being sold,which the Commissioner now upholdsfor criticism, is in just the same

status held by all the milk we are
getting: and distributing; it is comingfrom exactly the same sources of sup¬ply from which it came prior to the
strike. How, under those conditions,could it possibly be inferior?

"There is no 'golden bait' being of¬
fered the public in the form of a cut of
a cent in the price of milk, as Dr. Cope¬land says. Under a system of employ¬ing workers on the basis of their effi¬
ciency, we shall be able to effect a
saving in costs of operation which will
be passed on to the public when this
saving has made itself felt.
"Again let me characterize these

chartres as pure rot and politics. I
hope most sincerely that the publicwill not be deceived by them."
Speaking oi' the status of the strik°

laät night, from the distributors' pointof view, Mr. Nathans said:
"The distributors are rapidly round¬

ing out their new organizations in
order to enable them to resume retail
deliveries as soon as poEsib!.-. The
milk made available to the 'public to¬
day through retail stores easilyequalled Saturday's proportions. No
attempt to greatly increase this sup¬
ply was made, as the usual Sundaytailing off in demand was taken into
consideration.
"To-morrow, however, effort r will be

concentrated to place enough milk at
the disposal of the nublic to enable
them to take care of part of their
Tuesday's needs as well as those of
Monday. Consumers should hear
this in mind in making purchases. The
need of police at polling places will
restrict the distributors' operations on
Election Day."

Permanent Arbitration Urged
Mr. Nathans also revealed plans for

a permanent arbitration board, com-
j posed of representatives of the om-
ployees, the employers and public,
which he said will be established aftef
the strike and which "will serve to in¬
sure to the public unbroken peace in
the milk industry."
The text of Commissioner Copeland'?.

statement was as follows:
"I notice that Nathans, of the .Milk

Baker's Cocoa and
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Conference Board, the trust, is holdingout to us the golden bait of u pennyreduction in the price of milk. While
he is in the business of promising he
might as well make it live cents. For
all the needless inconvenience suffered
by the New York public, milk should be
furnished free, of cost for a long time
to come.
"To influence public opinion, it is all

very well to say that 70 or 80 per cent
of the milk, is being furnished. How¬
ever, this is a gross exaggeration. My
office informs me thnt the total sold is
about 6f> per cent of the normal for this
season of the year.
"Let it be understood, too, that, fifty-

one of the small milk companies have
broken away from tlje trust and have
made pence with their employees."These lifty-one companies are deliv¬
ering their normal quantity, a total of
,350,000 quarts per day, practically all
of which goes to stores and restaurants.Therefore persons in the habit of going
to stores for their milk are not suffer¬
ing, but the rest of society is clamoringfor relief. I have had «orne scores of
letters and telephone messages from
poor mothers who have to walk blocks
and stand in lino for hour» to get their
supply. By the time they are reached
the niilk is old, and in many instances
not to be had at all, because the supplyis gone.

Babies Who Need Milk
,"In the city are 132,000 babies under

one year of age. They are used to bot¬
tled milk of a certain grade. Now the
mothers arc forced to give them dippedmilk, with all the dangers of contami¬
nation and the positive danger that re¬
sults from a change of milk.
"The other day as I stood at Mr. Hor-

ton's office window and looked at the
people coming for milk he said: 'Why
(lector, these people will come all win¬
ter. They Insist we must break the
union.' My reply was: 'The persons you
mean are not inconvenienced in the
least. The folks down there are the
liveried chauffeurs who have come ir
limousines for the milk of the House¬
hold. Of course, they can keep it up
all winter. But what about the pool
mothers?' ,k
"So many complairfts nave, been com

ing to my office of poor and stale mill
being sold at outrageous prices tha
we are completely swamped. We an
going as fast as possible, and airead;
have discovered a great deal of wa
tered milk in one instance as mucl
as 1,200 quarts. The remarkably pur*milk supply we have boasted of am
which has resulted in the lowest in
fant death rate ever experienced b;
any community in the world is in seri
ous danger. Already grave charge
concerning the quality of the milk sob
have been prepared for court actioi
by our legal department. We hav
serious complaints regarding profiteer
ing and the sale of unlawful milk.

Protection for Health
"To protect the health as far as possible we have placed inspectors in al

the large plants but, of course, hav
not enough to cover every source o
supply. For this work we are takin
men from other important food inspection work, and this will be reflecte
later in conditions of further disac
vantage to the public.
"The milk barons are playing poltics and are taking advantage of Elci

tion Day as an excuse for their faillir
to make house deliveries. The Polic
Department is always ready to do it
sworn duty. So the matter of polic
protection cannot be given truthful!
as the reason for delay. But this
not the real reason deliveries have n<
been attempted. It is because the con
panies hope to starve their old en
ployees into individual submissio
The companies want the old drive
because they are the only ones wl
know where the milk customers ar
Ultimately the milk companies wi
make peace with their former ei
ployees who are drivers because the
selfish interests will be best tervi
that way.

