Board No Santa Claus for
. People Who Bought at
~ War-Time Prices, He Says
. After Hearing at Capital

Each Case on Its Merits
Individual Requests for Re-

bates To Be Taken Up
Separately, Starting Now

WASHINGTON, Nov, 8.—Uncon-
vinged by the argumenta presented at
the apecial hearing of representatives
of the forty-two original purchasers of
government tonnage for financial re-
lief, the United States Shipping Board
to-day decided to take up each case in-
dividually and ascertain {f some
method cannot ba found for reducing
the outstanding obligations of the
purchasers to the government,

After hearing extensive testimony

{rom representatives of those who pur-
chased Shipping Board vessels dur-
ing 1919 and 1920 st approximately
5200 a ton urging rebates to the pres-
ent market price of $30 to $36 a ton,
Chairman A. D. Lasker announced that
a committee of three trustees of the
Emergency Fleet Corporation would
give further consideration to the plans
for relief made by the ship operators.

Hearings of individual appellants
will be started November 21 by this
committee, The claimants contended
to-day that they were induced to buy
the tonnage at the crest of the wave
of trade in 1918-'20 on the basis that
the cost a ton would be proportion-
ately lessened if the market wvalue
dropped. ’

Chairman Lasker replied that the
board was legally without authority to
give any relief and that a special act
of Congress would be reguired to
remedy the situation.

“We feel that nothing that has been
presented here to-day would argue that
the government could step in as a
Santa Claus and relieve those adults
who have made a bargain out of which
they expected to make money,” Chair-
man Lasker said. “If the board
would give relief to one group, whatis
to be done in counection with an-
other?”

Ship Owners Study Policies

Replies to the questionnaire sent eut
Ly the American Steamship Owners’
Association were considered yesterday
by the committee on national policies
of the association, It was said that a
large number of answers have been re-
ceived and that the sentiment of the
shipping men was practically unani-
mous on the more important questions.
A report is now being drafted, which
will Ee sent to the Shipping Board and
Congress.

La Follette, in New Resolu-
tion, Takes Up Charges
Railroads Are Bound to

WASHINGTON, Nov. 9—A further
move in the direction of a comprehen-
sive investigation into shipping ques-
tions and affairs of the Shipping Board,
ineluding the contracts between Ameri-
ean  railroads and foreign shipping
lines, was made in the Senste to-day.

Senator La Follette, who introduced
a resolution of investipalion several
weeks ngo, pave notice to-day of a
new and still move comprehensive veso-
lution, He intends to press this as a
substitute for his original resolution
early next week,

The La Follette resolution and the!

charges of irregularities brought hy
Senator Jones, of Washington, on the
floor yesterday are expected to result
in a broad investigation by the Senate
Commerce Committee,

The resolution takes up charges that
foreign interests are plotting to de-
stroy the American merchant marine;
that the International Mercantile
Marine Company, through which the
Shipping Board has been trying for
three years to build up American ship-
ping, is controlled by the British gov-
ernment through agreements; that
American railways have entered inte
aspreements with foreign shipping com-
panies prejudicinl to American inter-
ests, and that inefficiency and fraund
have marked the efforts of the United
States in the shipping field.

It goes on to eall for a thorough-
going inyestigation into all phases of
these charges.

It was predicted to-day that if the
Senate ordered an investigation, either
under the La Follette resolution or
some other resolution, the Commerca
Committee would geriously endeavor to
go to the bottom of the question of
what is handicapping the building up of
an American merchant marine,
