James S. Stillman is seventeen years

old and Alexander Stillman is eleven.
Surrogate Cohalan pointed out that

in the divorce action now pending be¬
tween Mr. and Mrs. Stillman in Put¬
nam County, one of the issues is the

Îroper guardianship of the children,
ustice Morschauser ruled that the

children should decide for themselves
who shall be their guardian and they
decided their mother should have con¬
trol over them.
"I am not inclined to make any

order relating to the guardianship of
the person of the infants," said the
Surrogate.

Honor System at Prison
A Success, Macy Asserts

Philanthropist Commissioner of
Corrections Reports on Ex¬

periment at East View
EAST VIEW, N. Y., Nov. 10..Thirty-

nine months of experiment with the
honor system at the model East View
penitentiary has convinced V. Everit
Macy, wealthy Commissioner of Cor¬
rections and a philanthropist, that the
system is a good thing. In a report
made public to-day Mr. Macy tells of
his experiences with self-government,
by prisoners and declares that the value
of the honor system Is shown in the
fact that where only one prisoner has
escaped when left unattended, fourteen
have escaped from thé custody of
guards. Warren McClellan is warden
at East View.

Mr. Macy has the highest praise for
the Effort League, which i* run by the
prisoners at the institution. "During
the thirty-nine months the league has
functioned," the report reads, "only
three officers have been impeached.
two sergeants-ataarms, for not keeping
order, and one public defender, for ob¬
taining the acquittal of those whom the
prisoners knew were at least morally if
not technically guilty of the offenses
charged against them. Would that our

bar associations in the world outside
the prison were always as resentful
of acquittals unjustly secured by their
members."
The East View penitentiary is not a

retreat for idlers, Mr. Macy's report
shows. "No man is compelled to work,
but each is told that unless he is will¬
ing to render service to the best of his
ability he is entitled to only a bare
subsistence. If he does not wish to
work he is left in his cell and given a
restricted diet."

Bandits Handcuff Clerk in
Russian Irons That Defy Police

Locksmith Work» 2 Hours Freeing Manacled Victim
of $29 Hold-Up After Four Station Houses Con¬
fess Defeat; Youths Caught, Fight Patrolman

. Two armed and masked youthful ban¬
dits entered a chain »tore of the Fed¬
eral Grocery Company at 438 Thrsop
Avenue, Brooklyn, at 3:30 o'clock yes¬
terday afternoon, robbed the cash
register of $29, all it contained, and
manacled Treger Barnes, clerk in
charge, with a pair of Russian hand-
cuffs bearing the Petrograd stamp.
Barnes visited four police stations in
a futile effort to have the irons un¬
locked. They were filed off by a lock¬
smith late at night.
Bruno Akunezicz, sixteen years old,giving his address as 34 Grand Street,'

Brooklyn, and William Lezix, twenty,
of 475 Lexington Avenue. Brooklyn,
who later confessed the robbery, were
captured by Patrolman William Schme-
bell, of the Gates Avenue station, at
the conclusion of a chase of five blocks
after they had hidden in the cellar of
Lezix's home. The youths showed
fight, drawing revolvers. Schmebsll
clubbed both into unconsciousness.
They were locked up at the Gates Ave¬
nue station, charged with carrying re¬
volvers and with robbery.
Barnes told the police he was alone

in the store when the two youths en¬
tered. One called for a box of crackers.
When Barnes turned to fill the order
one of the visitors ordered "hands up."

Turning, Barnes confronted the muz¬
zles of two pistols. One bandit ordered
him to turn his buck. He did so and
handcuffs were snapped on his wrists.
The robbers then took the cash in the
register and ran.

Barnes, handcuffed, followed them
up Ihroop Avenue, calling foi" help.
The fugitives were sighted by Patrol¬
man Schmebcll as they turned into
Lexington Avenue. Reaching Lezix's
home, they entered and slammed the
door. Schmebell kicked the door in,
searched the house and found the
youths hiding in the cellar. One of
the weapons confiscated was a heavy
automatic revolver of German make.
The other was a .S8 caliber American
weapon.After the prisoners had been locked
up Barnes called at the Gates Avenue
station to have his irons removed.
Every key in the station was tried, in¬
cluding a Scotland Yard skeleton, sup¬
posed to open any handcuff. All failed.
Barnes hired a taxicab and went to
several stations, efforts being made by
the police in each station to release
him, but all without success. He then
declared he had to get something to
cat, shackled or not. He was fed a
lunch counter meal with the cuffs on
and then had them filed off by a lock¬
smith in Lexington Avenue, who took
nearly two hours for the job.

