
Pick of Barnard
Students to Take

Special Courses
Thirteen Are Designated to

Enter the New Honors
Class as an Experi¬
ment in Higher Education
A deviation from ordinary honora

courses is being conducted at Barnard
College, Dean Virginia C Glldersleeve
announced yesterday. By the new plan

N the thirteen picked women students
who have been chosen for the experi¬
ment will be able to specialize on one

subject and will be relieved from much
of the ordinary routine of college work.

This new special honors course, based
to some extent on the English system
of education, is designed only for stu¬
dents of unusual educational develop¬
ment, and will be open only as a gen¬
eral rule to sophomores and juniors.
Dean Gildersleevt» said, however, that
"it might be possible for a very ex¬

traordinary student of unusual ma¬

turity to be admitted at the beginning
of her freshman *year."
"We have felt for some years," Dean

Gildersleeve said, "that we spend too
much time on our mediocre and poor
students and not enough on tbe really
good ones. And we have been inclined
to think that the system in our Ameri¬
can colleges does not ordinarily get the
greatest possible amount of work out ofri
an able girl and develop her scholar^
ship to the utmost of which she is
capable. The distinction between pass
students and honors students in the
English universities seemed to hold out
a suggestion of possible usefulness. In
a way our new honors course is a little
like the English arrangement, but we
are trying to adapt it to American con¬
ditions. /
"We intend this special honors

course only for students who know
their own minds and who definitely
wish to become scholars in a certain
field. They will be allowed a much
greater chance for specialization than
the ordinary student, but we do not
think that they will develop into narrow
minded specialists. We expect to ad¬
mit into the course only students with

.such intellectual ability and interests
that they can absorb enough knowledge
of philosophy and económico, for ex¬
ample, to make them intelligent citi¬
zens, without taking definite pre¬
scribed course's in these subjects.
"Of course, we do not think that all

students ought to he of this typo. We
most decidedly think the opposite. The
American college, with its aim of de¬
veloping not primarily specialists, but
good all-round, intelligent human
beings ruid citizens, trained intel¬
lectually, physically and socially,
should continue this excellent work.
We shall always expect to have a great
majority of our students of this type,
but wo want also a few first-rate
scholars and specialists."

Bachaus Heard in
Recital; Stransky

Orchestra Plays
Great Pianist Shows Musi¬

cianship in Formidable
Program; Philharmonie
in 3 Beethoven Numbers

Wore Mr. William Bachaus an un«

known figure in the large world of
music, or even in that of New York,
one might have gone to his pianoforte
recital in Town Hall yesterday after¬
noon with Borne trepidation, for his
program was a formidable and even

awe-inspiring one. But Mr. Bachnus la
recognized as one of the great pian¬
ists of the day in the capitals of
Europe and is no stranger to New
York. He visited us first in January,
1912, played at a concert of the Sym¬
phony Society and elsewhere, won quick
and warm recognition, and two years
l?\ter came again and in orchestra
concerts and recitals was heard with
delight by all of our really musical
folk. It wa8 somewhat discomfiting
to observe yesterday that his audi¬
ence was not numerous and that it
had the appearance of a gathering
drummed up to make such a welcome
as is accorded to ambitious fledglings
essaying their first metropolitan
flight, or any errant bird of passage.
It did not speak well for the much-
vaunted culture of our public.
But the character of the audience is

a petty theme when an artist of Mr.
Bachaus's caliber presents himself
for consideration. His program was
formidable and awe-inspiring, but with
it he did honor to himself and the in¬
telligent element among his hearers.
It consisted of Schumann's Fantasia,
op. 17; Brahms's Variations on a
Theme by Paganini and Liszt's Sonata
in B minor.three coIosbí in the liter¬
ature of the pianoforte. The first and
third of these compositions appear not
infrequently on the programs of vir¬
tuosi, but are Beldom played as Mr.
Bachaus plays them, with such a com¬
mand of their technical as well as

spiritual contents, for ho is one of the
masters of his art, a master musician
as well as a master technician, There
are twenty-eight of the variations by
Brahms and some of them Are so dif¬
ficult of performance that few pianists
attempt to ploy them all. We did not
check them off yesterday, but it seemed
to us that none of them frightens the
soul of Mr. Baehausf on tho contrary,
he conquered them all and marched
them past in stately and splendid ro-
view, expounding their beautiful poly¬
phonic structure, laying bare the souls
of those which arc instinct with poetry
and revealing the boilutiful raiment of
those which ask only feats of pianistic
legerdemain. In all that wo heard
him piny, in the soaring proclamation
of Schumann and the virtuoso studies
of Brahms, ho revealed himself as a
fine, intelligent, sensitive musician
rather than the showman virtuoso.
Ono thing alone was deplorable.he
frequently forced the tone of his in¬
strument beyond tho limit of tonal
beauty.
The Philharmonie Society gave the

first of its Saturday evening concerts
in Carnegie flail last night and Mr.
Stransky made its program, also of
three numbers only, but all by one

composer.Beethoven. There was the
third of the "Leonore" overtures, the
violin concerto and the C minor sym¬
phony, which has now had four per¬
formances within a little more than a

fortnight. Mr. Kochanski was the solo
violinist, and his performance, which
was all on a lofty plane and at times
soared into the higher ether, aroused
great enthusiasm.in the orchestra as
well as in the audience. It was admir¬
ably accompanied, too, though tho
string band, as if rejoicing in the
music in which the solo player was one
of their folk,' occasionally indulged
in so much sonority as to efface tho
melodic line when it was intrusted lo
the wood-wind choir. The overture was
generally marked by a finely sustained
eloquence, which faltered only a few
times because of what seemed to us
undue retardations of tempo.

