was for the bencfit of the Town Hall
Endowment Fund, and the price of
tickets was double the ordinary. The
lest may have been sufficient to pro-
dues the effect which has been noted.

The music played was Dr. Strauss's
Sonata for pianoforte and violoncello,
hin Sonata for pianoforte and violin, a
pair of his innocent little pianoforte
pisees (one of them known as “At the
Fountain”), and his Quartet for piano-
{orte, violin, viola and violoncello. Mr.
Willeke, Mr. Hobermen in the violin con-
sonata, Mr. Hobeman in the violin son-
ata and in the quartet the violn player
was Mr, William Kroll. All this muasije
belongs to the music composed when
Dr. Strauss was a devotee at the classie
shrine. It is to be hoped that his atti-
tude toward it is like that felt by Rich-
ard Wagner toward nis own symphony
and early operas, namely, that though
he spoke of them as “sins of his youth”
he yet kept a warm place in his
heart of hearts for them.

Dr. Strausa's pieces, even the piano-
forte trifies, are not sins, not even
artistic peccadilloes. The_v do mot
loom large in the list of his works,
but they make gracious prnﬂamutmu
of his erative gemius at a period when
he had no need to call in the help of
thinga essentially extraneous to musie,
to stimulate his inventive faney. They
are frankly and unaffectedly musie,
nothing else, nothing less, nothing
more. Dr. Strauss i3 not a virtuose
planist and makes no attempt to ap-
pear as one. He played his pieces
with less obvious desire to bring out
their beauties of tone and expression
than his companion’s, but hon-
estly, streightforwardly and well. Mr.
Willeke disclosed a greater familiarity
with the violoncella sonata than did
the composer, and played his part of it
with less sentime ntaur_'. than Mr.
Huberman indulged in the pieca for
violin. The ensemble playing in the
quartet showed proper respect for the
composer and the occasion; it could
not he ealled finished in style or éxscu-
tion. That was not to be expected
under the circumstances.
