The large majority
of companies have maintained approxi¬
mately the government scale, but in
some instances f-eamen have been
shipped as low as $3ô a month.
American companies are now oper¬

farers are applying for employment at
practically any rate of pay rather than
remain idle.
The pay of^the masters of ships now

ranges from $295 to $370 in the Ship-
pinp: Board scale, according to the class
of vessels. The pay of chief engineers
ranges from $260 to $330; that of able
seamen is $72.50 and of ordinary sea-
men $52.50. Following the decrease of
15 per cent last spring the British and
other foreign fleets made correspond-
ing reductions to maintain their differ-
cntial under American vessels.

Ihc program for reduction of naval
urmaments i:i not expected to affect
adversely the interests of the leading
American shipyards, accord ing to a
statement front Charles S. Kin*', secre¬
tary of the Atlantic Coast Shipbuilders
Association. He says that the navy i.i
so deficient in small cruisers that the
abandonment of tho capital ships under
construction will call for tho laying
down of a number of vessels of the
smaller cla3s.

Shipbuilders are awaiting with con¬
siderable interest the discussion of
regulations governing the convercion
of merchant craft for war purposes,
Mr. King says.
While the shipyards may gain later

:"rom I he contracta for small warships,
it is pointed out that the immediate
effect of the disarmament plan will
be serious. More than a thousand con¬
cerns now have contracts with the
government in connection with the
construction of battleships, projected
or actually begun. Tho government
last year disbursed more than $00,000,-
000 on its naval building program.
Mr. King declares that the heaviest
losers will be the steel 'nanufacturers,
and that other lines of manufacturing
affected will be electrical, wood fur¬
nishing, upholstering, scientific instru¬
ment manufacturéis, and producers of
stool cables, anchors, tools and naval
engines.
These facts, it is declared, are not

given in any criticism of the Wash¬
ington program, but to set forth the
situation clearly.

Substance of Hague Hules To
Be Retained ; Plan To Be
Submitted to Steamship
Heads for Suggestions

The Shipping Board shortly vill
draft a uniform ocean bill of ladine.
which will include the substance of
the Hague rules but with modifica¬
tions to moot American requirements,
Elmer Schlcsinger. general counsel for
the board and the Emergency Fleet
Corporation, said yesterday.

Mr. Bchlesinger said that the offi¬
cials of the board have been favora¬
bly imprósseu »':.t!¡ the statements of
Charlea S. Haighf;, chr.irriian of the
bill of lading committee of the Inter¬
national Chamber of Commerce, and
are convinced that a simplified, uni¬
form document is desirable. It is be¬
lieved that the Hague rules have prreat
merit and that with some changes
they will be approved by the board and
private ship owners, as well as the ma¬
jority of shippers and marine under¬
writers.
The board is now giving thorough

consideration to this matter, and is ex¬

pected to take action soon. The uni¬
form bill proposed by the Interstate
Commerce Commission, covering rail
and water shipments, has failed to g«-t
the indorsement of the board. An at¬
tempt will be made to retain the best
features of this document and also
the Hague rules and to incorporât.«
them into a shorter and more simple
form. This will then be sent to ship-
pine men for their opinions.
Other officials of the board have

stated that they are inclined to agree
with the views of some shippers that
the Hague rules would be to their dis¬
advantage in that they would throw
upon them the burden of proving that
tue steamship company was negligent
in the event of loss or damage. Un¬
der the Harter .act- the shippers are

protected and the companies must
prove lack of negligence.
