Kiki .,.Ignore Ulric

In undertaking his study of the char¬
acter of Kiki, the cocotte, Mr. Bclasco
confesses an understandable bewilder¬
ment She Is, he says in the play¬
bill at the Belasco, a puzzle, the solu¬
tion of which he is pleased to leave to
an indulgent public. Though a "uni¬
versal little creature," to be found al¬
most anywhere, from a shop counter
to a gypsy's wagon, she is yet provoc¬
ative of speculation. What will be¬
come of her the asks himself as the
curtain falls, with Kiki in the arms of
Victor Renal, a Parisian impresario?
Is earnestness the keynote of her mood,
or jocularity? Will she grow up, or

h*»« she grown up already? Where is
she now, and why? Was she telling
the truth when, vith great embarrass¬
ment, »he admitted her chastity in the
final scene, or was she feigning virtue
as she did catalepsy? Since the non¬

plussed Mr. Belasco has had the char¬
acter between his thumb and forefinger
for many studious months, and since
his powers of scrutiny are unusual, it
ia best, perhaps, to join him in his
perplexity and to leave Kiki among the
entertaining, if not important, myste¬
ries of the womankind of the theater.
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Of one of Kiki's attributes, however,
we all may be assured. She is cute.
She is cute for three solid hours at
the Belasco, performing most of the
beguiling capers of the more roughish
of the kittens. Coy, gamine, graceful
end not .ignobly feline, she jumps
through all the cute hoops. It is
no faint tribute that one pays to
Miss Leonore Ulric, therefore, when
one testifies that, beginning to be Cuto
at 8:30, she continued last evening to
remain so, with few intermissions,
until 11. This, no doubt, is a record
for endurance in cuteness, and Miss
Ulric is to be felicitated for her
fiChievement in a difficult endeavor.
Her charm and her sultry beauty,
added to her histrionic sagacity, to
Mr. Belasco's fascinating legerdemain
and to the public appetite for such
things, made the evening a happy tri¬
umph for all of us.
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Kiki enters the play (which is adapt¬
ed by Mr. Belasco from the French of
André Picard) as a vivid little chorus
girl who has a determined adoration
for her manager (Mr. Sam B. Hardy).
She has worshiped him from the curb,
as, in the tall hat and fur coat of his
calling, he makes his way to and from
his theater. Her persistence, her per¬
sonality and her beauty distract him,
and, being a divorced and lonely man¬

ager, he takes her to his rooms. Their
association, however, Í3 without the
customary improprieties, and, so, after
a while, it irks him. Kiki is evicted
in a fine exhib.tion by Miss Ulric of
gutter pride and aristocracy, during
which «he removes much of her cloth¬
ing.- In order to remain in propinquity
to her hero she counterfeits a cata¬
lepsy, and great sport of a farcical
kind is made thereafter as Kiki is car¬

ried to and fro about the apartment
in her spurious unconsciousness aftd
rigidity. It was a little reminiscent
of the oldtimo minstrel afterpieces.

Miss Ulric is very appealing, a while
later, as in pretty pajamas she sits on

the side of RenaVs bed and reports to
him her clean philosophy and the story
of her life. Her love-making is Ir¬
resistibly frank and child-like and
though lengthy and a little repititious,
it held us last evening, spellbound, as

they sa.*. Mr. Hardy, as the man in
the matter, was handsom« and not
much affected and it pleased us to see

him at the end understanding Kiki's
character, even if we and Mr. Bclasco
did not.

Schoenberg's
"Five Pieces" a
Wierd Effort
_

Philadelphia Orchestra Is
Heard in Excruciating
Music That Was Hissed
in London and Vienna

,A Travesty on Harmony
Composer Speaks in Un¬
known Tongue and There
Is None to Interpret

____________

To the patrons of the Philadelphia

Orchestra Mr. Stokoweky last night
granted the inestimable boon of hear¬
ing the "Five Orchestral Pieces" of
Arnold Schönberg. Nine years ago
they were performed for the first time
in London and caused something like
a riot, the audience being divided into
a party which showed its indignation
by hissing and an opposition party
which was stirred, probably more by
the sounds which came from the pro¬
testants than those made by the band,
into a demonstration of applause.

It was, we believe (we arc not sure),
when the same pieces were played in
Vienna that an eneregtic hisser, who
sat immediately in front of the late
Mr. Mahler, was rebuked by the latter,
and »turning around, retorted: "Ihren
Dreck habe ich auch ausgipiffen!" ("I
hissed your muck also!"). Last week
Mr. Stokowski presented the pieces to
his Philadelphia audience, which gave
expression to its feelings' by an ener¬
getic chorus of hisses. Last night a
large gathering of decorous, too decor¬
ous, New Yorkers received the first of
the five pieces with laughter and mild¬
ly applauded the rest.
We say that the gathering was too

decorous because the composition.we
suppose it is that, no matter what else
it may be.ought to have been received
with unmistakable signs of protest.
Why should there have been a protest?
Conductors who put such things on
their programs do so either because
they believe them, to be artistic prod¬
ucts or because they feel it a duty to
keep the public informed as to what is
doing in the name (we cannot say the
province) of music or to pander to idle
curiosity and create a sensation.

