Trade in Carolinas and
Virginia Holds Gains

Richmond Bank Reports j
Continued Improvement |in District; Retail Sales
Still Behind Last Year!

Business conditions in the Fifth
Federal Reserve District continue to
show improvement, according to the
latest bulletin of the Federal Reserve
Bank at Richmond, Va.
Unemployment in the district has

chanced but little in the last few
months, although showing an increas¬
ing tendency in the larger cities. The
improvement in cotton textile manu¬
facturing in the district carried
through into November, although "new
business" showed a more cautious
tendency than during the previous two
months." The raw cotton situation is
unsatisfactory. Building operations
are reported as "gratifying."

In wholesale lines average sales in
October, 1921, were 2 per cent less than
in September and 'S per cent less than
in October, 1920. Compared with Sep¬
tember; October sales in groceries.
shoes and hardware increased, while
in dry goods and furniture a decrease
was shown.

Retail sales for the district as a
whole were 5.6 per cent less in
October this year than last year. For
the period from July 1 to October 31
retail sales this year were 10.5 per
cent under those of the same period
last year. October sales were 44.4 per
cent ahead of September sales, show¬
ing the seasonal influence and the im¬
petus of Christmas shopping.

Commercial Credit
The commercial paper market yester¬

day was only moderately active, with
rates firm. The best prime paper dis¬
counts of 5 per cent, with other paper
fractionally higher. Dealers and com¬
mercial bankers do not look for a
further lowering of rates until next
month and do not anticipate any in¬
crease in demand for commercial
money until after the annual inven¬
tories at the end of the current year
have been taken,

Leather Belting Call Steady
Price Advances Are Anticipated

by Manufacturers
( ontinuea strength in hide prices has

given rise to the belief in leather cir¬
cles that the next few months will
witness some steady recovery in leather
belting prices. Radical reductions in
prices have been made in the last year
and manufacturers are inclined to the
opinion that prices will now trend up¬
ward.
Although business in the last four

months has shown little improvement,
the small but steady volume of orders
received by manufacturers has been
conductive to a greater optimism than
has been evidenced for some time.
Woolen and worsted mills and boot and
conducive to a greater optimism than
active bu\ets of leather belting. Rail-
roal companies are evincing more in¬
terest in belting, although still pursu¬
ing a chary buying course.
With stocks in foreign countries

still above norma! and exchange rates
decidedly unfavorable, the outlook for
foreign business in the near future is
regarded by manufacturers as rather
gloomy.

Amer. Wholesale Sales Gain
.Sales of the American Wholesale

Corporation, of Baltimore, one of the
largest wholesalers of general mer¬
chandise in the country, show ¡i large
increase in dollar value during the
last three months, compared with the
same period a year ago. November
sales as reoorteel by the concern were

$2,690,791.60, compared with $12,494,-
060.41 in November, 1D20, a gain of
$205,131.19. The £rai:i in sales in Octo¬
ber, 1921. over October, 1920, amounted
to $933,886, and in September, 1921,
over September, 1920, to $931,586.

Dun's index number of wholesale

commodity prices, with allowance for
the relative importance of each of the
many articles included in the compila¬
tion of the report, stood at $104.531 on
December 1. compared with $163.665 on
November 1, an increase of o per cent.
A year ago, however, the number stood
at $211.628. The drop from December
1, 1920, to December 1, 1921, is 22.3 percent.

Raw Silk Consumption
Dropped Last Month

A.- oeialion Figure» Show (iain
in Imports and Stocks

in Storage
Although imports of raw silk in¬

creased slightly last, month, compared
to October, consumption by tho mills
showed a continuation of the declining
tendency which brenn in September,
The principal warehouses of Now York
reported to the Silk Association of
America on December l a slightly
larger volume of raw silk than was
held on November 1. On the first of
this month tho amount in storage was

reported at 10,001 bales, against 19,301
bales on November 1. The silk stored
on December 1 consisted of 204 Kalian
bales, .11,825 Japanese bales ami 4,482
bales from other source;'.

Imports into the country from Oc¬
tober 23 to November 2\ allowing live
days for transit across the country,amounted to 262362 bales. Imports dur¬
ing October were reported at 2'i.OS-l
bales. From these figures it. is esti¬
mated that deliveries to the mills foi
consumption in November amounted tc
'24,955 bale», compared to 26,810 bale?
in October. The peak of consumptionin the last two years was reached it
August this year, when approximately32,815 bales were used. The lo-wcsi
consumption was 9,428 bales in Decem¬
ber, 1920. In November last year 10,73c
bales were used.

As a result of tho prc-inventory
sales in Chicago, wholesale distribu¬
tion of dry goods as reported for
last week by Marshall Field &, Co.
showed a great increase over the
previous week and compared favor¬
ably with sales of a year ago.

1920, Mail orders, a large percent¬
age for pre-inventory merchandise,
were moro numerous than during
the, pre-inventory sale a year ago.
