be found in the known attitude of the
personnel of the committee of minors
named to go to the New York joint
meeting.
Neither President T. J. Hickey of

the American Association nor Prési¬
dent W. H, McCarthy of the Pacific
Coast League takes kindly to the idea
of again letting down the bars to the
majors.

President J. C. Tooie of the Inter-
national is of the same mind, hut there
la said to he so.ne difference of opin¬
ion among the members of that organi¬
zation, and the question will be
thrashed out at the league's annual
meeting, which takes place before the
major-minor conference.

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Drawing Cards

Dear Sir: I have had several arguments lately as to what single
sport was the best drawing card of the game. There seems to be a big
difference of opinion as to whether it is baseball, boxing or football. At
least these three spoits seem to be well in the lead. Is there any way of
showing by the figures which game can draw out the largest crowd?

L. L. F.

To judge by actual performance, boxing has produced the greatest
crowd and the biggest gate. When 91,000 people paid in $1,500,000 to see
Dempsey rumple up Carpentier, all past admission and receipt records
were smothered. Against that it might be offered that something like
200,000 applications were turnrd down for the Army-Navy game, whereas
there were practically no applications turned down for the Richard show.

The Big Three
Boxing, baseball and football might be classed as the Big Three of

sport in the way of drawing cards, with racing well up in the list.
No matter what the seating capacity, we d'iubt very much that 91.-

000 people would ever pay out as much as $1,500,000 to see any one foot¬
ball or baseball game.

A big heavyweight international boxing championship would outdraw
any other single program beyond question.

Yet football would give even this feature a hard run. Suppose Yale
and Harvard came to some season where they stood out as the two great¬
est football machines of the country.

Suppose this game was recognized as a championship test, the win¬
ner to be proclaimed ruler of the gridiron from Berkeley to Cambridge.

At $3 a seat, open to all comers, this game would undoubtedly draw
250,000 spectators.

No single baseball game would ever draw this great crowd.es¬
pecially at $3 a head.

If one ball game should happen to decide a pennant race between New
York and Chicago, and the arena was large enough, 125,000 might flutter
in through the turnstiles at normal prices.

But baseball, as a single game card, Í3 now below football, with its
dash, color and deeper appeal.

Boxing vs. Football
A heavyweight championship fight that gave prospect of being a

whirlwind affair at $3 per non-combatant would fill any stand that would
leave a view of the contest.

But a championship football game between Harvard and Yale, or the
Army and Navy, would do about the same.

It would be a neck-and-neck affair between these two. Either would
fill up the combined seating capacity of the Yale Bowl, Harvard Stadium,
Princeton Stadium and the Polo Grounds.

If you don't believe that footbnll part of it, ask the ticket managers
of West Point, Annapolis, Yale and Harvard.

Another Entry
There is still another possibility to consider that might go beyond

tlie drawing-card possibilitie:* of both boxing and football.
Suppose England had elected to send over her greatest three-year-

old to meet Man o' War when this marvel of the turf was at the top of
his racing career?

It is easily conceivable that such a meeting at a $3 admission might
draw 500,000 spectators, provided there was room to accommodate any
such multitude.

As it is, the English Derby goes far past all other drawing cards.
Nothing in sport has yet touched this feature. The attendance has

run as high as 1,000,000.
Last June it ran above 600,000, many of whom started walking for

Epsom Downs over two weeks ahead of the test.
There has never been a crowd spectacle to touch this sight of from

(.00,000 to 1,000,000 turf fans packing every highway.

With sport riding such a wave, attendance accommodations have now
become a joke. At many of the bigger features only the lucky and the so-

called elect have any chance to get by. Thousands upon thousands are

turned away, and even greater numbers never try, knowing the slight
chance they have to get a ticket. Of course, there are many who would
never go if tickets were easy to get. For these the main thrill is bagging
the elusive admission card, no matter what the price. But these are in
the minority. Crowds build crowds.

The rule according to which only

those students who have been students
at the Bronx institution for ;i complete
school year will be eligible to play on
any varsity team will go into effect im¬
mediately. Those, however, who entered
Fordham this fall will be exempt from
this rule. Any men who enter any de-
partmont of the university at the sec¬
ond half of the year, which period be¬
gins on February 1, will not bo allowed
to compete for Fordham in any ath¬
letic event.
A clause to this ruling that will he

strictly enforced is that one that re¬
quires the athletes to attend all classes
and to be up in their ma ks. No allow¬
ance at all will be made to the Maroon
apo t representatives in ether of the e

two respects. They wi.! be placed on
t' e same grounds with the ot**er stu¬
dents. If there is any sign en the part
of any varsity m-vn to slip up on either
the attendance of classes or the attain¬
ment of his marks he will be dropped
from the squad immediately.
With regard to t'-*e matter of stu-

dents of the graduate departments par¬
ticipating in the college activities,
t e *e has been no definite ruling mad
r.s yet. For the time being Gargan In¬
tel.da to allow these men to try out for
thr college teams, though the pref¬
erence will naturally bo given to those
men who aro* in the collegiate depart¬
ment.
