WASHINGTON, Dec. 18.—The
Ilated personnel of the navy will be re-
duced shortly by sbout HU00 men ns a
result of orders, authorizing the dis-
charge of many men on their own re-
quest, it was learned at the Navy De-
partment to-day. Commanding offlcers
were instruneted to give preference to
men who are “short-timers” and to
those holding ratings in which there is
now an excess of men,

The reduction is necessary, on acs
count of the shortage of the appropria-
tion for the pay of enlisted men for
the balance of the year, it was said at
the department and will take place as
8oon as it 15 possible to make the dis-
charges., .

In the Atlantic fleet the reduetion
will affect about 2.200 men, it was said,
and in the Pacific #leet about 800. The
aviation personnel will be decreased by
approximatciy 1,200 men. and the bal-
ance will be distributed through wvari-
ous naval districts and shore stations,
When the orders are exccuted thove
will remain about 80,000 wien in the
naval service, and officials said it may
be necessary tp operate some ships
