Mail Them Early
Slogan Saves U. S.
Usual Postal Glut

Biggest Christmas Volume
in History Handled With
Celerity; Better Business
Conditions Are Reflected

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24 By The As¬
sociated Press)..Officials of the Post-
office Department, left their desks to¬
night convinced that the American peo¬
ple had begun to practice "mail early
for Christmas."
While the nearly one-third million

persons in the postal service staggered
under a load which appears, when
viewed as statistics, to be the largest
volume of Christmas mail in history,
reports from several thousand divi¬
sional and minor offices showed plainly,
it was declared, that the mails had
been moved smoothly and with dis¬
patch and, above aii, without the usual
"peak."

Dr. Hubert Wrork, First Assistant
Postmaster General, declared this was
due to the "fine co-operation of the
people and the splendid, efficient serv¬
ice of the employees." The response
to Postmaster General Hays's appeal
for an early mailing of Christmas pack¬
ages was "more hearty than we could
have, hoped," Dr. Work said.

The indication of a great increase in
the Christmas mail was viewed as sig-i
nificant by many government officials,
¦who declared it showed a betterment
in the nation's economic condition. It
reflected, it was said, better markets,
busier factories, fewer unemployed.
They also believed it revealed a closer
knit American nation, for transconti¬
nental as well as local mail was
heavier. Mention was made in the re¬

ports of postmasters and railway mail
service heads of the higher percentage
of registered and insured packages and
the tremendous volume of parcel post
matter as indicative of the rising tide
of business.
As shown by the Postoffice Depart-

ment charts, mails that could accu¬
rately be charged to the Christmas pe¬
riod began to increase in volume about
December 10. In the next ten days the
flow of greetings and packages corr-
t'nued steadily, and, although increas¬
ing gradually, it got beyond the capac-:
ity of few important postoffices to dis¬
patch or deliver with celerity. Even
stormy weather in some sections did
not cause what has hitherto been an
annual jam in the mails, the reports
showed.
Great cities like New York and Chi-I

cago, important gateways as at mid-
continent rail division points, and the
hundreds of lesser relay stations for
the mails met the flood tide and turned
it into its proper channels promptly,
delayed only to the extent that railway
service was impaired by its burden of
homeward bound travelers, according
to Dr. Work. He said in this connec¬
tion that, as far as records show, never
in recent years has less mai! reached
division points "unworked" or unsorted
for its .prompt transfer.

Santa Brings $736,400 Boat
Staten Island Gets a New Ferry

From the City
Staten Island's Christmas present

from the City of New York was a new
ferryboat costing $736,400. The Presi¬
dent Roosevelt had its official trial trip
yesterday, went through its paces sat¬
isfactorily and was delivered by the
Staten Island Shipbuilding Company to
Commissioner Grover A. Whalen of the
Department of Plant and Structures at
the St. George terminal of the Staten
Island municipal ferry.
The new boat will be put in com¬

mission Tuesday in the service between
Manhattan and Staten Island. On that
day, at noon, the Lieutenant Quentin
Roosevelt Pofit, Veterans of Foreign
Wars, and the Barbara Fxietchie Post,
American Legion, will escort Mayor
Ilylan to the Whitehall Street terminal,
raise the American and city flags on
the new ferryboat and make the trip
to Staten Island and return to White¬
hall Street, after which the President
Roosevelt will take its place in the
regular service.
