Church, Ocean and Ditmas a .enues. In-
terment will be at Canton, St. Lawrence
County, where Mr, Caldwell's parentsj are buried.

District Attorney Harry E. Lewis, wh.i
is to become a Supreme Court justice
January 1, visited Mr. Caldwell's resi¬
dence yesterday. With him were several
members of his staff. Ho «aid that the
District Attorney's office would be closed

j Tuesday during the funeral and that ho
and all members of the staff would ut-

! tend.
It was the consensus yesterday by all

of Mr. Caldwell's friends that his. net
was due to a nervous breakdown caused
by overwork. Mr. Caldwell was com-
polled sever;)! weeks e(;o to take a rest,hut. when he returned to bis office he
seemed in bettor health upon Mr. Lew¬
is's retirement as District Attorney Mr.
Cald. eil wan to have been appointed to
the office.

¡partner, reiterated the opinion ex-?
pressed by several of his other associ¬

The reason
was that most of the agenta had tho
day oft". They were working in a way,but had been advised by Director UalphA. Day and Revenue Chief Hugh Mc¬Quillan to use discretion and not toI make any arrests that were not noccs-! sary.
Tho chief of the revenue agents, HughI McQuillan, said that ho did not believej in making Christmas miserable, evenI for bootleggers. Me intimated that a

day's inactivity while his men enjoyed
a good Christmas dinner and a cheerfulholiday might serve (<> make them bet¬ter peace officers when they camo back
to work.

Bootleggers Take Day Off
"As far »s I am concerned," he said,I "I believe most of the bootleggers willtake Christmas off. I know one thing,and that. is that T am not going toj bother ary bootleggers while T am eat-incr my Christmas dinner if I canhelp it.'"'
