As Written

Lloyd George Meets Plea
of De Valera to Alter
Text With Final “No”
British Limit Reached

Slightest Change

Renders It Void

Insists No True Statesman

LONDCN, Dec. 28 —Premier Lloyd
George pronounced a final and un-
efuivocal “no’ to-night to implications
by the De Valera faction in the Irish
Parliament that the treaty signed in
London and awaiting ratification by
the Dail Eireann might be amended so
ag to approseh move closely to the de-
mands of the irreconcilable Trish Re-
publicans. Great Britain has said her
last word and already has made every
concession  possible, the Premier
warned.

In a statement given out in Downing
Street, Mr. Lloyd George declared that
to reopen the Trish discussion would
be a fruitless discussion and impossi-
ble. The statement evident!y was in-
tended to be the Premier's final an-
nouncement to the Dail, which will
resume its discussion of the treaty
while he i3 ‘absent at the meeting of
the Allied Supreme Council at Cannes,

“Not merely rejection, but altern-
tion even, of the treaty, would render
it null and void,” the Premier insisted
in & passage obviously aimed at meet-
ing the argument of (he De Valera
group. He pointed out that the treaty
gives [Ireland equality with other
states of Lhe empire, with the same
rights ag Canada afd the same claim
to membership in the League of Na-
tions, “The British government have
gone Lo their utmost limit,” he assert-
ad.

Committee Work Delayed

With a view to inducing the Dail to
ralify the treaty speadily, the Premier’s
statemenlt points out that o Cabinet
committee under the presidency
Winston Churchill has been appointed
to deal with the evacuation of Ireland,
amnesty and the transfer of full
powers to u provisional govermment,
He pointa out that the work of the
committee has been held up by the
Dail’s delay, but promises that when
the treaty is approved the wark will be
completed with the utmost peasible dis-

| pateh.

Text of Root Prohibition
Of Outlaw Sea Fighting

WASHINGTON, Dec. 28—The text of the resolution offered by Elihu
Root, of the American delegation to the armament conference, intended
o outlaw borbarous submarine warfare, follows:

“The signatory powers, desiring to make more effective the rules
adopted by civilized nations for the protection of the lives of neutrals
and non-combatants at gea in timc of war, declare that among those
rules the following are to be deemed an established part of interna-
tional law:

"1—A merchant vessel must be ordered to stop for visit and seareh
to determine its character before it can be captured.

“A merchant vessel must not be attacked unless it refuses to sfop
for visit and search after warning.

“A merchant vessel must not be destroyed unless the crew and
passengers have been first placed in safety.

“2—RBelligerent submarines are not under any circumstances
exempt from the universal rules above stated; and if a submarine can
not capture a merchant vessel in conformity with these rules the exist-
ing law of nations requires it to desist from attack and from capture
and to permit the merchant vessel to proceed unmolested.

“The signatory powers invite the adherence of all other ecivilized
powers to the foregoing statement of established law to the end that
there may be a clear public understanding throughout the world of the
standards of conduct by which the public opinion of the world is to
pass judgment upon future belligerents.

“The signatory powers recognize the practical impossibility of
using submarines as commerce destroyers without violating the re-
quirements universally accepted by civilized nations for the protection
of the lives of neutrals and non-combatauts, and to the end that the
prohibition of such use shall be universally accepted as a part of the
iaw of nations they declarc their assent to such prohibition and invite
all other nations to adhere thersto.

“The signatory powers, desiring to insure the enforcement of the
humane rules declared by them with respect to the prohibition of the
use of submarines in warfare, further declare that any person in the
service of any of the powers sdopting these rules who shall violate any
of the rules thus adopted, whether or not such person is under orders
of a governmental superior, shall be deemed to have violated the laws
of war and shall he liable to trial and punishment as if for an act of
piracy, and may be brought to trial before the civil or military author-

ities of sny such powers within the jurisdiction of which he may be
found."
