League Opponents
In Chile Increased
By Bolivia Action
-

j'*MoraI Victory"-at Geneva
Does Not Satisfy Many,Who Urge Withdrawal
Froin Nations Association

SANTIAGO. Nov. 27 (By mail to
«The Associated Press)..Opposition to
Chile retaining membership in the
League of Nations has deve'oped in

; some qu-arters here as a result of the
.league's consideration of Bolivia's peti-
tion for a revision of the treaty of
peace and commerce celebrated with
Chile in 1904 and the assembly's action
in appointing a commission of jurists

¡to study the Bolivian claim, the essen-
tial feature of which was a demand for
a seaport. The former Bolivian portof Antofagasta was definitely ceded to
Chile under the 1904 treaty and Bolivia
now has rail access to the Pacific
through Antofagasta and Arica, Chile.
While Chile, according to some lead-

ers of opinion, achieved a "moral vic-
tory" at Geneva in view of the jurists'
findings that the Bolivian petition in
¡the form in which* it was presented
was inadmissablc and that the "as-
sembly cannot itself modify any
treaty." the Bolivian delegation's rn-

! nouncoment that it. would reserve the
right again to present its petition ap-
pears to have aroused moro sentiment
against the -cague in this country.

J. Boona¦-. Rivera, a writer on inter-
nations'- affairs, in an article in the
(newspaper, "Diario I; ,.,trado," views
I acceptance by Chile of the postpone-
ment of the Bolivian petition as an
"abdication at least of tlie sentiment of
our complete sovereignty," He asks
¡what reason there is .for Chile to.re-
main in a league that "good national
sense repudiates through* a certain

j feeling of anxiety and uneasiness."
Ho alludes to the advice given by A.

J. Balfour at Geneva in favor-of direct
negotiations between Chile and Bolivia
to "settle the extremely thorny prob¬
lems, as a judgment which would not
have allowed Chile to continue in a

league in which it never would have
entered blindfolded." The writer aUo
says Argentina withdrew "becau. e. she
would only take part in a league of na¬
tions in the full sense that word im«
plied."

Senator Gomales Bulnes, chairman
cf the Foreign Relations Çorrimission
of the Senate, has been the chief op¬
ponent of the league in the Chilean
Congress. He warmly supported Argen¬
tina's action in withdrawing from tntl
league last December, and at that timo
urged Chile to quit also as an act of
solidarity with her eastern neighbor.
Speaking in the Senate recently Sena¬
tor Buines asserted that the league
was "nothing less than imposition of
the victor on the vanq.iisriejd." He
called it a "concert of victorious na¬
tions to make the vanquished comply
with the rigorous conditions of defeat."
The speaker said Chile always had sus¬
tained a policy of non-intervention by
foreign nations in its issues that were
the outgrowth of the war of 1879.
Barros Jarpa, Minister for Foreign

Affairs, in a. recentl ystatement on in¬
ternational relations, said Chile en¬
tered the league because it did not
want to be absent "from an undertak¬
ing in which were placed such high
hopes for universal peace."

Garment Strikers Claim
@ New Gain in Tliis City
New indications of a victory for the

garment workers in their strike in
New York were seen yesterday by
leaders of the International Ladies'
Garment Workers' Union, already
greatly heartened by th© favorable
terms obtained by them in the settle¬
ment of the Philadelphia and Cleve¬
land struggles and the progress toward
a settlement made in Chicago.
These indications were based on

-¦heir claim that a number of New York
¦:.r**.nufactur»r8, holding membership in
the Cloak, Suit and Skirt Manufactur¬
ers' Protective Association, have taken
back their employees on substantially
the terms of the old agreement, abro-
gation of which by the manufacturers
precipitated the strike.
The official weekly publication of

the union, out to-day, will contain the.
following announcement:
"Not enly hRS a large number of in-'

dependent manufacturers settled with
the union, but an impressive number
of former members of the association,
among these some of its stanchest
supporters. Owinc to certain reasons,
we must deny ourselves the pleasure
of makin public the names o" these
firms. Wo can only say that their num¬
ber is substantial and they are an

important factor in the industry. We
are informed from settlement head¬
quarters that their number will soon
reach one-fourth of the entire m/çm-
bership of the associatjon, and it is
an open secret in the entire industry.";

Wife Murderer Confesses

Mon¬
day he called on Chief of Police Albert
Potter and" informed him that she had
disappeared. Flitcraft acted suspicious¬
ly and Potter advised the men of hia
department to watch him. This after¬
noon Flitcraft was arrested and after
a two hours' grilling he confessed he
had killed her.
When the almost nude body of the

woman was unearthed tht3 afternoon
it was learned her hand« had been
tied together and that her skull was
crushed.

Flitcraft would not tell why he had
murdered the woman.
