New Harlcm Fire Boxes
Bring Dozen Faise Alarms
Polirr Olanic Inquisitive School
Children and Othe~a Who
Want to Hear PdJ King

The new fire alarm b"xes which have
bee- installed in Washinr*rton Heights
and Har'.i m have resulted in more than
a dozen false rilarms since last Wednes-
day, when the first of the boxes was
-tet up, Policen en have heen instruct-
ed to be on the lookout for persons
turni.-pr in alarms unnecessarily and to
trrt!-* thi m.
Two reasons are advanced at t'ne

fire houses for this increase of false
alarms. The first is that inquisitive
aehonl children turn in a'.arm to find
out how the new boxor work. The
other is that a certain percentage of
the population is in the habit of lean-
Ing against f;re alarm hoxes and pull-
Ing th« outside handle to hear t.he bell
ring.

ln the old boxes the pulling of the
outside handle did not'-ing more thnn
ring h bell to attract a policeman.
Vi'rth the .new boxes, however, lhe alarm
goes in when the outside handle is
pulled, and three engincs. two trucks,
a coupie of battalion chie't and a fire i
tmliui set right oa the job.

Arrest Is Promised
Chief of Detectives Adams issued a

. .'. ement to-night in which he ex-
pre.« '"I conviction that the murderer
.vould be arrested in the immediate'
future. That he had numerous facts
upon which he based this statement
and h" ,1 them in reserve to be used
as ammunition against his prisoner!
was obvious.

T! o e who insist upon "finding the
womai whenever a screen scandal is
involved have had great names to con-
jure with in this case but little tanc;i-
ble evidence to work upon.

my friendship for Mr. Taylor," Miss
>-'ormand continued. "His friendshipfor me wai that of ar: older man for

he liked. If I wanted to know the mean-
ing of an unusual work 1 called Mr.
Taylor. Besides having the education
and instincts of an artist he was a
deep student of science as well. If I
wanted to know the name of a painter
or sculptor or some rare work of art
he was sure to know it.
"Mr. Taylor had high ideals regard-

irx his work and a far-reaching vision
that made him have great faith for the

'future of the motion picture industry.He was a wonderfully conversationa'l-
isl because he observed everything and
everybody with an eye of understand-

'. nd sympathy.
"Mr. Taylor was so uniformiy kind

to every one. It scems horrible thal
he should have met with a death of
this kind. I fee! proud to have called
uch a 7nan a friend and am sorry that

his modesty kept. many from knowingtho uepth and brilliance of his nature."

Court Warns Stokes Aftor
RpJort to Untermycr in
ClashOverWord'Mislress'

Mrs. Philip M. Lydig, first wife of
W. E. D. Stoke.s, lvns n witness ycster-
day in the Supreme Court action
brought against Mr. Stokes by his sec¬

ond wife, Mrs. Helen Klwood Stokes.
to set nside transfers of property
which she charges wero made to de¬
feat her dower rights. Mrs. Lydig,
who divorced Mr. Stokes and then mar¬
ried Captain Philip M. Lydig, formerly
of the American diplomatic corp.-,
whom she also divorced, now is the
liancee of the Rev. Dr. Percy Stickney
Grant, rector of the Church of the
Ascension. She was brought into the
case by Samuel Untcrmyer, counsel for
Mrs. Stokes, after Mr. Stokes had de¬
nied ever slriking his lirst wife or any
woman.

Mr. Stokes's challenge was: "lf it
appears she said that I'll get a re
traetion from her. I will have her
come here *.c deny it." Mr. Untermycr
anticipated such action by Mr. Stokes
by serving Mrs. Lydig with a sum-
moiiH to appear nnd making her his
own witness. Mrs. Lydig married Mr.
Stokes in 1895, when she was seven-
teen years old, and obtained a divorca
from him in 1899.

