Dislinguishcd Physician, Au«

thor of Nolahlc Works
in His Scicnce, Victim
of a Pneumonia Attack

Served as Colonel in War

Won Dworalion hy Achievc-
menl as Head of Board
Grading Men's iWentalily

Dr. Pcarcc Bailey, distinguished as a

r.eurologiat und psychiatriat, author of
scientific treatiscs and other works and
head of tho govcrnment's nouro-
psychiatric sex-vicc for tho classifica-
tion of men under lhe selective service
law, died at 10: If, o'clock yesterday
morning n I. his town home, 45 West
Fifty-third Street. His death was due
to pneumonia, contractcd a week ago.

Since thc war l»r. Bailey had given
much of hia time and cnergy to the
work of the New Vork State Commis¬
sion for Mental Defcctivcs, of which he
wnn chairman. He established the
Claasification ("linic, in Eightleth
Street. \lcrc tests are carried out to
dotermino tho montnl efficiency of
young peoplo to uscertain the, ex-

pediency nf their taking college coursca
and to discover their antitudes for vo-
cational training. Dr. Bailey felt that
lhe c.linic was only tho beginnine of n
scheme which nltimately would ho
established as a department in every
univei sity.
Ur was ono of the founders of the

Now York Neurologlcal Institute, in
East Sixty-seventh Street, where hede-
voted himself to hospital work for
many years'. The results of his studics
there wore embodied ln many paperannd brochures on neurological subjects,
which have. been accepted as authorita-
tive hy men of this science throughout
tho count ry.

A N'ative of New York
\>r. Bailey was born in New York,

July 12, 1865. Hc received the de-
gree of Bachelor of Arts at Prince¬
ton in 188(1 and was graduated in
mndicine from Columbia University in
1889. lie studied abroad, much of' the
time ir. France. He wag adjunct pro-fessor of neurology a( Columbia from
1906 to 1910; consulting neurologist a!.
St. Luke's Hospital, Roosevelt, N'c.v
|York Hospital. Ortbopuedic Hospital,Munhattan St»C> and St. John's hos-
pil 'Is. He wns a member of the Ame.r-
ican Medical Association, former presi¬
dent ot" ih." American Neurological As¬
sociation, Xew Vorl:; presideni of the
Neurological Society from I90.'l *o 1005,
member of the Pathological Society and
th.' A. ademy of Medicine.

Hisj mosl importanl book is enlitled
"Accidenl and Injury: Their Rclations
to Disease of the Nervou System."[piiblished b\ Appleton ,v Co. in lo'.":
and considered an authoritative vork
to the present time.
