1 .have probably becn asked a thou-s;r->J times whal 1 considered thc finest

go holes or thc greatest golf courses
II have ever played. It will not be my
ipurnose here to rank holes or course'-
ui tr.e order of their merit, as they look
ito mr, but rather to give some idea
,of what 1 consider good samplcs of
good holes for the four main distances:
F Tho short hole.
2. The drive and pitch.
3. The two-shotter.
4. The three-shotter.
A fine go!f hole should no! only beihard, well bunkered, well guarticd. butalso intercsting.
There are du!!. uninteresting tvpesthat also art hard to play, but'l d'on't

consider these great in anv sense oithe word. Put there are mar.v hard,'rotes that are frequent score wreckers
to which tho duifi r and the star alike'iook forward when they strike that
course.

One-Shot Samplcs
There are, of course, several varieties

iot tne one-shot hoie, ranging from a
irnashie niblick to a full drive.

Of the longer distances I think two
;of the finest one-shot tests I have ever
seen are the twelfth hoie at Garden
[City and the fifth at Pine Vallev.

The twelfth hole a! Garden City is
'around 175 yards in length. There
jis a decp trap in front of the green,with guarding mounds to the rightand left, and then another trap at
the back.
One of the main beauties about this

hole is that one day it may be onlv
a simplc jiggcr shot and the next i't
may be a spoon or a brassie, as the
wirid seems to have a way herc of
changing its direction and force with
unusual frequency.

Jf the bail isn't struck iti thc right
way with the right club there will he
a lot ot' troubli for the next shot.
And lhc choice of clubs, with the
strong, shifting winds. ;.-7 more impor¬
tant than at any other short hole I
know of.
Thc short hole referred to at Pine

Valley is the finest full shot !ay-out
I recail. The tee is elovated, set back
in a pine thicket. There is a small lake
in the valley below, and out beyond
thc lake the ground rises abruptly again

Tales of a Wayside Tee

Among tne nuilions or so jjoiicrs
who haunt, the bunkered moors thcrc
are two widely separated types; each
typo expressing through its modes,
manners and methods certain striking
human t raits.
We are uot referring hero to duffers

and stars, or to dubs and champions.
We aro referring tnainly to thc feel-

ing over allottcd handicaps.
To illustrate our poinl wc will take

up tlic case of Mr. A. and M r. B., of
whom you have doubtless Heard.

Mr. A. ha.s a handicap of 8, which
he considers to bc nothing short of
criminal.
He is 100 pei- cent. certain that he

can play down to 6, that ho belongs at
6, that he cpii beat numerous golfers
assigned to ti, and to him the handi-
capping committee is mainly a mixturc
o£ concrctc and bonc.

Mr. B. is also handicapped at 8. He
plays about the same game that Mr. A.
plays, but his emotions are east alongdifferent trails.

11c is also quite bitter at thc handi- i
cup committee, not because lie isn'tdown to a 6 rating, but. because he isn't
up to 12.

A Few Complications
Mr. A. is more concerned with his

pride than anything else, whereas
Mr. B. only recalls with growing ro-
pugnance just. what the allotment of
two or three strokes to X or Y has
cost him in thc way of golf balls or
dollars.
A is willing to pay for the proudprivilege of being rated at. ti. B isn't.

Hc is much more practical. The ex-
perience of handing over a number of
important dollars has taught him all
thc lesson he caros to learn.
Uc knows well enough that now and

then on his best. days hc can drift
around 84s and 85s, possibly lower.

But he also remembers distinctly thc
even greatcr number of rounds where
he nioves up to 08 or 93.
So the Jiviaion secms to bc about as

follows: The As, who believe they can
play better golf than their handicaps
or their average scores show -thc Bs
who believe that one of the best places
to win a match is in tho stroke al¬
lotment on thc first tee.

."No," replied thc other, expressir.ghis thougiit? unconsciousiy, "that isn't

enough. It raakes it too e'ven."
Golf is a game that seems to be

divided between the shrewd trader and
the niagnificent drcamer who is confi-
dent that his next round will alwaysbc his best.

Two Examples
At Belleair recently there was a cer¬

tain well known citizen o;' golf who
nad been sadly off his K 8mr.

His ricpressio'i had become exlrcme.
Playing against an opponent who
scored around 95, the first citizen was
asked for ins average gamc. "Oh.
around 110," ho replied with no thought
ot any commercial advantage."All right." replied thc 95 man. "I'll
give you 9 strokes."
Whereupon the 110 declarer got go¬

ing again, played his head off and re-
turned an 87. With his 9 stroke allot-
nont he was something like 1 <5 up and
has never been able to square himself
with his opponent since.
On t'ne other sido, there is thc golfcrwho loftily confesses to an 85 game and

then has to struggle to brcak tOO.
The facts in the case are there are

thousands of golfers who have no idea
whether they ure going to shoot 92. PS
or 109. And the further facts are that
if every golfer had to play out every
hole and hole every putt, average
scores, a.-4 coyly admitted, would leap
upward to an alarming degree.
We have seen an army of 90 men

who after modal rounds were trying to
explain that 106.

The Case of George Duncan
Tommy Armour relates h match he

played against George Duncan, whose
confidence in himself is usually cstab-
lished in the right manner.

In the morning round, an exhibition,
Armour with a hrilliant march finished
2 up on an even basis in regard to
handieaps.
That afternoon he rcmarked to Dun¬

can: "George, I'll play you for £5."
"All right,'' Duncan answered, "and

I'll give you 5 strokes." The fact
that he had just been beaten 2 holes
on an even basis would bring from
hrrdly any one an allotment of 5
strokes to the winner. But as Duncan
stepped around in 68 he more than
justiried his handicapping.

Naturally, the goal of each golfer,
even of the most terrible of all thc
duffers, should be a low handicap and
tn t a lugher one, even though the
latter might lead to some club knick-
knack t'or a tournament prize. Put
this doesn't mean that the golfer in
question should figure his one or two
star rounds as his average game.
