r-osrl fire. Tho story of Ilarriett, cov-
ering her life from early grrlhood to
h«r tieair., can be slipped into a rather
tmall pocket. Rnt its dimensions as a

ntudy of a woman ar* bo broad that
it dcf.es ary measure.

Harrlett Frean ia Victorian, in the
«*7?» that irr.plies convention and r.ar-
rowness, Her father, the elegant Hil-
tavn Frear., dipped into books by Dar-
win, Huxlay and Earbert Spencer,
dabbled in stockt and confesssd a

'ascirtatlon for "seeing aow far you
an go." He went too far in tha end
and dragged othera to ruln with him.
To Harrlett, who turned to Longfellow
ind other pretty writer* for consola-
tien and pleasuro, her father remained
to tho last a fignro of perfection. The
girl was dereloped and nouriahed in
an atrnosphero of patemal platitade
ar.d llterary poslea.

Harriett oxlited always within tha
cirele of her owa parsonallty. Sho
.Taluated the thought and act of othera
tbroagh the a!avo of her Judgment, and
that elevo had a very flna moah. She
rarely achieved an understanding of
another man or woman, and this in-
ability to respond honestly and with
rajmprehension, cost her tho loss of
the n-.sn ahe loved and fenced her from
frienda and servanta who wlahed to
help her. The etory is one of ignorant
futilltiea. Mora than once you get
flishes of a real woman in Ilarriett.
Hrr conduct with tho girl Maggle, her
herolsm in her own last dreadful hours,
givo clevrs to a seif that might havo
been wholly noblo, if.Ab, that "if."

greenery. \.'p to that fateful moment
the pralrie of the farm and of the
township had been vlrgin sod; but.
now it bowed Its neck to the yoks of
wedlock. Nothing like it takes place
any more, for the sod of the meadows
and paaturea is quite a different
thing fTom the ontouched ak!n of the
original earth. Breaking pralrie was
the most beautiful, the most epochal
«nd most hopeful, and as I look back
at it, in one way the most pathetic
thing man ever did, fer in it one of
the loveliest things ever created bc-
gan to come to its predestined end."

flashing movies it is indeed refreshing
to open a leisurely book that seem3 to
hare been written for the sheer joy of
it, to find a writer like Herbert Quick
who cares for the right word, for liis
craftsmanshlp, for tho grace and dig-
nity of hia style.

coming to see that it is not always thc
flaming story of mere sensation which
will hold their readers. Thank heaven
there are thousanda of us still left who
like to walk serenely with our autiior
and dream with him of far and splen-
did years like these!
