gifts and gtac These merits also
marked Miss [vogun'a performance,
though her tons, departed from cor-
rect pitch two or three times as aiso
later in the afternoon, as, for in-
atarce, in the ravirhing performance oif
the arrangement for voiee of Strauss's
waltz, "Geschichten aus dem Wiener
ffald," which wai one of the pieccs
Which she added to her printed list.

keit," and (a rare thing in the concert

Twenty-two hundred ministers of
¦Protestant, Catholic and Jewish
churches have heen invited to study the
flower-decked chance! nnd altar which
are to be features of tlie Ninth Interna¬
tional Flower Show. which opens to-
morrow at the Grand Central Palace.
This is the first time in the history of
the show that the attention of (he floral
experts has been given to church deco¬
rations, but the corning Easter has in¬
tercsted the florists ln the arrangement
of palms nnd lilies and spring blooms
such as may be copied by church peo¬ple. The altar will he decorated each
day by 11 different florist, under the dl
rection of J. and R, Lamb.

Of the women and their luxuries he
said: "The American women last year
spent thirty-eight times as much
money for powder puffs, rouge. lipsticks and pcrfumes as all thc Meth-
odists gave to the missionary work
of thc world. We are a much wealthier
country now, bllt it seems thal the de
sire for luxuries alonc keeps paceLast year's income taxes for luxuries
amount ed to $7,000,000,000."

Of the men and their luxuries he
said: "The men of America smoke up a
sufficient sum to finance tho entire
Methodist. centenary for 117 years.
Many men will own elaborate homes.
ride in exponsivc motor cars, dress in
thc finest, and yet pay 25 cents on Sun¬
day for their religion."

der the penny turns red.-it is blushing
for the company it keeps."

RCientiat William Jenninga Bryan is a
joke and n representative of the rcac-
tionary spirit against progross, ob

[sorvable even in the Christian churchea,
Tho Rev. Arthur C. NfcGifTert, of

Union Theological Seminary, said that
the children of to-day should be tnught
from the infant class up to think kindly
rather than think ill, and this ho
thought was movii irnportant thnn
teaching mere knowledge.

Rabbi Samuel Schulman, of the
Temple Emanu-EI, pleaded for the de-
velopmeni of the splritual growth
among the people.
The topic of the day was "Church

Influence in World Affairs." The Rev.-
Caleb R. Stetson, rector of TrinityChurch, gave the invocation. HenryW. Jessup presideed.

Calls Bryan Novice in Thcology
"Tho watchword of nll truo religions

is to go forward," said Dr. Woelfkin,"to follow the lead of the prophets,
rather than the lead of thc Bcribes.
The reaotionary spirit of tho day was
elearly shown in the recent session 4>f
the Kentucky Legislature, which, we
aro told, was inspired by nn address
by William .1. Bryan on the general
subject of evolution. While imt know¬
ing Mr. Bryan peraonally, l feel that
on tho subject of history he is somc-
what of a tyro; in thcology a novice
and in science a joke. In the address,
published in 'The New York Times,' he
was cngaged in a three-cornered figlit..
In one corner he putnmeled a man of
straw, Darwin, as a biologist having
been discounted for the last. twenty
years; in another he was fighting a

scarecrow nnd in the third corner hc
was engaged in shadow-boxing."

Dr. Woelfkin also said that he had
distrusted Colonel Bryan's military
judgment ever since he deelared that
with America in dxvngor he enuld raise

ia million soldiers over night.
In his set address Dr. Woelfkin said

that criticism of thc church should be
constructive -lhal critics ought to look
for thc thing that is right rather than
fm tlie thing that is wrong.
"Always in the church there has been

thc progressivc and the reaotionary
movements, Democracy and autocracy
have been in a giant struggle for the
last two centuries. England has devel-
oped her democracy by a process of
evolution, so that to-day in some re-
spects she is more <lenioc.rat.ic than
even thc United States. Autocracy
made its fight in the. political world in
the last great. war, and democracy won.
The e/.ars and tlie kaisers have gone
lhe way of the < jer-ars.
"More and more the world is recog-

nizlng that Jesus was cssentially
democratic. The symbols of His power
were a towel and basin. As the divinc
right, has gone out of government, so
has the divinc riglit gone out of every-
ihing that is autocratic. Autocracy
has got to go out of the state and out
of the Church. We can't all be Roman-
ists, or Jews, or Baptists, but wc can
all be brothers."

I>r. McGiffert said that a large part
of the influence of the Church is in
the personal lives of Christians.

(;ood Will Church's Aim
"The supreme duty of the Church to

day is to promote1 good will between all
pooples," he asserted. He then re¬
ferred to the mischief caused h> the
incursion of the Church into politics, a
mission not warrantcd. Christian prin¬
ciples do not allow Christians to bo
wrapped up in a single creed or raee.
Isolation is impossible. In the old
days, Dr. McGiffert said, a good deal of
poisouous gas would exist without de-
stroying one's neighbors, but it was
not. so now.

Dr. Schulman, touchlng on Dr. Woelf-
kin's reference to evolution, said:
"Why worry about whether we de-
scended from the monkeys. The im-
portant thing is that we do not make
monkeys of ourselves."