Able to Cruise
10,0g0 Mil-

Three American Submarines
Are To Be Operated by!
Combination Gas and
Electric Motive Plant
_

Will Be 300 Ft. in Length
¡Each to Have 4 Engines at

Total Cost of 3 Million ;
To Be Finished in 1923
_¦

WASHINGTON, Nov. 6..A new type
of submarine motive plant, comprising
a combination of gas and electric pro-
pulsion, will be installed in three
American submarines of the V-typc,
two of which have just been laid down
at. the Portsmouth, N. H., navy yard.
Naval engineers are said to be watch-
ing construction wijh great interest be¬
cause of their expectation of improved
operation of submersible warcraft to
result from the new installation. A
cruising radius of 10,000 miles is said
to be one possibility.
The latest submarines are to be 2,025-

ton boats, measuring 30U feet in length
and equipped with electric engines of
6,500 horsepower. They are designed
for a surface speed of twenty-one knots
and a submerged speed of from nine to
ten knots an hour. The power plant
will combine the latest engineering de-
velopments resulting from experiments
conducted on the naval collier Jupiter,
now the aircraft carrier Langley.
The two main engines, set well astern,

of 2,250 horsepower each, are of the
six-cylinder type and are connected
with motor generators which will drive
two propellers. Two engines of the
same type, of 1,000 horsepower each,
are located forward and are connected
directly with the generators which,
through two rear electric motors, will
drive the submarine at an economical
surface cruising speed of eleven knots. ]
By combining the main and forward
plants a maximum of 6,500 horsepower
will be obtained. When under water
the submarines will be driven by the
aft motors from batteries and no gas
engines will be run.

Interesting features of the gas en-
gines include the use of the aft motor
generators somewhat as are electric
self-starters in automobiles. The
twelve engines for the three submarines
are said to have cost $3,000,000.

It is estimated by submarine experts
that these vessels will be able to oper¬
ate for a month away from their bases,
or tenders, and that the maximum
cruising radius at an average speed is
approximately 10,000 miles. These esti¬
mates indicate that the submarines w'll
be able, as designed, to accompany naval
fleets on long cruises.
When completed in 1923 the new sub¬

marines will be armed with one fivc-
inch gun, each set in a "wet" mount
forward of the conning tower. The gun
is designed to remain in the wat*"~
when submerged, and can be trained ai-
most in a complete circle or elevated,
as an anti-aircraft weapon. Machine
guns will be mounted on the conning
tower bridge, Forward will be four
torpedo tubes and aft two others, all
of the twenty-one-inch size. Storage
space is planned for sixteen torpedoes.

ATHENS, Nov. 6..A Moslem alliance,

linking northern Persia with the Turk¬
ish Nationalists in Anatolia, has been
signed in Tabriz, it was announced yes¬
terday in the Angora Assembly by
Yougsouf Kemal Bey, Nationalist For¬
eign Minister. This is the first step to
be taken by the followers of Mustapha
Kemal Pasha to provide international
military and political protection for
Islam. Youssouf told the Assembly
that the whole Mahometan world grad¬
ually would rally round the Nationalist
flag. A delegation representing the
Angora government will sail for the
United States this month from Adalia
to seek America's support. The envoys
are expected to arrive in Washington
while the Conference on Armament
Limitation is in session.

BOSTON, Nov. 6..The Rev. Georg«
C. Lorimer, D. D., LL. D.. paator of Tre-
mont Temple, Boston, who died in
1904 while pastor of the Madi.son Ave¬
nue Baptist Church, New York City, de-
livered the mcrning address in Unity
Church, Jordan Hall, Huntington Ave-
nuc, at 11 o'clock this mornh;g, accord¬
ing to the statement of the "Rev. F. A.
Wiggin, D. D., who says he was the
medium through whom Dr. Lorimer
spoke.
For nearly thirty years the Rev. Mr.

Wiggin says he has been under the con¬
trol of John MjCulIough, American
tragedian, who died in 1885, after a

physical and mental breakdown. Only
occasionally does some other personal¬
ity take control of Mr. Wiggin.
To-day while Mr. Wiggin was in *

trance some of the members of th*>
church noticed that his speech was not
the same as usual and his gestures
were a little out of the ordinary. Th*
change was so marked that some of the
members called upon President Comer
to ask Mr. Wiggin whether he was acto-
ally speaking for John McCullough.
He could not give a definite answer, »1-
though he seemed to believe that he
was still under the control of the actor

Later in the seance it came out that
utterances of Mr. Wiggin were in ac-
cord with the ideas of the late Dr. Lor-
imer, and that Dr. Lorimer wished tc
send a message from the spiritual
world to those in the physical world.

Mr. Wiggin says he is unable to tell
the nature of the message until he
enters the trance state and attunes
himself to catch the message.