Hunt for Missing
Invalid To-day in
Woods of Queens

Aged Patient in Sanatorium,
Who Talked of Going to
Jamaica to Vote, Has
Been 'Lost' Since Tuesday

Woods in the vicinity of Brentwood,
L. I., will be explored by searching
parties this morning in an effort to
find Henry L. Norton, eighty-four
years old, former treasurer of the
Jamaica Water Supply Company and a

well known resident of Jamaica, who
disappeared last Tuesday from Dr.
Ross's Health Institute at Brentwood.
Mr. Norton is a past master of the

Jamaica Lodge of Masons and fellow
members will take part in the search.
The hunt will be systematically con¬
ducted. The fear has been expressed
that the aged man wandered into the
Brentwood woods and has been unable
to find his way out.

Mr. Norton had been at the sani¬
tarium for six months and never ap¬
peared to be displeased with his sur¬
roundings. He did express a desire to
return to Jamaica to cast his ballot on
Election Day, but inasmuch as he had
not registered he appeared to accept
the explanation that he would not be
able to vote.
Members of the family told the

police, however, that, despite this ob¬
stacle, Mr, Norton suddenly might have
been seized with a desire to go to the
poils.

Last Tuesday Mr. Norton wore dark
clothing and carried a cane with a
crook handle and silver band. His hair
is snow white. He has side whiskers
and wears gold-rimmed spectacles. He
is five feet six inches in height.
He was prominent in church and

fraternal work and lived at Elizabeth,
N. Ji before settling in Jamaica. He
is a veteran of the Civil War. Mr. Nor¬
ton had spent much time with his mar¬
ried daughter, Mrs. M. R. Bronson, at
Waterbury, Conn., but most of the time
he stayed at the homes of his two sons,
Herbert, an insurance broker, of
Queens Village, and Ralph, a lawyer,
of Jamaica.
Mr. Norton's wife died three years

ago.

Merchant With $14,000
Missing Since Oct. 29

Solomon Kaplan Left Home for
Factory and Has Not Been
Seen Since by His Family

Solomon Kaplan, sixty-three-year-old.
clothing merchant, of 619 Saratoga Ave-j
nue, Brooklyn, walked out of his house
at 6 o'clock on the morning of October
29 with $14,000 in currency in his
pockets and has not been seen since,
according to a report made yesterday
to the Bureau of Missing Persons at
Police Headquarters.
Jacob Kap an, one of seven children,

told the police that it had been his
father's custom for some time to leave
the house every morning before break¬
fast for a walk. When he failed to re¬
turn on the day of his disappearance
it was thought that he had gone direct
to his factory at Thatford and Dumont
avenues, Brooklyn.
Friends and private detectives began

a search for him without success, and
yesterday it was decided to notify the
police. Besides the currency he had
some valuable jewelry in his pos¬
session. It was customary for him to
carry large sums of money.
Mr. Kaplan showed signs of nervous¬

ness during recent months, it was said.
He is described as being five feet four
inches in height and weighing about
155 pounds. When he left home he
wore a gray suit, tan shoes and a
Fedora hat.

Lawyer Says Affidavit
Exonerates Arbuckle

Asserts Detective Swears Miss
Rappe Declared Film Star

Did Not Injure Her
SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 10..A sworn

statement by George Glennon, house
detective of the Hotel St. Francis.which purports to clear Roscoe C.
("Fatty") Arbuckle of criminal respon-sibility for the death of VirginiaRappe, motion picture actress, is inthe hands of District Attorney MatthewF. Brady, Gavin McNab, chief counsel
for Arbuckle, declared to-day.Mr. Brady admitted having taken astatement from Glennon several weeks
ago, but said that he had so manyother matters to attend to that he did
not remember the nature of its con¬
tents.
The statement was of the questionand answer type, according to the de¬

fense. The detective asked the girl if
the hotel, where she sustained her in¬
juries, was responsible for her hurts
in any way, and she replied "No."