Japanese Honor Roosevelt
A delegation representing the Japa¬

nese Industrial commission now in this
country yesterday visited the grave of
former President Theodore Roosevelt
at Oyster Bay. The delegates left the
Plaza at 10 o'clock and made the
trip to Oyster Bay by automobile. A
large wreath was laid at the simple
stone that marks the grave.

Following the visit to the grave the
delegate« visited Sagamore Hill, where
they were received by the former Pres¬
ident's widow. The Japanese showed
parttculnr interest In the sword, which
still hangs in the reception hall, pre¬sented to Colonel Roosevelt by the late
Emperor of Japan, and a full suit of
armor presented by Admiral Togo, vic¬
tor in the decisive battle against the
Russians ut Tsushima Straits.

John Powell in Recital
A "Slumber Song," announced ac-

cording to the program, to be a lut«
work of Liszt, was played for the first:
time by John Powell at his piano re¬
cital yesterday afternoon at Aeolian
Hall. It had been discovered by Carl
V. Lachmund among manuscripts ac¬
quired while a pupil of Liszt at Wei¬
mar, in 188l-'84. The construction was
simple, with a theme stated at first
without harmonization, then played
over an undulating accompaniment,
leading to a quiet close. Another first
performance was "White Birches," by
Marion Bauer, a light, agreeable piecewith a slightly French flavor.

Besides these, Mr. Powell played
Beethoven's "Waldstein" Sonata. Op.
r>3, four Chopin Scherzos, a Donhanyi
Rhapsody, three Country Dances, Bee-
thoven-Seiss, David Guion's highly
spiced arrangement of "Turkey in the
Straw" and Liszt's Thirteenth Hun¬
garian Rhapsody. Mr, Powell's tech¬
nique was brilliant and his perform¬
ance varied and expressive. He seemed
especially at home when he rippled off
clear and liquid rapid passages punc¬
tuated with tempestuous outbursts.
The audience and Mr. Powell seemed
mutually pleased.

Rare Swiss Hanging
OfGoldEmbroidery
Is Sold for $6,400

Purchase Made by P. W.
French Is Feature of Close
of Auction Disposing of
De Soiiliami Furnishings

A gold needle-painted Swiss em¬

broidered panel considered by experts
to be unique, no similar example being
known to any of the European mu¬

seums, was sold yesterday at the Amer¬
ican Art Galleries for $0,400 to P. W.
French. This beautiful object, of six¬
teenth century workmanship, was the
rarest of the rare needlework panels
and tapestries offered at the closing
sale of the famous American collection
of art furnishings of Henri S. de Sou-
hami, the French art expert. The en¬

tire sale reached the high total of $232,-
287.50, yesterday's proceeds alone
amounting to $95,525.
A cartoon by Albrecht Dürer ¡s the

motive used throughout the panel. It
is in exceptionally fine petit-point, de¬
picting passages from the Old Testa¬
ment nnd the life of Christ. It
is centered with six large, entwining,
wreathed medallions in which the fol¬
lowing subjects aie depicted: "Adam
and Eve," "The Sacrifice of Abraham,"
"Jacob's Dream," "The Nativity," "The
Crucifixion" and "The Resurrection."
Sixteen smaller medallions depicting
the life of Christ and the portraits of
the Evangelists form the border. The
panel is most skillfully executed, the
features of the figures being fine, clear
impressions. The coloring resembles
the manner of the stained glass of the
period. It measures seven feet by six
feet eight inches, and was obtained
from the collection of a prince.
Another highly important sale was

that of two French seventeenth century
Gobelin tapestries belonging to a set of
four classical subjects illustrating epi¬
sodes in the life of Niobe and her chil¬
dren, the subjects being "Niobe. Re¬
ceiving the Messenger:;" and "Apollo
Slaying Niobe's Seventh and Last Son,"#Warren Wetmore obtained them with*
a top bid of $5,100 each.
Two Renaissance tapestry canton¬

niers, executed in the Royal Brussels
looms and representing "Justice" and
"Peace," brought $6,000 from P. W.
French, the hangings having been
woven by royal commission, and were
obtained from the Comte de Gontaut
Biron collection.

Is Unveiled on Tampa

Exercises were held on board the
new United States revenue cutt'-r
Tampa, at anchor in North River off
the foot of Ninety-sixth Street, yes-
terday afternoon in connection with
the unveiling and acceptance of a

bronze memorial tablet in honor of the
1 IB officers and men of the Ill-fated
eujtter Tampa, it» predecessor, which
was sunk on September 2.', V.ilH, in
Bristol Channel.
Three hundred relativo« of the men

who lost their live«, together with 100
members of the Tarnpa Post, 719, of
the Americfin Legion, were carried to
the new cutter by launches and took
seats on the afterdeck, where the cere¬
monies were heïd.
The principal speaker was Colonel

William K. Reynolds, commandant of
the United State* Coa*t Guard. He
paid a high tribute to the coast guard
service during the war, and stressed
the sacrifices which its personnel had
made. The tablet was unveiled by Miss
Mildred McGoutry, four-year -old daugh¬
ter of the late Lieutenant McGoutry,
who lost his life on the Tampa.