Progress Made a Shibboleth
In all these cases, except the last,

refuge is sought in the shibboleth
"Progress." Music is an art which
must make progress.that is, go on¬ward.if it is not to sink into decay.Granted. Let us be progressive evenif progress leads us into the deep,dark, dank and noisome abysses ofhell.
But let us be sure that the leaderis progress and not reversion to savag¬ery. Savagery, not barbarism. Thebarbarian seeks cheer and beauty inhis crude efforts at art; the savageseeks to appease horror by horriblesacrifice. Schönberg is said to havecomposed his orchestral pieces andmuch elt'e from a sincere convictionthat he was widening the gates ofmusic and opening paths to apprecia¬tion of greater potentialities than his

predecessors found in it.
If he is sincere, whether sufferingfrom a form of dementia created bjthe nerve destroying and sense perverting life of to-day, or not, he is trbe respected and, perhaps, pitied.Then, we conceive, he is in a different

case from some other men whose so
called music hae been heard of late, ir
that he is in earnest. He may be ar
acousmstic, who accepts what he think;
ate «esthetic evangels without the powerwillingness or desire to inquire int<
their rationality, his hallucination be
ing that whatever enters his menta
ear ic significant, or true (crimes ma:be committed in the name of truth)
and because significant, or true, there
fore beautiful, or good art.

Profaning the Temple
On the other hand, if one (Lor

Berners, for Instance, as we had oc
i casion to observe á few days ago) feel
disposed to enter the Temple of ApolU
put his thumb to his nose and twiddl

I his fingers at the god, let him do s
and welcome. But if while so doin
he professes to be a priest of Apoll
let him be stoned to death as a pre
faner of the temple.
What the "Five Pieces" of Schöbet

| are like we cannot undertake to d<
scribe in terms of definition or ana
vsis. The composer has written wh*
has been described as a marvelous and
monumental textbook on hai'mony. Its
fundamental principle is that any note
(we suppose tone is meant) may be
combined with any other notes. "Of
course it can; paper i¡? patient," is a
German proverb. But is the result
harmony? It will not be till chaos be
come again and the musical heavens
rolled up like a scroll and thrown into
the pit. Mr. Schönberg has also said
(and ten thousand musical schoolboys
to whom the study of musical science
and art is irksome have said it before
and after him) that a composer must
write as he feels. So he must; but if
his feeling is a predilection for the
ugly, he has no business with art so
long as art is held by mankind to be
an expression of beauty.
Like all of his fellows Schönberg says

that he wants his music heard as mu¬
sic. But he also saya that it is a defi¬
nite mental scheme translated into
tone as viewed (or conceived) by him.
And so after his music has thrown
those who want to greet every advance
into bewilderment he gives his pieces
titles, "Presentiments," "The Past,"
"The Changing Chord." "Peripetia"
(i. e., an "about face") and "The Obbli-
gato Recitation"; and one of his ex
pounders hastens to explain that what
he has sought to express is "All that
dwells in us subconsciously like a
dream; which is a great fluctuant pow¬
er, and is built upon none of the lines
that arc familiar to us; which has a
rhythm, as the Hood has its pulsating
rhythm, as all »ifc in us has its rhythm;
which has a tonality, but only as the
sea or the storm has its tonality;which has harmonies, though wo can¬
not grasp or analyze then nor can we
trace its theme. ..." All its
technical craft is submerged, niade one
and indivisible with the content of tho
work. We can no longer differentiate
jbetween technique and idea, because
the composer attaint, to an unrestingintermingling of both. There is no
working out; any attempt to separatewhat is inseparable would T>o to rais-

' understand this mujiic."
"Incoherent and Distressing"

Well, as one of Shakespeare's fools
puts it, We hope "here be truths." Wo
do not know what they are. We have
a strong conviction that had Mr.
Stokowski put the pieces in a bagshaken them together, drawn them oui
at random, and played them no one
in last night's audience would havebeen a bit the wiser, or known whetherthe presentiments had executed a volte
face or the chord been played as an
obbligato to the subconscious recita-
tivo. And the music would have been
no less incoherent and distressing tc
c\*r and mind than it was.
He having given titles to his pieceshowever, wc think, we have found ar

explanation of the phenomenon whicl
his music, and .-soiae more that we hav<
recently heard, exemplifies. We ar<
having in music a reversion to that period in religions, old as the hills an«
yet prtfecnt with us of to-day, callee
glosala-tfR, that utterance of unmeaninggibberish, "which exercised the mindi

of even the apostles of ChrlRt. We
have announced the text, let St. Paul
preach the sermon:
"He that spenketh in an unknown

tongue edificth himself, no doubt; but
he tnat teacheth openly spenketh unto
men to edification and exhortation and
comfort. I would that ye all speak
'with tongues,' yet greater is ho that
spenketh openly than he that apeaketh
'with tongues'.except he interpret. I
had rather speak five words with my
understanding than ten thousand words
'in a tongue.' Wherefore let hlin that
spenketh in an unknown tongue pray
that ho may interpret. If there bo no
interpreter in the assembly let him
keep silent and let him speak to him¬
self and to God. Why, even innanimate
things that give sound, whether pipe

or harp, unless they give distinct
notes in the Bounds, how in the world
shall it be known what is piped or
harped? If the trumpet give a Bound
that is uncertain, who shall prepare
himself in battle? So likewise ye, ex¬
cept yo utter t>y the tongue words easy
to be understood, how shall it be known
what is spoken? Yo shall speak in the
air."
Yc «shall do more. Like Schoenberg

and Cosella and Bcrness, ye shall
offend the ear and insult the intelli¬
gence of your hearers, Selah!