Mrs. Lydig testified that Mr. Stokes
did strike her frequently during their
married life, not with a stick. as has
been alleged, but sometimes with a
jacket and the buttons on it hurt her,
she said. D was the first time she
made that statement under oath, as-
erted Mrs. Lydig.
She said that a week afro last Thurs-

day Mr. Stokes. called her home on the
telephone. llcr man servant answered
.he call, Mr. Stokes wanted to make
an appointment with her, but she re-

fusej to talk with her former husband,
Undaunted, Mr. Stokes called at thc
rcsidece of Mrs. Lydig, nt 11 West
Sixteenth Street, last Thursday, but
she had anticipated the call by having
a policeman there and the meeting
sought by Mr, Stokes did not take
I iace.

Mrs. Lydig testified that Mr. Stokes

of picture goers with, ca'.ld rnlcs.
rather than (hose of n mature woman,
was another feminine player whose
friendship for Taylor promptcd a
statement.

"1 have been described as being 'hys-
terical' when called at Mr. Taylo'r's
home after leariiing of his death." said
she. Well, perhaps that was true. for
i was unstrung bv tho shocking news.
Of course ave been very friendly to
him at all tinics. I rl,- uirht of him as
a dear friend, or a father. He meant
much to me in my work and 1 showed
my appreciation in many ways. Why,
I often telephoned over to ask hia
negro servant to see that he was prop-
erly covered on cold hights, or in other
ways made it plain that 1 was, inter-
ested in his welfare.

A Soft-Speaking Director
For a full appreciation of the Taylor

case some sllght knowJedgB of the/'man
is' necessary.' Unlike the .pfatilre. di¬
rector of Retion nnd popular belief,
he was ouiet. unassuming and soft
spoken.. He did nat live in the Holly-
wood district given over to what is
known ns the "picture colony," but in
the exclusive Westlake residential dis-
trict. He d:d not possess thc "pala-
tial" home that is attributed to lhe
maker of pictures in the minds of
those beyond the confines of the film
field, but lived in a bungalow court
that is not unlike the many to be found
in and about Los Angeles.
He was a student. His walls were

lined with books -booko dealing with
the stories he had transfe.rred to the
screen, lo the technical phases of h'<
work, and on philosophica! subjects.
He .vas neither a drinker nor an ad-
vocate of total abstinence.
The regard of his associates has

been expressed in reso.lutions adoptedby the various film bodies that, exist
in the ranks of the picture makers.
lt is because of this attitude that there
are few who will credit any theory
concerning his death that would in-
volve jealous women or crazed suitors
who considered him a rival.

Mrs, Lydig said thal her divorce de-
cree nwnrded the custody of her son to
her. but sho gn\ e Mr. Stokes "Wcedie's"
custody becausi he had an inhetitnnco
for him and she did not, She did this
yoluntnrily, said the witness. and there
was no financial consideration or set-
tlement in return. The son voluntarily
returned to his mother in l<i 1 n.
Mrs. Lydig. contlnuing her testimony.

aid that in thr' la.-t. year she had nsked
Mr. Stokes for $25,000 to ninke im-
provements on her home. She belicved
her former husband indebted to her for
ccrtain expenscs of their son, which
rhc has borne.

Mr, Stokes, continuing under cross-
examination of Mr. Untermyer, yester-
day morning, had some unpleasant mo-
ments on the witness stand, which In-
cluded a threat by Justice Cohalan that
he would comiv.it Mr. Stokes for eon-

tempt of court if he repeated such a
remark as hc addrcssed to Mr. Unter¬
myer.
lhe testimony concerned n woman

who iived in the Hotel Ansonia, then
owned hy Mr. Stokes. She, it was in-
timuted, was too friendly. This Mr.
.Stokes denicd, whereupon Mr. Unter¬
myer asked the defendant to statt his
definition of the term "inistress." The
reply did not satisfy Mr. Untermyer
and he pressed the witness for a furth¬
er answer.
"You ought to know, Mr. Untermyer,"

said Mr. Stokes in exnsperation.
"lt is an unmitigatcd lie," shouted

Mr, Untermyer.
Justice Cohalan ordered the remark

of Mr, Stokes be stricken from the rec¬

ord. udding, "u nd if there is any
.further comment of thnt kind l shall
eon.niit thu witness for contcvnpt of
court."