"Did Mr. Arbucklei* hurt you?" she
was asked by Glennon, according to the
defense statement.
"No."
"Then who hurt you?"
"I do not know. I may have been

hurt by falling off the bed," she re¬
plied, according to Arbuckle's counsel.

Arbuckle is to go to trial on Monday
on a charge of manslaughter growingoat of Miss Bappe's death.

Mail To-dav Will
Be Under Guard of
U. S. Marine Corps

Initial Contingent Going on
Unusual Duty Will Come
Over This Morning From
Navy Yard in Brooklyn

Captain Norman R. Bates, who will
command the first detachment of ma¬
rines to be assigned to protect the
mails here and on trains leaving the
city, reported to Postmaster Edward
M. Morgan late yesterday afternoon.
Word had been received at the Post-
office, early in the day that the first
contingent, consisting of sixty-five men
from Brooklyn Navy Yard, would ar¬

rive at noon, but Captain Bates said
his men would not be on hand until
this morning. Meanwhile, it is under¬
stood that 200 marines are on their
way here from Quantico.
Day and night guards immediately

will be placed upon each of the forty
mail trains leaving the city. Regis¬
tered mail will be concentrated while
being moved between the terminals and
postoffices.
Twenty clerks were busy all day yes¬

terday sending out a corrected list of
the registered mail stolen in the
Broadway hold-up to a mailing list of,
about 200,000 banks, bond houses,
brokerage firms and .police chiefs in
every city and village in the country.
The work is expected to take a week.
At the head of the list of stolen prop¬
erty was the announcement of a re¬

ward of $20,000 for the conviction of
the bandits. A sub-title saying that
$5,000 was offered for ep.ch conviction
gave the first intimation that the gov¬
ernment believes that four men were
involved in the robbery.
Postmaster Walter C. Burton, in

Brooklyn, announced that the precau¬
tions planned in Manhattan for the
prevention of mail hold-ups would not
be put into effect in his district, which
does not contain an important railroad
terminal or a Federal Reserve Bank.
Trucks carrying registered mail for
Manhattan, however, will carry a
driver and a guard, both armed.

Bandits Get $50,000 Loot
Two Robbers Drive Jewelry
Shop Clerks Into Back Room

Prisoner, Who Is Believed to
Have Attempted to Fake
Madness, Declared Nor-v
mal by Bellevue Expert

Must Return to Tombs

Judge to Vacate Order Stay¬
ing Execution of Sen¬
tence for Beating Woman

Charles F. Tighe, the convicted de¬
tective sergeant, who was moved from
the Tombs to Bellevue Hospital recent¬
ly upon showing alleged signs of mental
derangement, was pronounced perfectly
sane yesterday by Dr, Menas S. Gre¬
gory, alienist of the institution.
The decision confirms the informa¬

tion obtained and printed by The Trib¬
une several days ago that there were
indications that Tighe was feigning
insanity in an effort to escape serving
a sentence of two to four years for
clubbing a woman.

Tighe to Return to Tombs
Dr. Gregory's findings have been sent

to the Tombs and court authorities, it
is understood, and Tighe probably will
be taken back to the Tombs prison to¬
day. Judge John F. Mclntyre, when in¬
formed of the alienists's decision,
said:

"I will vacate at once the order stay¬
ing the execution of the sentence, if
that is the case."
The judge had not received the phy¬

sician's report, however, up to the time
he left his chambers.
Tighe was convicted of having used

a club on Mr3. Emma Lennon during a
raid on a restaurant last July. He was
sentenced to from two to four years in
Sing Sing by Judge Crain on October
14. The judge, in passing sentence,
said he wondered from the man's rec¬
ord why he was tolerated on the police
force so long.
The prisoner was being held in the

Tombs pending action on his applica¬
tion for a certificate of reasonable
doubt, when Dr. Perry Lichtenstein,
the Tombs physician, notified Justice
Hotchkiss and Judge Mclntyre that
Tighe was showing signs of mental
disturbance and recommended his
transfer to Bellevue for treatment.