Mr. Gainsburg urged in behalf of his
client thnt l.e was being subjected to
some personal quest.ions. Justice Co-
halan replied: "This defendant. will be.
(treated exactly as any one else would
he treatcd under the circumstanccs.
That is all he is being subjected to
now, under the rules of evidence."

was a witness yesterday, Intimatcd thnt
Mr. Stoke-- would nsk to reopen his
divorce case agninsl Mrs. Stoke; which
the court dismissed and gave her a dc-
cree nf separaf.ion on her counter
claim. This move, it was said hy Mr.
Cohen. would he brought on newly dis-
covered evidence.
The trial was adjourned to the lat-

lerter parl of the month to permit Mr.
Untermyer to make n trp ito Pnini
Beach, which he had planned before tlie
trial started.

Jury Again Fails to

Agree on Arbuekle;
Ten for Conviction

Third Trial Necessary, us

Second Ilraring Over Vir-
ginia Rappe's Dealh Is
Dcadlocked After 44 Hrs.
SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 3..The jury

in tho second trinl of n mnnsinughter
charge nguinst Roscoe C. Arbuekle de-
cided at tho conclusion of a forty-four-
hour session thnt it eonld not ngree
ond was disch'irged to-day, with the
final hnllot standing ten for convicticn
nnd two for acquittal.

Arbuekle wns accused of having
caused tho death of Miss Virginlii
Rappe, of Los Angeles, a motion pic¬
ture actress. who was taken ill at a

drinking pnrty in Arbuckle's suite hero
nt the Hotel St. Francis on Labor Day,
1921, and died four days Inter.
The case was plnced on the calcndar

for next Monday to be set for its third
trial. Both prosccution and defense
announced that they would favor such
trinl. So sure was the defense of its
position in the second trial that it sub-
mitted its case without final argument.
This had an effect opposite from the
one intended, according to Nate Pried-
man, ono of the jurors, in a formal
statement.
"Wc thought that. when tho defense

declined to argue if. had thrown up its
handa," hc said. "The first ten ballots
stood nine to three for conviction, and
thereafter until the fourteonth and
final ballot, it was ton to two."
Arbuekle appeared to bc somewhat

downcast hy the disagreement. IVTem-
bers of his family were so visihly per-turbed that it was some moments be-
fore they grected him or his attorneys
after the result wns known.
The jury was -iut om; hour longerthan the jury in the first trial, which

had announced a final ballot of ten to
two for acquittal.

U'hen the jurorr. returncd to court.
to-day they looked haggard and worn,nnd the lono woman juror, Mrs. MaryH. Somers, was visihly nervous. A
crowded courtroom heard the result.

Libasci Admits Killing
Garbe; Qears Woman

Pleads Guilty to Second DegreeMurder and U Sentenced to
Froni 20 Years lo Life

Joseph Libasci, eighteen years old,
of 17 Troutman .Street, Brooklyn, plead-
ed guilty to murder in the second de¬
gree before Justice Van Ssclcn in
Qucens County Supreme Court yester-
day afternoon, admittlng tTiat he
kiiled Harry Garbe, former snilor, in
Woodhaven, Queens, on the night of
October 27. He wns sentenced to from
twenty years to life imprtsonment.

Libasci exoneratcd Gussie Humann,
now on Blackwell's Isiand awaiting ex-
nmination on a charge of being acces-
sory after the crime. She was ac-
quitted on a direct murder charge byorder o the court. Libasci also saidthat Harry Kieca, who admitted on the
witness stand havinvc been with Libasci
when Garbe was shot, had no priorknowlcdge that he was to be attacked.
Attorney McGuire, acting for Libasci.

announced that his client would waivc
the stny of five days and desired to be
sentenced at once. While awaitingsentence in an anferootn of t.he courtLibasci sang somrs and whistledgayly. His sister Phyllis sat with him
in tears.

Resolution Asks IndependenceFor Philippines in Year
WASHINGTON. county for trial. I have received no