Prisoner Merely Nervous
Upon the court's orders, Tighe was

removed to Bellevue for observation.
After a week's examination Dr. Greg¬
ory, head of Bellevue's psychopathic
ward, made up his mind yesterdaythat the convicted detective was sane
and normal in every way, and so
notified the court» and the Tombs
officials. Dr. Gregory said, however,
that Tighe was a bit nervous when hs
was first brought to the hospital, but
that this apparently had disappeared,and so far as he couid see there was
nothing now the matter with the man.
Keepers in the Tombs at the time of

his removal pointed to his transfer as
a strange procedure. They insisted
they had not noticed anything unusual
or wrong with Tighe while in the
prison. Dr. Lichtenstein lauçhed at
the keepers' comments, remarking that
there were many indications of a dis¬
turbed mentality not visible to the
lay mind.

Turkish Brigands Turn
Brokers in Ship Fares

"Sell" 15 Passengers on Liner
Steerage Accommodations at

First Cabin Rates
Graft along the water front is not

peculiar to New York City, according
to passengers who arrived yesterday
from the Levant on the Turkish steam¬
ship Gul Djemal. The docks of Con-

ítantinoplo, they said, are alive with
"con men," who will soil anything
from a steamship to a pier lease and
make the buyer thank them for the
favor.
The latest game of the Turks is to

sell to prospective voyagers steernge
tickets camouflaged as cabin trans¬
portation and disposed of at the higher
rate.
When the Gul Djemal was well out

in the Mediterrnnan it was found that
fifteen passengers who had paid cabin
fare had received only steerage tickets.
When they told their story and pro¬
tested to the skipper they were per¬
mitted to travel in the cabin. On ar¬
rival here, however, they were listed
on tho ship's manifest as steerage pas-
sengors and as auch were obliged to go
to Ellis Island.
, Mrs. Sarah Grumwold and her
eightcen-ycar-old daughter paid $700
for cabin accommodations. They -found
their tickets were good only for the
steerage.

Hart Questioned by
Federal Grand Jury
On Stolen Permits

Former Prohibition Direc¬
tor Will Be Recalled to
Stand ; Yellowley Ousts
18 More Dry Agents

Judge Harold L. Hart, of Bingham-
ton, N. Y., who resigned his office of
Federal Prohibition Director for New
York State on October 6 after holding
it for six months, was a witness yes¬
terday before the Federal Grand Jury
investigating complaints of lax en-
enforcemont of the Volstead law.
Judge Hart was in the grand jury

room for about two hours, where he
was questioned by Assistant United
States Attorney Maxwell S. Mattuck,
who is in charge of the investigation.
It is understood that Mr. Mattuck's
questions dealt with the conduct of
the prohibition office at 49 West
Twenty-seventh Street, and particu¬
larly with what is known as the "247,-
000" case of stolen permits.
This was the theft of a book of

liquor permits, numbered from 247,001
to 247,300, involving illegal attempts
to withdraw liquor worth $6,600,000.
Seach by Federal agents has resulted
in finding 208 of these forgeries in
different parts of tho country.
At the end of Judge Hart's examina¬

tion yesterday it was decided to call
him to tho stand again, probably on

Wednesday of next week.
The grand jury is. expected to end

its inquiry next week, when it will
present its findings to Judge Van Fleet.

Coiiicidentally with the appeaancc of
Judge Hart before the Federal grand
jury came information from reliable
sources at prohibition headquarters in
West Twenty-seventh Street that eigh¬
teen more agents had been discharged.
This would make a total of fifty to be
dismissed here since E. C. Yellowley,
who came on from Washington and has
been acting director since the resig¬
nation of Judge Hart, begijn his house-
cleaning.

It is understood the agents dismissed
were mostly those having to do with
the issuance of permits.

In the Federal District Court yester¬
day Judge Van Fleet sentenced two
longshoremen, believed to be members
of a band of longshoremen operating a

liquor smuggling route, to $200 fine
each, with the alternative of sixty
days in jail, in Essex County, N. J.
They were John Dornellas and Charles
Haines.

Dornellas, who is tall and thin, was
caught at South Ferry yesterday with
a belt hung with twelve bottles of
whisky, over which his overcoat draped
itself in a way that, attracted attention.
Haines was arrested as he was leaving
the steamer Morro Castle, Pier 14, with
three quarts of whisky.
Following a fire in a one-story brick

building at 204 Himrod Street, Brook¬
lyn, last night, the police, found two 75-
gallon stills and fifty-six 5-gallon cans
of alcohol. The blaze was caused by
an explosion of one of the stills.
According to' the police, Victor B.

Glickson, a tailor, of 1395 Myrtle Ave¬
nue, Brooklyn, is the owner of the
building. When questioned Glickson
said that ho rented the building to two
men about two months ago, who said
th&y wanted it to store olive oil and
cheese. He said he did not know the
men's names and had only seen them
once, when they paid their rent.

Police Muffler
Put on $90,000
Fur Robberies

$50,000 Haul in West 72d
St. and $5,000 Theft in
Lexington Ave. Believed
To Be Election Day Jobs

$35,000 Loot in 29th St.
Park Ave. Home Robhed of

$6,000Diamond; $2,500
in Gems Stolen Uptown

Crooks enjoyed unmolested freedom
during the election period, it became
known yesterday, despite effort» of !
the police to suppress official reports
of a series of robberies. They looted
three fur firms of cloaks and skins
valued at $90,000 and made extensive
hauls in households. No arrests have
resulted.
The largest theft was reported by

the Shipman Company, of 140 West
Seventy-second Street, from which
robbers took eighty sealskin coats
and other furs worth $50,000. The
robbery is believed to have been com¬
mitted at D o'clock Tuesday morning,
as an occupant of the apartment above
the store heard an alarm buzzer ring¬ing then. From his window he saw
three men placing bundles in an auto¬
mobile standing in front of the place.He sent in a call to Police Headquar¬ters and more than one hundred po¬licemen were sent to the scene, but bythe time they arrived there was no
trace of the robbers.

$5,000 in Furs on Models Gone
An hour later A. Paul, proprietor of

Paul's Fur Store, Fifty-ninth Street
and Lexington Avenue, was awakened
by an electric alarm in his apartment,
a block away from the store. He
reached his establishment in a few
minutes to find that thieves had broken
into the show window and stripped
models of cloaks valued at $5,000. Ac¬
cording to Paul, two policemen and a
private watchman passed the store:
shortly before the alarm sounded.
Another robbery which the police at¬

tempted to keep quiet was that of the
fur shop of Cohen, Greenberg & Co.,
on the twelfth floor of 134 West
Twenty-ninth Street, which reported the
Iofs of fur cloaks and ñkins valued at
,$35,000. The place was looted last Sun¬
day night, and apparently the thieves
worked for several hours without fear
of detection. Plow they gained entrance
to the building has not been disclosed.

After removing the door of the shop
from its hinges the robbers tried to cut
into the fur rooms of Maynard Miller
& Co., on the floor below. A section of
the flooring was sawed out, but the in¬
truders gave up the attempt to get
into the Miller establishment when
their way was blocked by a pipe line.
It is believed they made their way to
the roof, from which they tossed the
loot to the street, as several cloak
hangers were .found on the stairway
leading to a skylight. A dangling rope
indicated the thieves had departed by
the fire escape.

Woman Loses $6,000 Diamond
Other robberies which the police en-

deavored to keep secret were reported
by Mrs. F. E. Bright, of 417 Park Ave-
nue, from whose apartment a diamond
valued at $6,000 was taken, and by A.
Kursman, of 512 West 151st Street, who
reported the theft of jewelry worth
$2,500.
A reward of $3,000 has been offered

by Edward E. Thalmann for the return
of jewelry valued at $16,000, which
was stolen October 19 from his home
at Irvington-on-the-Hudson. The prop-
erty consisted of thirty-four pieces of
jewelry, the most valuable being a flex-
ible platinum bracelet set with sixty
¡square diamonds. The jewelry was
takefi while members of the family
were at dinner. Private detectives,
after questioning the servants, decided
the robbery was the work of experi-

enced New York burglars, who entered
the house by breaking through a porch
screen. I
